Wholesale Grocery Houses Are
Being Rigidly Inspected.

Goods Which Fall Below Stan-
‘dard to Be Confiscated.

TOMATOES AND PEAS.

Big Lot in Wichita Found to Be
Short Weight,

Action Is Brought in United
States Court.

The stocks of wholesale grocery
houses of Kansas are coming in for
rigld Inspection st the hands of in-
spectors of the United States govern-
ment.

Prosecutions on & large scals are
about to be instifuted and wherever
goods are found to be labeled in vicla-
tion of the federal pure food law con-
fiscation of the goods will follow. The
government has stationed In Topeka,
Food Inspector Jenkins, who s using
Topeka as a base for his operations
which he is conducting under direc-
tion of Washington authorities, A
Parsons wholesule grocer was recantly
found to have a stock of tomatoes which
the canning company had mislabeled
as welghing three pounds where it s
stated the goods In fact welghed but
88 to 39 ounces,

Today a wholesale grocery firm #t
Wichita, the Wichita Wholesale Gro-
cery company had on hand 2855 cases
of canned tomatoes and 1456 cases of
peas which the government says have
been mislabeled and are short In
weight. Sult to conflscate the goods
was filed today. The goods weare put up
by canning factories in the east, the
tomatoes by Dr. W. Wilson, successor
to the Newburg Canning company of
Newburg, Indiana, while the peas were
packad by the Kewaunee Canning com-
pany of Kewaunee, Wis,

Each of the cases of tomatoes con-
talned two dozen cans welghing, it is
sald, from 33 to 38 ounces, when ac-
¢ording to the label they should have
weighed 48 ounces. They are almost one
pound short in welght therefore.

The casés of peas contalned two
dozen cana each also and were Inbeled
to weight 2 pounds, but the inspector
alleges in the complaint filed that they
weigh but 25 ounces, which is about
one-hall pound short.

The complaint In the Wichita case
was made at the instance of Ilnspector
Jenkins and the sult brought by J. 8.
West, assistant Unlted Statea district
nttorney, Is directed agalnst **285 cases
of tomatoes and 145 casea of peas,”
the United States appearing as the
plaintifg.

The suits was filed in the TUnited
States clrcult cowmrt and the papers
were immediately served by the dep-
uty Unites States marshul

The wholesale grocery firms which
hava the gooda In stock that are found
mislabeled are not made party to the
sult whatever, the suit is directed en-
tirely against the goods misiabeled.
The merchandise can ba conflscated by
the government or else the alternative
i# granted of the firm having the goods
in stock to pay the costs of the suit
and direct the relabeling of the goods
to seccord with the provisions of the
pure food law.

It s recognized that the government
18 AQlrecting n =zomewhat sweeping
campalgn In Kaneas which wiil prob-
ably result in having a salutary effect
on the canning companies that send
short welght goods into the state.
