Heir to the Throne of The Neth«
erlands Is Born,

First Royal Birth Since That of
Queen Wilhelmina.

IS GREAT REJOICING.

School Children Are Givem =&
Week’s Holiday.

Two Rooms Filled With Cosfly
Presents for Baby.

The Hague. April 30.—Wilhelmina,
queen of The Netherlands, gave birth
to & daughter this morning. The cone
dition of her majesty is satisfactory,
the infant princess is doing well and
Holland is celebrating the happy event
from one end of the country to tha
other with expressions of joy such as
seldom have been  witnessed among
this placid people.

The political significance of the oc-
ourrence lies in the fact that there in
now an heir to the throne of The
Netherlands, a circumstance whicke
greatly enhances the country's chances
for continued Independance. Bvery
fown and village in Holland Is today
celevbrating the loog waited birth of a
child to her .majesty, who was mar-
ried to Prince Henry of Mecklenberge
Schwerin February 7, 1801,

This is the first royal birth in the
Netherlands  since that of Queen
Wilhelmina  herself, 27 years ago.
Thrice before sinee the marriage of
“Litte Mina,” as the Hollanders af-
fectlonately eall the gueen, have the
hepes of the country been ralsed,
only to be dashed.

The constant fear of the Dutch hae
been that the house of Orange would
die out with a childless soverelgn, and
that Holland would pass under the
rule of a German prince and would
thereby hecome a German vassal
state. This partly accounts for the
extraordinary eagerness with which
the event has been awalted through-
out the Netherlands.

Demonstrations on a gigantic seale
have been arrmnged, ana procesasionns,
concorts and fetes will be held all over
the country. The school children
have becn glven a week's holiday, and
general amnesty will be proelaimed
for certain classes of prisoners

The health of the queen has baen
excellent. Dr. Kouwer, an eminent
gynecologist, in addition to tho
gueen's regular physiclans, Is in con-
stant attendance. The queen’s apart-
ments are situated at the back of the
palace, overlooking a quicrt garden.
A suite of six rooms has been pre-
parad for the infant by the gueen
herself, and In these have been In-
stulled some anecisnt cradles of the
house of Nassau, of wonderful work-
muanship. All, however. have beosn
discarded In favor of a homely
wooden Dutch eradles, which will ba
used ordinarily, while on state oe-
casions the bahy will scoupy o bonn-
tiful cradle made @At the Hague
schonl of lacework. where two score
of women [astructors and  puplls
worked many months in  producing
the lace Tor thig eradle. Two rooms
are literally  filled with costly pres-
enta which have been sent for the
royal baby from every city and
hamlet in the Netheriands
