DIDN'T BUY TWINE.

Kansas Still Has Half of That
Manufactured at Prison.

The farmers of Kansas have only
purchased 50 per cent of the prison
twine from the Kansas institution
and the harvest days are over. This
means that half of the year's output
will have to be placed in storage and
carried over until next year. All of
v liich has led the prison officials to
believe that the Kansas plant is a fail
ure and may be abvlishd .

One dlscouragins'v feature of the
failure of the jdant is. the fact that it
was organized for the purpose of cut-
ting down the big prices charged by
the trust. For awhile the farmers
were delighted with it and finally when
the records were examined this year
it was found that the trusts sell eight
times as much twine as the Kansas t
plant.

The whole secret is that the state
ofheia's have handled their own twine
and have cut out the retailers profit.
Twine, is sold directly to the farmer
and the dealers do not have a chance
at it. It has been suggested that the
dealcis bo given a chance. The deal-
ers

n
all handle the trust twine and

thus they fight the prison product.
This has been the main cause for the
loss of sales.

If there is anything that is hated hi
in Kansas it is the mail order busi-
ness. The country merchants have
had a long hard fight to educate their
natrons up to the value of the Kan v
sas merchant and the abolition of the
mail order house catalogues. Now I

that they are practically successful "0
they hate to drop a point on any
pro'duct and as a result they have
fought their own state product.

The directors of the prison plant
state that in Minnesota the farmers
buy all of their twine at the prison f
plant. In Kansas the farmers are
between fires their state on one side
and their home merchants on the
other. In spite of the fact that the
state sells the twine at a price that of
will simply cover the cost of manufac-
ture still the farmers lean toward
the merchant. To make arrange-
ments with the country merchants is
the only hope that the prison officials
have to save their plant.

Otherwise it will be abolished.

the work of the tariff revision. Senator
Curtis discussed at some length thismorning the results of the special ses-
sion of congress. He has not as yet
made definite plans for the summer but
has accepted numerous engagements
conditionally. He will have a definiteschedule arranged by the last of theweek. On Saturday he is booked tospeak at the Oberlin Chautauqua. Hehad the following to say in regard tothe work of congress:

Is Xot Satisfied.
"In revising the tariff. thand a large number of the members ofthe senate and the house contendedthat the promise in our platform coin- -

mtiicu ua 10 a aownward revisionwhenever it could be done without in-jury to American industries, and without crippling the revenues. In making
oucu revision 11 was necessarv for allconcerned to take into consideration
the interest of the people, the needs ofne treasury and to so shape the legis-
lation that sufficient revenue would beproduced to pay the running expenses
of the government. In this connection,
it was imperative to give due consid-
eration to the fact that a deficit of
about sixty million dollars resulted lastyear, and while doing this It was thedesire of many of us to make such re-
duction as we could without injury to
the American peonle. I believe thatcongress, in the law-- just enacted, liasprovided for the needed revenue, andat the same time has made over 700 re-
ductions, none of which injure any
American industry. In enacting the
tariff law. the interest of every section
necessarily had to be and was duly
considered.

'There were fourteen schedules in
the law and all of them were most
carefully considered in the house and
senate. There are many, provisions in
the act which T would gladlv have seen
changed, but the bill as finally agreed
upon was the best which could be se
cured under all the circumstances-- , and
Is admitted by all to be an admimstra
tion measure, favored by the president.
and acceptable to a majority of the Re-
publicans of the house and senate. I
voted and worked for free lumber, for
free iron ore, for free wood pulp, a re
duction on print paper, and favoredmany reductions which we were not
able to secure, and. while the measure
is not just as I would like to have seen
it. yet I believe when it is thoroughly
understood, it will meet with the ap-
proval of a large majority of the peo-
ple of the country. A considerable
number of the Increases were upon lux-
uries. Articles, if imported, should con-
tribute to the revenues of the govern-
ment, such as those mentioned in
Schedule 8, 'Spirits, wines and other
beverages,' in which schedule over 100
Increases were made, and this should
increase the revenues at least 20 11 II-li-

dollars each year. There are a
number of increases in Schedule 'N.'
sundries, such as precious stones, for-
eign built yachts, pleasure boats, or
vessels not meant for trade, ostricn,
and other feathers. Other duties wert
retained or slightly Increased because
It was contended and believed that
such action was necessary in order to
protect American Industries. The re-

ductions were such as will greatly
benefit the people.

"Thero were about 70 reductions in
schedule 'A.' which covers chemicals,
oiis and paints, and only about 10 in-

creases. In schedule 'B.' 'earthenware
and glassware,' there were over 30 re-
ductions and only 10 increases. In
schedule 'C (metals), there are nearly
200 reductions and only about 30 in-
creases.
