Tom Rose of San Bernardino With

Company 19 Years

Albuquerque, N, M., Sept, 14 —Tom
HRose, yardmaster at San Bernardino,
and for the past nineteen years a faith-

ful employe of the Santa Fe company.
has resigned his position and is golng
inta the insurance business. Rose was
one of the best known men in the
const lines and the fact that he has
quit the rallroad will be of interest to
friends here. E. O. Brown, night
yardmasier at Los Angeles, succeeds
him st San Bernardino,

Mr. Rose first came to Ban Ber-
nardino in 1802 and within a short

time was promoted to yardmaster and
given the entire jurisdiction over the
switching facllities., Previous to this
time he had waorked twelve years as
yardmaster, conductor, brikeman and

considerably

friends among the “old timers” of the
system, many of whom are unm%wtns
high official positions. In 1906 Mr.
Rose waa transferred to take charge
of the yard at San Diego and it was &t
that point that he sprained his ankle
to such an extent that it was nearly a
year before he wes again able to re-
sume his dutles, when he was trans-
Terred back to San Bernardino, to take
charge of the snlarged yards on July
1, 1807, and since that time he has
been continually supervising the big
task of monthly switching In the
neighborhood of 25,000 cars through
the yards.

HAS HILL GULF OUTLET?

Rumored That He Will Use Frisco
Line Into New Orleans.

New Orleans, Lr., Sept. 14—Since
the Frisco lnes secured an entrance
to this city the air has been filled
with rumors concerning close work-
ing arrangemants having been
formed between them and the Hill in-
terests, which will give the rallroad
king of the northwest the gulf out-
let he has long wanted. It Is ex-
pected, therefore, that now a con-
test begins for supremacy that will
be of lively interest to rallroad and
business men generally. It 18 con-
sidered the opening of active war-
fare between the HIill and the Harri-
man Interests controlling the South-
ern Paclific, which s paralleled at last
through Louisiana and Texas to
Houston by the Colorado Southern,
New Orleans & Pacific.

It has taken several years to
achieve, but is finally accomplished
and the competition involved In full
operation. Those who have watched
the courae of events declare that the
building of the Frisco into New
Orieans was a coup executed by the
HIill interests to punish Harriman
and his friends for - having wrested
the contrel of the Illinels Central
from Stuyvesant Fish, a HIill as-
sociate, and thus for some time pre-
vented the Hill llnes from having an
adequate entrance into New Orleans.

Now the Frisco has forced Its
way into the field and the results are
being watched with great eagerness,
not only by local railroad officlals,
but by the entire rajlroad and
financial world. It is generally
thought locally that rate wars may
result on account of the clashing of
the interests of the financial glants,

Hereatofore the Harriman lines
have had things all thelr own way
throughout Louisiana and Texas. It
Is alleged they have forced long
hauls of freight, because there was
no competition, and kept the rates up
to the highest margin. The entrance
of a competitor Is not relished, and.
according to common report, there is
bound to be a series of Interesting

denouements before the first stages
of the changed situation are
thoroughly thrashed out. Towns

which have hithertn been dependent
upon the Harriman lines will look to
the HIill interests to give tham re-
lief, and it is stated that broad
promises have been made that thelr
wishes will be heeded.

NEW KATY TERMINALS,

Road Will Spend Four Millions In
Yards at St."Louals.

St. Louls, Sept. 14.—The M. K. &
T. rallroad will expend four million
dollars for freight terminais in this
city, according to the report of Pres-
ident A. H. Joline. to the board of dl-
rectors of the company, who met here
yvesterday.

Twa hundred acres of land and a
site for freight warehouses have been
acquired in the heart of the business
district. Work on the new terminals
will begin at once.

KENSINGTON, KAN.

This Thriving Little Town Is
Proving Its Worth.

Burned District Is Rebuilt With
Improved Business Houses.

CROPS NOT A FAILURE

There Are Both Wheat and
Corn in This Lecality.

Farmers Are Prosperous and
Glad to Stay.

Kensington, Kan., Sept. 14.—A To-
pekan, who visited Kensington. during
the two days'. carnival, alomst con-
cluded the town had appropriated the
Topeka business motto, for overy man,
woman and child there wore cards
reading: “Eensington Kan; Kensing-
ton WilL.'

