Big Trees First.
The visit to the big trees comes first

in Mr. Taft's itinerary. Leaving by
coach he and his party will be driven
to Wawona. at the edge of the grove.
The forenoon of Friday will be given
over to the big trees, the president
spending tonight at the hotel in Wa-
wona, a

On Friday afternoon the president
will enter the park from one of the
highest points, and after a trip to all
the show places of the upper levels,
will begin a descent to the floor, which
is enclosed by almost perpendicular
cliffs of stone more than 3.000 feet in
height. It will be the president's first
trip into the Yosemite and he has
been looking forward to It for months,
both as a sightseeing experience and
as affording three days of rest from
surging crowds- - and speechmaking.

When the park officials heard that
the president was coming they ar-
ranged to have a troop of United
States cavalry act as his escort for
the day among the big trees and the
two days In the valley.

Mr. Taft was Informed of the plans
at San Francisco and he asked at
once that the escort be dispensed
with. He is anxious that the trip
through the park shall be devoid of
spectacular features and that his visit
shall be relieved as much as possible
of an official aspect.
