*You can take the men who work
on the streets and average up !ha
wages they recelve and yvou will find
that the teachers get lesa money., 1
don’t say the Ilaborers get too much
money, but the teachers get too little.

“T want to appeal to the men and
women of Kansas who have charge of
the boys and girls who will make
Kansas great, to realize their respon-
gibility. I want them to realize that
they play an important part in the
government. On the public schools
rests the future of our country.

“I think there are a good many
thingas taught in Kansas that are not
practical, and I believe that the things
that will ba» used in life should be
taught. The tendency is in that direc-
tion.

“T want to encourage every man
and woman who teaches boys and
giris to live lives that will set an ex-
ample, If yvou chew tobaceo or smoke
cigars, if 1 were on the school board I
would fire youno,

“I don't think that thiz expense of
maintaining public schools in Kansas
is anything as compared with the ben-
efits we get from these schools. It
has brought back ten, twenty and a
hundred fold to the people who have
spent their money. It is the hest in-
vestment a man can make for the
state.

Just a Chivalrous Impulse

tention to Mme. Steinhell, He confront-
ed _her with various conflicling state-
ments she had previously made regard-
ing the occurrences on the night of the
crime. He also questloned her closely
on the Invelved flnancial condition of
the Steinhell household at the time of
the murders. o

AMme. Stelnheil's composurs gradually
gave way before the suecession of shara
interrogatories. Her feeling at last
found expression in an agonized fiow of
words in which she appealed to the
Jury to believe in her innocence com-
' plaining bitterly that in the hour of hor
milsfortune she had been deserted by
high-placed friends, asserting also that
soclety women who had frequented her
home had now deserted her.

Notwithstanding this passionate ap-
peal, Judge De Valleg pursued his in-
terrogatorles relentlessly. When ha
pinned her down with proof that she
hid concealed jewels that she after-
wirds sald had been stolen she tprned
her back on him and with crossed arms
and flashing eyes admitted that she had
done so, justifying her cetion by the
| motherly Instinet of shielding her
daughter from the knowledge that the
Jjewels had come from her lover.

Denies Alleged Motive,

The prisoner Indignantly denjed
that hier sensatiopal attempt fo re-
vive the case last fall by an accusation
aguinst young Wolf, the son of the
cook In the Steinhell household, was
| due to the Insistence of her sweet-
heart, Maurlce Borderel, the mer-
chant whom It was suppoged she de-
sired to marry, and in an effort to
, clear herself,
| *“Borderel had passed out of my
|1ife,” =ald Mme. Steinheil, “and I had
|na thought of him. My sole soliclta-
|llon was to save ‘my daughter's en-
|sagement to Plerre Buls=on."" -

In an interview today Borderel re-
affirmed his faith in the innocence of
Mme. Steinhell sayving that she knew
that marriage with him would be im-
possible and that therefore the alleged
motive for the murder of her hus-
band was untenable. He added:

“She did not revive the chase on my
account for she knew that the woman
whom I had loved was not the woman
whose Intrigues with Faure, Chouan-
ard, Balincourt and =o may others
have bsen exposed.”

The judege continued doggedly to
force the prizsoner to retrace step by
step her actions durlng the feverish
months followlng the erime, confront-
ing her at every turn with some new
story, which she had told or com-
pelling her to explain over and over
agnin why she had accused .wrong-
fully Burlingham, the American news-
paper man; Coulillard, the servant,
and young Wolf. TUpon each oo-
caslon, Mme. Steinheil found refuge
behind the plea that in her frenzied
desire to clear herself from the awful
imputation that she had murdered
her husband and mother, she had
selzed upon any suggestion that came
into her head. Judge Devalles was
particularly  severs in his cross
examination as to the lack of feeling
displayed by the prisoner at her
mother's funeral.

Defendant Breaks Down,

Although today's session #f the
court did not bezgin ontil 12:30 p. m.,
the ordeal was so severe, that hefore
the afternoon had passed it had€ bheen
necessary to interrupt the proceedings
several times In order that the ac-
cused woman might be given syrup of
ether to quiet her.

At one time when Mme, Steinheil
declared that Couillard had lied, the
judge interrupted sharply with the
exclamation:

“But you also led.”

0ld Cleveland Yell Greets Taft
at Savannah

When He Talks About Comple-
tion of Panama Canal.

HE MADE A BIG HIT

When He Referred to Ty Cobb
of the Detroits

As One of the Distinguished
Citizens of Georgia.

Savannah, Ga.,, Nov. 5.—President
Taft slept today and delayed the pro-
gram of sightseeing arranged for his
last day In Savannah by nearly an
hour. The president left at 2 o'clock
this afternocon for Charleston.

The Gordon resldence, where the
president stopped during his stay
here, was guarded throughout the
night by a detachment of pollce and
this morning while Mr. Taft slept the
tide of trafic was turned down other
thoroughfares.

Several thousand persons gathered
as near the resldence as the police
would permit to catch a glimpee of
the chief executive.

It was well after dark when
President Taft reached the city last
night to participate Iin a parade

{lluminated by torches and a search-
i:]ght placed on ome of the tall bulld-

ES.

After breakfast at the Gordon resi-
dence the president boarded the
revenue cutter Yamacraw for an
hour's sall on the river., Durlng this
trip he was saluted with the Wash-
ington guns of Savannah’s famous
military organization, the Chatham
artillery. The guns are revolutionary
relics and were presented to the artil-
lery at the time of General Washing-
ton's visit to the city.

‘The river trip ended the president
wae taken for a fast ride over the
automoblle course of which the grand
prize races were rTun last fall. The
ride ended at ‘Thunderbolt casino,
where luncheon was served,

His Banquet Speech.

On the way back to the station to
take the train for Charleston. the
president passed before®all the school
children of the city. ‘Mr. Taft made
a happy speech at’the banquet given
in his honor. He was the last on the
long program. At one time during his
speech there were cries of “‘second
term* and the old Cleveland yell of
