Celebration of Christmas a Time
for Precaution.

More Accidents Than on Fonrth
'of July.

FIREMEN ABE CAREFUL

Always Fear Conflagration in
Holiday Time.

Electric Lights Now Much Used
in Christmas Trees.

The Christmas tree, the Christmas
turkey and the tallow candle are more
langerous to life and property than
' he sky rocket, the blank cartridge
e.nd the giant fire cracker according
to men who know. Despite the hue and
cry, for it is In reality only a hue and
cry, against the noisy celebration of
Tulv Fourth there Is much more dan-
ger incident to the Christmas celebra-
tion and what goes with It, the Christ-
mas shopping, than in "celebrating."

Greater fires occur as a result of
the observance of Christmas than are
oue to the noi3y fourths of July. The
danger is extended over more terri-tory, lasts from two to three weeks
and a larger amount of loss is ed

by Christmas and Christmas
shopping than by the Young America
(demonstrations in commemoration of
the signing of our national independ-
ence proclamation.

In the business district the danger
of fire is constant for two or three
weeks before Christmas and it extends
all over the business district. Wiring
for show, windows is a device which
i fraught with danger of a bad blaze,

use of cotton as imitation snow
s more likely to cause a bad fire than

the firing of cannon crackers on paved
und well cleaned streets. The dump
ing of excelsior or tissue paper, such
a Christmas goods are packed in near
the buildings, as is often done, is a
practice which causes heavy losses.
The placing of an electric light near
'aper or cloth is dangerous and more
likely to cause tires than the sending
op of skyrockets at night.

Firemen Are Careful.
The precautions taken by the local

fire department show that the holiday
eason is regarded as more dangerous

than July Fourth. On the last named
.iccaslon no firemen are allowed off,
tut must remain on duty from the
trird to the fifth instant, but that is
Tbout all the precaution taken. Pre-
vious to Christmas, however, stores
and show windows are inspected and
'he proprietors are shown the dangers
that arise from carelessness of em
vloyes who, worked almost to the
limit by those who do their Christmas
shopping both late and early, postpone
the work which should be done at

nee. Waste is allowed to accumulate
ir basements and some of the worst
f'res in history have resulted from
this carelessness. Building after build-
ing is thus inspected. On July Fourth
the danger of fire in the business dis-t-i- ct

is confined to the few stores
handle fireworks.

Of late years the Christmas tree in
the larger cities has been more or less
' denatured" by the use of electric
ights in place of tallow candles. But

there is still much danger of fire from
vhe lights on the Christmas tree given
e the church or, for that matter, in
the home. And In places where the
candle Is used one of the most danger-- .

Ozone Is the best water purifier. It

adds to the water nothing except oxy-
gen, which assists in aeration. An
ozonizing plant has been established
at St. Maur. near Paris, where the
water of the Marne river was found
to contain many disease germs even
after it had passed through sedimen-
tation basins and sand filters.

The temperature of the water is
lowered by the operation, and not a
trace of nitrous oxide, chlorine com-
pounds, hydrogen dioxide, or metallic
