Be-
side this he knows nothing whatever
about weather. Snowden Darjus
Flora, observer at the local station,

who put the fake weither prophets
on the run last fall has started on the
trall of the ground hog and there
promises to be & demand that this
animul produce his Eskimos and rec-
ords or go hide himself and forever
hold his peace.

According to an old established
theory if the ground hog seoes his
shadow today cold weather will pre-
vail for the next six weeks, and the
ground hog will return to the hole In

which he has lain all winter. 1T,
however, he fails to see his s‘hadow.
the ground hog will continue his wan-

derings, as warmer weather will pre-
vail.
Tf the ground hog acts as reported

there has probably been a& number
of deaths in the ground hog family
within the last 20 years in Kansas,
There hus been plenty of weather,
when the ground hog was out, cold
enough to freege him to deuth, The
following statement, taken Trom the
records of the weather office show

how the ground hoge ha® missed his
guess since the weather bureau estab-
lished an office here:
When He Missed It

In 1888 ground hog day was cloudy.
February was warm and March only
elightly colder than normal. Not a
bad guess for the ground hog. Ground
hog dey in the next year, however,
was clear and while February was
slightly colder the temperature goine
to zoaro on February 8§, but March was
n  warmer month than usual. In
1590 February 2 wnas cloudy and al-
though February was a1 warm month,
March was much colder than usual
and ground hogs out at that time
were likely to have their ears frosted.

In 1861 ground hog day was eclear
find hoth February and March were
volder than normal. Ecore a safe one

for the ground hos, despite the weath-
er sharke. The next year, however,
the ground hog saw hils shadow and a
warm February and an averags
March followed, The ground hog's
*hadow was seen In 1893 and Feb-
ruary was cold for a couple of weaks,
hut March was warm and {f the
ground hog remained In his hole six
weeks he missed a lot of nlee weather.

Ome of the worst guesses the ground
hog i= alleged to have made was nmade
fn 1894 when he saw his shadow and a
warm February and next to the warm-

rat March on record followed, Tn 1895
the shadow oi the ground hog should
have been plainly vistble to him and a

February cold for two weeks fhilowed.
From Fehruary 15 on the weather was
aguite warm

In 1886 the ground hog scores again
when, after a cloudy February two
warm months followed. The year 1867
was against the ground hog, the day
being partly clear and Lwo warm
months following. The ground hog theory
was also bumped hard on the succeed-
tng year when after a day on which the
ground hog did not see hie shadow the
coldesy February on record and a cold
Marceh followed.

In 1800 ground day waz clear. Feb-
ruary was a cold month and March a
warm one. The year 1901 had a cloudy
ground hog day which was followed by
a cold February and a warm March,
The next year the ground hog saw his
shadow and one of the coldest months
non record followed., March was warm.
On ground hog day of that year the
temperature wan 5§ degreeg below zero.
The ground hog maw his shadow again
{n 1803 and a cold February and a warm
March followed,

The ground hog saw his shadow
1904 with the aame resnlt as on the
preceding year, Tn 1800 ground hog day
was cloudy and one of the eoldest
months on record followed. March was
warm. The shadow was visible again
in 1808 and a warm February and cold
March followed. Tn 1807 o clear ground
hog day was followed by a week of colid
wasther and continued warm weather
untll summer. In 1908 ground hog doy
was clear and two warm months fol-
lowed.

Fisk and Rohinson File a Petlition in
Bankruptey.

New York ¥Feb. 2—Fisk & Robinson,
bond dealers and membera of the New
York sStock Exchange., have fajled for
¢ mlllion dollars

An involuntary petition in brnkrupt-
¢y Las been flled by creditors in the
federal court and Bronson Winthrop
was appointed receiver with a bhond of
250000, Shrinkage® in the value of Buf-
falo & Busquehanna rallway stocks
nnd bonde and bonds held by the firm
vausaed thae fallure.

The failure is one of the largest since
the panic of 187, not 80 much as Ha-
hilitles are concerned, but in view of
the importance of the firm. which has
branches In Chicago, Boston and Wor-
CENLEr,

The firm was founded In 1898 by
Harvey Edward Fisk. the eldest son of
Harvey Fisk, the banker. and George
Roblnson, who had been in the employ
of the banking filrm of Harvey Fisk &
Sons,

The business of the firm was princi-
rally banking business and the floating
of bonde. The petition In bankruptey
was filed with the full consent of the
firm, lis members having concluded
that thls was the only way to avoid
further losses,

A statement jssuad by the receiver
siyve the firm's secured obligations witl
amount o $5.000,008 and the unsecured
debts Lo more than, $1-000.000,

sald that the firm had received ssveral

Served Sixth Disirict in Congress Three
Consecative Terms,

old and death wax hastened by pto-
maine polsoning, from which he suf-
fered severn]l days ago from eating
OYELOrs. He was elacted to congress
from the Sixth Kansas distriet three
consectitive termas.

