men, just a bit too ant to let these
things make up some oart of his motive
for giving?

Is that making too cynical a state
ment?

I wonder.
But apply the test to yourself.
Doesn't the thought of the approval

of your friends and the gratitude you
will receive from those you benefit, ever
influence your giving the least bit?

Not at an?
Think a bit. brother.
