TO DISCARD QUEUE.

Chinese of Pacific Coast Want to Abol-
ish Trailing Appendage.

San Francisco, June 1. Deprecat-
ing the wearing of the queue, certain
Chinese of the Pacific coast are ask
ing the emperor to be allowed to dis-
card the training appendage and coif
their brunette locks a la American.
Also would they desire to discard flow-
ing robs of the flowery kingdom and
conform their dress exclusively to the
attire of their adopted land.

Traditional respect, however, for
the will of the ruler of their country
restrains these moderns from hasty
action and nothing short of an im-
perial rescript it is believed, would in-
duce the more conservative of the lo-
cal celestials to doff their customary
garb. To secure the royal permission,
a memorial has been entrusted to
Prince Tsai Taor Chinese minister of
war and jincle of the emperor, for
presentation to the throne. -

Although this petition was handed
the prince on his recent visit here en-rou- te

to Washington, particulars re-
garding the memorial have only dust
been made public though Chjnatown
has been buzing with talk of it for
sometime. The memorial, it is said,
contained these passages:

"As we look around at the various
nations of the world, we observe all
the strong nations are without the
queue. The queue is not necessary to
the well being of men and it is ex-
ceedingly inconvenient.

"It is the custom in China to wear
long robes with wide sleeves,-makin- g

the men of our nation look- like the
women of other lands. The costume
is like that of the. Anamese and the
Koreans, two nations that have per-
ished.

"Furthermore, our whole costume
queue, long robes and wide sleeves
makes us the laughing stock of every
nation with which we come in con-
tact.

"The discarding of the. queue, as
regards China itself, would revive the
spirit of the Chinese and viewed by
outsiders, it would be regarded as a
sure sign of awakening."

REUNITES BLOOD VESSELS.

Lespinasse Sliows Physicians How
Latest Theory Is Practiced.

Chicago, June 1. Dr. iVctor D. Lespi- -
nasse of the Northwestern University
Medioal school told an alumni audience
of physicians today that he had discovered
a surgical secret which may do much to
save life and modify suffering. In a broad
sense, he said, that it is a successful
method of reuniting blood vessels and
arteries and battling arterial diseases.

To prove that his claims were not mere
ly in theory, the doctor caused several
dogs to be brought forth for inspection.
Each was cited as an example or a pe
culiar operation. The livers had been re-
moved and reunited to some of the dogs.
Legs had been cut off and regrafted to
others.

The secret, the doctor explained, consist
ed in his successful reuniting of several
arteries.

Heretofore, he says, physicians have
have been forced to resort to sewing to
obtain the end desired. The stitching
method was unsuccessful, because it too
often resulted in the formation of blood
clots, the constriction of the arteries, or
the enlargement and Breaking ot tnera.

For five years the physician sought to
find a substitute for the needle and
thread. What is claimed to be the solu
tion consists of the use or rings of mag'
neslnm.

The severed vessels are joined by these
rings or couplers. In theory they do not
difter from tne couplers usea oy me liredepartment.

Maa-nesiu- is used because it readilv
dissolves when the complete union of the
severed ends of the arteries has takn
place.

Highlands From Eskridge to
Herington Will Be Taken.

OUT OVER THE ROUTE.

Railway Officials Trayel Out of
Central Kansas Metropolis.

Other Items of General Interest
in Railroad World.

With the approach of active con-
struction work on the Topeka South-
western railway comes the announce-
ment from Herington, that this roa4
will be built over the proposed route as
far as Eskridge, Kan., when It will fol-
low out a new right of way over the
high lands to Herington. To prove this
new route to the central Kansas rail
road center, comes the news that all .it
Tuesday of this week was spent on the
new line from Eskridge to Herington
by H. Leon Miller, head of the revived
Topeka & Southwestern, and a party cf
business men from Herington.

According to the dope which has been
following the movements of the Her'
ington boosters and the head of the To
peka & Southwestern, it is practically
assured that the road will be built at
once from Topeka southwest through
Dover, Eskridge, thence west and a lit
tle south over the high lands through
Parkerville and into Herington.

By taking this route the new road
will tap the rich territory just south
and west of Topeka along Mission creek
and then after touching the country
around Eskridge it will take the level
heights parallel with the Rock Island
as far as Herington.

At Herington the Topeka-Southweste- rn

strikes a territory that would be of
great benefit from a railroad stand-
point. Into the city of Herington rurs
five lines of the Rock Island and all of
the heavy earning lines of this gresit
system. Here are the terminals of the
El Paso and Kansas divisions, the re-
pair shops, the timber and bridge ter-
minals, and the extensive freight and
stock yards of the Rock Island. Not
only this but Herington is a thriving
town of 5,000 energetic people. .

But this is not all the Missouri Fa
cific also looks upon Herington with
favor. The main line to Colorado runs
through this town and from the pres-
ent rlans of the heads of the Missouri
Pacific there is a division point and a
repair shop destined for Herington.
From the visible plans of the Topeka-Southweste- rn

the Missouri , Pacific
seems to be a leading feature on the
program and to run the proposed line
from Eskridge over the highlands gives
the T. & S. W. the easiest and most
direct line to the main line of the
Goulds.

After the trip over the route yester
day the promoters were very favorably
impressed with the scheme recently
suggested. They not only touch a ter-rlto- ry

that is devoid of direct 'service
from Topeka, the capital city, but they
have hit upon a grade and a route that
will mean less cost in construction and
very much less in operation.

Ileringrton Terminal," Says Hawley.
"The officials of the Topeka & South

western seem well pleased with the
route from Eskridge to Herington."
said W . N. Hawley, a leader in the
Herington movement, today. 'Although
thev have given out no definite infor
mation that their line will come direct
to Herington, we feel that after look-
ing over this territory they are Inclined
to commence preliminaries at once to
make Herington the terminus of the
new road. From here it can be built
easily to Salina, where they meet the
north and south line, from Canada to
the Gulf."

