The cost of livings the cause? Sci-

entists and ..economists, cranks and
politicians have tried to solve the
question, but the people continue to
pay high prices. Certain conditions
come about now and then in the his-
tory of nations and all the precaution
possible and all the explanation can--
not alter that condition. It is about
that way with this much mooted ques
tlon. The potent fact is that we are
paying high prices for the necessities
of life. Some people profess to think
we never paid such prices before and
that, we will never - Bee reasonable
prices again. That is all buncombe.
History abounds with facta of high
prices in other days in this country
and they came down again. We be-
lieve there - are many contributing
causes for the increased cost of living,
and one of the chief is an increased
notion of personal necessity to keep
pace with things around us. But the
principal cause of high prices of food
and everyday necessities, we believe, is
the same as makes the oil market go
up or down supply and demand.
There is an inexorable law of nature
that the cost of a thing is governed by
the need of that article, and the sup-
ply. Two months ago there was every
indication that the price of Midcon-tine- nt

petroleum was going to ad-
vance, in fact the market was marked
up three cents a barrel. But Just at
that time, between this field and the
new- l- created channel of outlet to
greater markets In the south, was sud-
denly developed a tremendous produc-
tion ofhigh grade oil to supply the
very market this field expected to
bring It relief, and quite naturally the
possibility of an advance here lessen-
ed. And so we might look to some
such cause in the matter of the cost
of living. We are told by authorities
on statistics that in the United States
while the volume of agricultural pro-
ducts has Increased 38 per cent, the
consumption of such foodstuffs has in-

creased 60 Der cent. In other words.
our population Is increasing almost
twice as fast as Is our output of food
supplies, and there you have the in
exorable law of supply and demand at
work, and you can not get away from
it. There is now a tendency to return
to the farm, and this is well. The
farmer Is an Independent personage.
In all this furore of high price discus-
sion, the farmer sits In his big auto
mobile and chuckles gleefully. He has
better things to eat, lives better in
everv wav. has an easier life than the
city banker. The farm; get to it; be
indenendent bv following- - the course
of nature; till the soli, live in the free
open air, sell the things men can not
get along without, sell in the highest
market, and you will have outclassed
the economists" and the scientists, be-

cause vou will have solved the great
problem to your own advantage, for
vou will be controlling the supply and
being paid for the high priced stuff in-

stead of paying for it. There Is no
natent on this idea, and others are
entitled to use It. Independence Re
porter.

FARMS AS LIFE-SAVER- S.

In view of the constantly recurring
call3 from economists in all parts of
the country for tihe people to "return
tc the soil," it is interesting to know
that living next to nature wards off
disease and death, although it is a lit-
tle more conducive to suicide than liv-
ing in the cities.

According to statistics recently com-
piled by the government, the principal
factor in favor of the farmer is his
freedom from tuberculosis, due un-
doubtedly to his outdoor life. In 1908,

for instance, in the 18 states covered
by the statistics, the white plague was
responsible for 19.8 per cent of the total
deaths, while only 15.6 per cent of the
farmers who ditd that year were, vic-
tims of the disease.

Even more marked was the disparity
In the case of Bright's disease. Only 5

per cent of the farmers' deaths result-
ed from It, whiie it claimed some 8 per
cent of the total deaths. In the case
of heart disease and pneumonia. there
was also a difference in the death rate
favoring the farmer. On the other hand,
owing probably to unsanitary "cond-
itions on many of the farms, typhoid
fever claimed more Victims among the
farmers than among city folk.

On the whole, hew ever, the statistics
would seem to show that life on the
farm is a little safer than life in the
city. The figures probably will not have
any great effect In stampeding city folk
to the country. The chances that per-

sons living in the city are compelled
to take seem to increase its glamour
and lessen the lure of the farm. Wash-
ington Post.

of their numbers.

