Third DegTee at Grand.
Topeka received her first look at "The

Third Degree" Monday night. The
crowd at the Grand was forced to aban-
don the McNeal meeting and buck the
weather man's offering but the show
was worth the effort. One of the main
features about the Charles Klein offer-
ing is that it is different. The $2 a day
villain is left at home, the ambulance
makes but one trip in the course of the
entire play and at times the bonehead
police are so natural that the audienqe
want to call the characters by familiar
names. Back of it all is the work of
Sarah Padden, whose former Introduc-
tion to Topeka was through the maga-
zines and theatrical literature.

In "The Third Degree" Sarah is a
rather hopeless factory-girl-brid- e who
has a hard time convincing New Tork
society that it is necessary to sit up
and do things. Sarah's husband was
subjected to the third degree when a
friend committed suicide. But the
sweating produced more results than
the Lolley investigations in Topeka.
Jeffries was compelled to admit a crime
that he never committed. Then Sarah
was busy through three long acts set-
ting things right with the country at
large and reconciling the elder Jeffries.
Sarah held an option on the factory girl
walk, she coined a factory girl vocabu-
lary and displayed a persistency for
keeping after one thing until she got
it. She camped with the biggest lawyer
In New York until he was glad to de-
fend her husband. Then she dug up
the evidence that resulted in his re-
lease and placed her in a dozen

situations.
When the present theatrical season

closes and an official count is made, 1t
is probable that Sarah Padden will be
found to have spoiled as many perfect-
ly good handkerchiefs in Topeka as
any reliable contemporary. After the
first act she keppt the society circle
going. The galleries were for herstrong. When Sarah put on full steam
and laughed or cried, the gallery spe-
cialists wanted to volunteer to assist,
but they didn't do it.

To be sure J. R. Gentry, as Richard
Brewster, the lawyer, and Harry Fors-ma- n,

as Howard Jeffries and Ralph
Ramsey, who was Howard Jeffries. Jr..
and a woefully wilful son, helped out
with a few pinch hits, but it was Sarah
with the misfit clothes and everlasting
determination to do thlntrs that took
the show over the, rocks.

Only Two Counties in State Report
Poor Conditions. ' '

TLd indications are that Kansas is
oing to have a pretty good wheatcrop this year. In spite of the most

unfavorable winter conditions thetate has had for many years. In re-
ports received by the state board of
agriculture from twenty counties, only
two show poor wheat conditions. Thereports come from every section of the
state. They are the regular monthly
reports of the secretaries of the fair
associations in each county. The law
requires that on the last Thursday of
each month the secretaries must make
inquiries as to the crop conditions and
report to the state board. If the re-
port are not made the fairs are not
entitled to county aid. While not to
be regarded as official reports of crop
conditions of the board, the reports
coming from widely scattered sections
aerve as an indication of the pros-
pects.

A summary of the reports follows:
Allen county Wheat in first class

condition. Oats coming up. Looking
fine. Flax being sown and corn will
be planted next week.

Barton county Wheat looks well.
High wind did little damage. Wheat
town on corn land is poor. Oats and
barley coming up. Looking well.

Brown county Winter wheat m
fine shape. Oats all sowed. Ground

'In fine condition for spring crops.
Butler county Eighty per ce.nt or

wheat crop plower up. Being put in
oats or corn. Oats sowed early look-
ing well.

Clay county Best wheat prospects
county has had In years. Oats coming
Up nicely. .

Cowley county Wheat good In west
part, poor In east section of county.
Large increase in oats acreage. Spring
crops looking good.

Douglas county Wheat in fine con-

dition. Oats late in planting on ac-

count of rain. Ground in fine shape.
Elk county Wheat in first class

condition. Corn planting will begin
next week. Oats up and growing
nicely. ,

Gray county Some wheat good,
in fine shape.some poor. Spring crops

.Harper county mnen 10,.-ver- y

poor. Some fields that looked
good month ago now seem rather poor.
Oats look good. Corn planting will
begin next week under most favorable
conditions.

Leavenworth county Wheat looks
fine. Oats sowed late on account or
rain. Ground In fine shape.

Linn county Weather and Foil con-

ditions excellent for wheat and spring
crops. Wheat coming on nicely now.

McPherson county Wheat looks
well. Oats coming up in good shape.
Large increase in oats acreage.

Montgomery county Wheat looks
good. Oats coming up fine.

Neosho county Wheat in excellent
condition. Large acreage of oats looks
good. Ground in fine shape for corn
planting.

Norton county Wheat slightly
damaged by high winds and dry
weather. Oats being sown.

Ottawa county Wheat maintaining
good condition. Large increase in oats
acreage. -

Pawnee county Wheat looks like
about two-thir- ds of usual crop. No
serious damage by winds.

Republic county Wheat looking
fairly good, about three-quarte- rs crop.
At least 60 per cent Increase in oats

'acreage. All oats sown.
.Saline county Early sown wheat

looks good. Late sowing poor. Oats
all in. - '

The reports show that except In one
or two scattered communities- - the
wheat is in a fairly good condition
and that Kansas will have consider-
able of a crop this year. All the re-
ports showed the ground In fine con-
dition for spring sowing and in the
south part of the state the oats are
coming up and it is almost corn
planting time. In every report where
alfalfa was mentioned it was shown to
be in good condition, both old fields
and that sown last fall. There are no
insect pests reported and in none of
the counties was there any reports of
hog cholera being epidemic.