A noticeable feature of the town in
the improve'ment in the way of bulld-
ings which have been erected this
year, and more are to follow. These
stone and brick builldings take the
place of the frame which were burn-
ed several months ago. No less than
half a dozen substantial business
houses have been completed at a cost
of $1.,000 to $5,000.

The Kensingtonites stand up and
pull for their town. They voted $20,-
0000 waterwords bonds, and they are
golng to get a good system. There I8
not a dollar's worth of debt outstand-
ing, and the city treasury has $2,000
on hand. The last census shows a
galn of about 35 in her population. As
one of the business men s=ald: “Our
citizens are all rustlers, and the busl-
ness men offer many Inducements to
her trade territory.”

Speaking for the crops;, one of the
former farmers of Smith county and
now @ business man of Kensington,
says: ““The corn crop in this vicinity
outside of the hail district will run
from 15 to 20 bushels an acre, while
wheat {s threshing from 5 to 20 bush-
¢ls an aecre. Our farmers are finan-
cially well fixed, and none of them are
elaving to better thelr conditions.
Lands are worth from $40 to §65 an
acre, and good alfalfa lands are bring-
ing $76 to $100 per acre.”

Peter Pyle, present members of the
legislature from Smith county, bullt
the first house on the townsite of Ken-
rington more than 22 years ago, and
commenced feeding the hungry as the
town started up, Today there are
close to 700 Inhabitants, and bids fair
to continue her proeperity in bullding
and grow Iin population.

The town and country supports two
banks, a newspaper and a Arst class
flouring mill. Two extensive lumber
yards are well patronized. Her mer-
chants, too, have a pleasing faculty of
living and letting thier competitors
share it with them. There is a lively
competition among them, but mot on
the rule and ruin policy. Kensington
will grow because the town has the
country to make it. There is wealth in
the soil, in her business houses and in
her many fine modern residences,

RAIN ON HUTCHINSON FAIR,

The Races on First Day Were
Called Of.

Hutchinson. Kan., Sept. 14—Rain
marred the first day's schedule of rac-
ing at the falr. Early in the morning
a drizzle commenced which continued
at intervals throughout the day. At
noon races for the day were called off.
There was & large attendance despits
the bad weather,

The State Agricultural college has
an exhibit of registered cattle on ex-
kibjtion. The manual training depart-
ment of the reformatory also has an
exhibit. This is the last year the fair
is to be held on the present grounds,
much larger grounds now being fitted
up. The number of visitors was esti-
muated at 8,000.

The managers of the fair are pleased
with the special rate of one cent a
mile which is being made this week
by the railroads entering Hutchinson.
1t is belleved It will result in a greatly
increased attendance. The manage-
ment is gratified because the low rate
gives the Hutchinson falr a blg ad-
vantage over the Topeka fair. Tha
Santa Fe rallway is taking all the
credit for putting in the low rate to
Hutchinson. The agent of the Santa
Fe says that his road was the first to
offer the rate of one cent a mile, and
that the Rock Island was then com-
pelled to make a similar reduction.
The Santa Fe s advertising the re-
duced rate extensively.

Farmers Co-operative Shipping Asso-
clation at Athol a Success,

Athol, Sept. 14.—Thia progreasiva
Smith county town is one of the few
towns where the co-operative asso-
ciation have Teen successful. This
one was organized in 1903, and has
made money every year for the
stockholders. Every stockholder is a
farmer. The officers are: President,
Ollver Dilsaver; secretary, ¢C. A.
Borgman: manager, Geo. W. Doug-
imss. In 1908 the Athol Co-operative
Grain Co, bought and shipped 256,000
bushels of grain, mostly wheat, and
this yvear they expect to handle about
100,000 bushels. This loss is due to
the partial fallure of both wheat and
corn crops. The asociation has a
storage capacity of 43,000 bushels.
The shipping asociation has recently
increased the stock rrom $10,000 to
$20,000, and the increased shares arn
selling rapidly. The membershlp will
also be increased from 95, to 200, the
large majority of them being farmers.
No ecne is allowed but one share of
stock. The association also buys and
ships stock.

NEW USE FOR WIRELESS,

Adopted by Customs Officials to Pre-
vent SBmuggling.

New York, Sept. 14.—According to
Collector Loeb, he unearthed a new
proctice, among smugglers recently
when he learned that wireless tele-
graphy had been brought into play In
the case of persons attempting to
avade the payment of duty, and that
It would be useless to attempt to
evade the vigllance of the Inspectors.