He was one of the leaders in the
Farmers' Alllance movement and a
Populist and these principlea were in-
corporated forcibly In his piatform
when he was first elected. In 1889 he
defeated Webb MceNall for congress by
18,000 majority.

In 18%1 he defedaled Harry Pestana
and in 1592 defeated Judge A, H. Ellis,
both by Iarge majorities. He was born
in Wa=shington county, Pennsylvania,
March, 1831, and came to Kansas in
1878, where he accumulated a fortune
in farm lands and alos some clty prop-
erty. Besides his wife, five girls and
three boys survive him, also 25 grand-
children and great grandchildren,

GAS EXPLODES IN MINE.

More Than a Third of the
Force of 100 Perish.

Ex-Congresannn

Working

Drakesbars, Ky., Feh 2. —Herole as
huve been the effortse of scores of
rescuers throughout the night, it is

believed it wlll be many hours before
the Browder mine, near this city,
yvields up the bodles of the last of the
men whose lives were snuffed out in
an explosion vesterday. FEarly today
33 bodies had been recovered. Among
those killed was Matt Allen, a police
judge of Dral:s=boro, aged 50, who Jeft
a widow and =ix children.

Of the 100 men in the mine when

the disaster took place, It is now prac-
tically certain that more than a third
have perished
Repeated attempils yesterday after-
noon to penetrate the entry where the
dust and gas exploded were frustrated
by the stifling odors and it was only
after the fans, which had been kept
working for hours, drew out the worst
of the fumes that it was possible to
begin the rescue.
Throughout the night each 1ift of the
cage brought bodies to the top of the
ground until early this morning 33
had been recovered,

In the panic of grief about the mine
shaft it has been impossible to ascer-
tain the number of men who es-
caped and the number of dead can
not be accurately stated,

The naws of the disaster spread
quickly to the numerous mines in
Muhlenberg county, and hundreds of

mine workers hasten=d to the
Thousands of ourious
tracted.

Ross, one of his daughters was
searching for hidden treasures m the
cellar and found a buried ean which
contained 3$15,000. ‘This money was

all In gold and the search was taken
up with renewed vigor and in an old

can which was buried In the yard
$5.000 more was found.
Lived the Life of a Hermit,
Mr. Rlee was known in and about

thiz city for his eccentricities and for
vears past has had no confidants,
livin | the life of a hérmit in the hovel
which answered the purpose of a home
to him, Hg owned much city prop-
erty, Including several business build-
ings and three good farms. from which
he derlved a considerable revenue,
which he refused to deposit in banks.
There was miuclh speculation before
his death as to where he kept his
wealth, and it was the common talk
that it was burled about the place.
This led to the search which has so
handsomely rewarded his heirs. Not
a great while ago a force of workmen
were excavating for a cement walk and
thefr labors were watched clossly by
the old man untll one of them un-
earthed a can fllled with glittering gold
coins, which he carried away with him
to a more secure hiding place.
Planted His Gold at Night,
Stories are in general circulation of
mysterious happenings which the
neighbors have witnessed about the
place for years past and Indicate that
all of the ol1 miser's hoard of wealth
has not yet been located. Often late
at night he has been sesn bhusily dig-
ging about _in his yard and it ig be-
lleved that he was during those pe-
riods secroting his wealth.
Late one night he wax =een to go
to his well with a lantern on hils arm.
and it ia thought that at least a part
of his fortune will bhe found at the
bottom _or hidden away behind some
loose LIt of the ston® curbing. As he
dropped out of sight In the well the
nelghbors wondered, but considered
that it was one of his eccentriclities
and thought but little of it asx he ro-
appearad a fow moments later,
Jo the storles go, and before the
search for hiz wealth is discontinued
his farm as well as city property will
be thoroughly searched. He left no
will. though it is thought that his
property Is worth at least $50,.000, be-
gides the currency which so far has
been unearthed.

He charged that newspapers are taxed
35 above that figure on one miilion tons,
ar, $5.000,M0 per annum., becauss of the
izflornnce and lax methods of print pa
mnakers and that the same causes are fm-
posing a penalty of 53500000 per annum
on ithe users of all kinds of paper.

Warriner Furnlshed Them Money to
Guard Against Exposure,

Cincinnati, ©O., Feb. 2.—The trial

of Mrs. Jeanette Stewart Ford for
alleged blackmal] was continued here
today, Judge Swing declining to stop
the proceedings on the motion of the
defense to dismiss because Prosecut-
ing Attorney Hunt refused to obey a
court order to furnish the defense
with a transeript of the grand jury
testimony of Charles L. Warriner.
The decision is not final, Judge
Swing stating the point at issue is in-
volved in & case before the supreme
court of the state and until that =
decided he would hold the matter in
abeyance.
He sald the defense could take ex-
ception to this course and if the su-
preme court denied the contention
that grand jury proceedings are in-
violate a motion for a new trial would
be entertained if the higher tribunals
decikion is delayed beyond the conclu-
sion of the cases at bar.