From the present ' outlook it would
seem that the Winnipeg, Salina & Gulf
road is building this Topeka-Heringto- n

road as a connecting link with their
entrance into Kansas City. To build
the road from Topeka to Herington at
once, connect up Herington and Sallra
later and build east of Topeka to Ton- -
ganoxle and then over the Missouri Pa-
cific tracks to Kansas City, is the di
rect route as given out by the heads of
the north and south line.

Meanwhile there Is a sentiment m
Topeka to the effect that in allowing
the Topeka & Southwestern to use its
tracks, tap its territory and meet its
terminals, the' Missouri Pacific is secur
ing very neatly a more direct line from
Kansas City to Denver.

If, when the line is built between To-
peka and Herington and Topeka and
Tonganoxie, the Missouri Pacifte
reaches track agreements with the To
peka road, it will be possible for them
to make a straight fly from Kansas
City through Tonganoxie, into Topeka
and out to Herington where they will
meet their main line and whisk away
to Denver.

This will give them a most direct line
across Kansas to the west. iMOt only
this but it will give Topeka another
trunk line. The Missouri Pacific is lo
cated in Topeka with a branch line
but with a route from this city to Her-
ington it would necessitate terminals
and many improvements here.

Meanwhile the Topeka-Southweste- rn

people are hurrying teams and ap
paratus from the northwest. Then
work will begin out from Washburn
college to the west through Dover
thus out to Herington. As soon as
enough track is laid to accommodate
work trains the road will rush in good
shape to the metropolis of central Kan
sas.

STILL BUSINESS INCREASES.

Railroads in All Sections of Country
' - Sho-- 'Advance. '

Total gross earnings of all tJnited
States railroads reporting for the first
two weeks in May to Dun's Review
aggregate $18,050,808, an Increase of
12.1 per cent compared with the earn-
ings of the same rpads in the cor-
responding period a year ago. - All the
leading systems continue to make
favorablfe returns, and In no section of
the country is there any decided Indi-
cation of a setback In railroad traffic.

Prosperous conditions, as reflected
by a very large freight movement; are
generally shown through the south by
the large earnings of Mobile & Ohio,
Southern, Louisville & Nashville, Cen-
tral of Georgia, Seabord Air Line and
Chesapeake and Ohio in that portion
of the country, and In the west and
southwest by Denver and Rio Grande,
Texas & Pacific, Missouri Pacific and
a number of other roads. Satisfactory
Increases are also "made by the Wa-
bash, Grand Trunk, Minneapolis, St.
Paul and Sault' Ste. Marie and other
roads farther east."

In the following table are given the
earnings of all United States roads re-
porting for the first two weeks of
May and the increases as compared
with the earnings of ihe same roads
for the corresponding period a year
ago; also for the same weeks in the
two preceding months, together with
the percentages . of gains over last

WORK ON COAST LINE SHOPS.

San Bernardino Expecting Much From
Santa Ee Improvements. '

San Bernardino. Cal.. June 1. En-
gineers have gone over the site of the
proposed new machine shoi building
and within another three weeks it is
expected that work will be started.

According to the present plan, the
first steys in the actual construction
of the new shops will be in the plac-
ing of four 175-fo- ot strioping pits to
be located north of the present build-
ing. Over one of these pits is to be
placed a powerful hoist capable of lift-
ing 200 tons, and with which it will be
possible .to lift. an engine clear of its
driving wheels. , This is also to be a
drop pit.

The north half of the proposed
building will be started and completed
before the ground is cleared for the re-
mainder. This is to be Cone in order
to make' it possible for the machines
fn.ths north end of the present shop
to be transferred and 'the vacated
space turned over to the boilermakers.
Tr.e boiler shop, .which now occupies
a portion of the ground on which the
south end of the buildins is to be
erected, must be raaed and before this
.can be done it is necessary, for other
quarters to be provided. On the com-
pletion of the south end of the new
building of. the ma-
chine shop, equipment,. will be. trans-
ferred and the rest of the present
building given over for the tank shop.

In the arranging-o- f the new building
it is the intention- - to group, as far as
possible the machines of similar char
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acter and then place foremen over
each division, in this manner estab
lishing a new system of supervising the
work of tha men.

The
connections to be made betwoen the
Guatemala Central and the an

railroad are Mr more im-
portant to freight traffic than to pas-
senger traffic. The railroad will open
up a very rich and very vast territory,
and tha fast freight facilities will en-
able that district to market fruit at
all times ot the year.

BIG CAMPAIGN OP SUASION.

Railroads to Use Magazines for Fos- -.

tei-in- Friendly Sentiment.
Chicago, 111., June 1. Alarmed over

what they believe to be persistent agi-
tation against the interest of the com-
mon' carriers, ft large number of the
big railway systems have decided to
carry on a political campaign unique
in railroad . history. The purpose of
the campaign is to iry to insure the
election to state legislatures, to con-
gress and to state - railroad commis-
sions of men who will not carry on the
anti-railro- propaganda. Most of the
railroads, bowing to public opinion,
have gone out of the lobbying busi-
ness, and if the present effort is pro-
ductive of wide results the time! will
come when lobbying will not be neces-
sary, so far as railroad interests are
concerned. ' -

The employes' magazines wWch are
published by a large number of the
big railroad systems, are to be made
one. of the principal mediums for urg-
ing the railroad men to "defend their
own.".. It is. further stated that the ob-
ject is to secure the election of men
who will consider all railroad ques-
tions fairly and give tha railroad in-
dustry. the same intelligent and un-
biased consideration that they would
give to. any industry.