According to the last bulletin issued
by the state board of control on the
conditions which prevail in the charit-
able, eleemosynary and correctionary
institutions of the state, there are no
less than 28 county farms in the state
which have no inmates at all. And
there are only 512 paupers in all the
poor farms in the entire state, a state
which has a population of more than
a million and a half people. Not only
that, but there are 53 counties In the
states wihch have no prisoners in their
jails under sentence, 51 with no pris
oners awaiting trial and 34 with no
prisoners of any kind in their jails.
There are only 233 prisoners under
sentence in all of the county jails' and
only 215 awaiting trial.

Surely these statistics show a re
markable absence of crime and pov-

erty in a community of the size of
Kansas. In all likelihood, there is not
another state in the Union which can
come close to making such an excel
lent showing. Indeed, it is scarcely
possible that there are a million and

half people gathered together in
any one section of the world who are

free from distress of all kinds as
are Kansans.

What better advertisement could a
state present to the world than tnat
conveyed in these figures? They ten
of a land of peace and contentment,
of a land of plenty where there Is
enough for all who are willing to work
for it, and where the environment is
of the kind that Is conducive for
working. And there are many peo
ple who believe, and not without good
reason, and this environment is fos-

tered in a great measure by the pro
hibition law, which Is enforced in a
fashion to make it worth while.

ROOSEVELT AGAEV?
One of the interesting polls on the

popularity of Colonel Roosevelt with
the rank and file of the people or tne
country and their idea as to
whether or not it would be
wise to again elevate him to the
presidency was taken by The World's
Work. Its results are being given pub-

licity in the July Issue of this maga
zine which has just been placea in cir--(

culation. The World's Work pickea
cut about .1,000 men on its subscription
list, divided equally among an tne
states in the Union. There was no
clew to the political faith of these
men, and their occupations and points
of view were unknown, letters were
sent to them by The World's Work ask-

ing specific questions concerning their
ideas about Mr. Roosevelt and his fu-

ture as it concerns this country. Re-

plies were received from 426 men from
every state and territory ana irom ine
District of Columbia. They came from
men of all kinds of occupations and
professions.

The questions were:

as a spectacular and disturbing force
in public life, and they think that talk
of him for the presidency again is folly
or wor3c. 1JO you noiu una w"""".

There were 382 answers to this ques
tion 353 no; S yes. in umer vwiuo.
nearly 13 to 1 were favorable to con
sidering him for the presidency agalr.

II. Others some who admire ftir.
Roosevelt and some who do not think
that he ought not again to be consid-
ered for the presidency because he held
the office for seven years. Do you hold
this oainlon?

There were 379 answers to this ques-

tion 310 no; 69 yes. That is to say, only
1 In about 4M persons regard the "third
term" or any other reason as a good

reason for keeping him out of the
White House again.

III. Other men regard him as a
great moral force, as a quickener of
the nation's energy, as the preserver of
cur national wealth, as the necessary
leader of the people who are denied a
square deal because of the undue power
cf privilege and capital, both in indus-
try and in government; and they think
that he, better than any other man, can
r.KtraH the "predatory rich" and so
use the powers of the government as
to give every class its proper privileges
r.nd no more than its proper burdens.
Do you hold this opinion and are you
in favor of his becoming president
again?

To this direct question whether they
ivjint him for president again there
were 375 answers 292 yes; and 83 no.

In a word, about 3 to 1 are in favor of
his election again. Among these there
are of course a considerable number
of Democrats.

In addition to these direct questions
a number of general inquiries were
made, and the answers to them throw
light on the general drift of opinion,

One of these questions was:
"What proportion of Rerublicans

and Independents in your community
wish him again to be president :

The answers to this cover a wide
range f opinion, but in the total they
show a large preponderance ot favor-
able opinion is nearly as can be esti
mated from the answers, which took
maty forms, about three-fourt- hs of the
Republicans are thought to favor him.

Another question was:
"How is he regarded by the Demo

crats of your community?"
Almost without exception the answers

show that Mr. Roosevelt is mo Highly
thought of by the Democrats. Many an- -
Kv.tr a t.how that a large number of
Democrats will vote for him. Especial
ly are such expressions of opinion fre
quent in the south.

"If you ,th-'- -' that Mr. Roosevelt
should not again be president, how
could he best- - use his continued popu
larity for the public welfare