Attorney Thorndyke took up the
cross examination of Warriner, who,
denied he had “run around” with Mrs.
Ford.

It was brought out that Warriner
had contributed to the support of
Caoke and the latter's wife and son.
The witness =ald he had done this vol-
untarily because there was a general

danger of exposure and Cooke was
out of work.
This testimony was given Impor-

tance, tending to show the probable
attitude Warriner will adopt If Cooke
Is tried on the Indlctment charging

Remarkable Traveler.

Sven Anders Hedlin, the Swedish ex-
plorer—whose name s prouonnced
with the *e'" short and the *i" like
double “e.,” with the accent on the
second sylable—is not outranked by
any other traveler of modern times,
with the possible exception of Henry
M. Stanley. The medal conferred up-
on him, In absentia, at the meeting of
the Philadelphia Geographleal Soclety,
last Wedneaday svenlng was In recog-
nition of a series of notable ascieve-
ments, beginning with his Mespota-
mian journeys of 1885, when a lad of
20, and Including In the guarter cen-
tury since that vear the waste places
of central Asia, Mongolia, Siberia, and
in particular the country of Tibet.
“the roof of the  world.” His last
Journey In northern Tibet, from which
he has just returpad, was in some re-
specte the most dnteresting of all.
Since the Britlgh. under Younghus-
band and MacDonald, In 1903, entered
the holy eity of Lhash and effected &
commerclal treaty there had been an
uriderstanding batween the govern-
meont of India and that of Tibet that
forelgners were to be rigorously ex-
cluded from the country. The mem-
bers of the British expedition of 1903
had heon the firet Englishmen to en-
ter the macred city since. in 1812,
Thomas Manning, the friend of Charlea
Lamb, gazed upon the gold-roofed
palace of the grand lama. According-
Iy when Sven Hedin applied to the
British government for permission to
enter the country he was mot with a
eourteons but firm refusal. He waited
al Simle for some weeks as the guest
of the viceroy, the Earl of Minoto, until
the ultimatum came from the prime
minister himself, In London, that the
mountain passes leading Into Tibet
were closed absolutely to the Intreplid
Swedish traveler,

Nothing daunted, Hedin procuered,
through the offices of the Swedish min-
ister in London, a passport for eastern
Turkestan, to the north of Tibet, and
under pretext of journeying thither en-
tered the forbidden country surreptl-
tiously at the mnorthwestern corner.
For nearly three months afier leaving
the frontier town of Leh he did not
meet 2 human being outslde of hizsown
party. He frequently encamped at ele-
vations between 17.000 and 15,000
feet. The whole® country was a
dreary, treecless waste, absolutely desti-
tute of any signs of previous human
occupancy. As fast as his baggage
animsals died off, the ravens, vultures,
and wolves made short work of the
remains, the birds beginning thelr
hildeous repast by picking out the eyes
of these faithful horses and mules,
which were gradually replaced by the
shaggy vaks (Tibetan oxen,) purchas-
ed from the natives when the
earaven came to the first wretched
nomad encampments, Of several score
of animals, six horses and one mule
were left when they reached the town
of Shigaste, where the Tashl Lama
{spiritual pope of the Tihetans) is in
residence. Dr. Hedin had two pro-
tracted Interviews with his holiness, a
young .nan of 25, of whose engaging
personal gqualities he gives most en-
thusiastic description.

The most remarkable contribution to
geographical science of Dr. Hedin's ex-
pedition—and with the possible ex-
ception of the attainment of the poles,
the most remarkable conquest remain-
ing for any expliorer to make—was the
discovery of n range of mountains In

northern Tibet, in the white area
marked “‘unexplored” on the Royval
Geographical Society's map. This

mount=ir range which It discoverer
has named Trans-Himalaya. is long
enough to reach from Phlladelphia to
Denver, and in many places atiains an
altitude of more than 20,000 feet
above =ea level, Uutil Hedin's lonely
and adventurous voyage European
geographers were uneware of its ox-
Istence,

There can be no reasonable doubt of
the authenticity ‘'of Hedin's discoveries.
Gifted with the constructive and ro-
mantic Imagination that justifies the
appeliation of the Swedish minister,
“a Kipling with a s=extant,”” Hedin
likewlse has the severely scientific
habit of mind that analyzes and
weighs submitted evidence: upon this
latest journey he constantly took ob-
servations and made some %00 map
sheets under the most adverse and dif-
ficult conditions. His results have re-
peatedly been submitted to the soru-
tiny of “juries of his peers” iIn the
Iearned socleties of Europe, and his
good fuith and sound scholarship
have never hen called in question.—
Philadelphia Public Ledger.
