HOLD A LONG CONFERENCE.

Standard Oil Attorneys Have Session
Willi Attorney General.

The Kansas attorneys for the Standard
Oil company had a long conference yes-
terday afternoon with the attorney gen-

eral. There were present Earl E. Evans
of Wiohta, S. W. Fitzpatrick of Independ-
ence, J. D. McFarland of Topeka and
Robert W. Stewart of Chicago. The main
object of the conference was the discus-
sion of the arguments the Standard Oil
anti-tru- st case beforei L. W. Keplinger,
the special commissioner of the supreme
court in the case. The final arguments
have been held for several weeks while
the attorneys have been waiting for the
decision In the government case. This
decision has been so long delayed by the
supreme court that it has been decided to
go ahead with the Kansas case.

Even if the Kansas supreme court
should find that the Standard is a trust
it is not expected that it will be ousted
from the state. It is probable that the
same plan will be followed in this case
as in the International Harvester com-
pany case, the court taking over super-
visory control over the business of the
company and as long as the eompany fol
lowed the instructions of the court and
did not violate any of the laws of the:
state or court rules no further proceed-
ings would be brought against it.

Patrons of art and of high art will

enjoy a feature at the Novelty this
week. This is the Brengk's living stat-
ues among whom is Louis (Schoenauer)
Hackensmidt, cousin to the man who
wrestled here a few weeks ago under
the name of George Hackensmidt.

KILE IS TURNED BACK.

He Must Go to Missouri Penitentiary
to Serve Term.

Governor Stubbs has granted the re-
quisition for the return of Daniel Kile
to Missouri officials to be taken to the
penitentiary for a five years term for
highway robbery in St. Joseph. When
he was being taken to the Missouri prison
Kile was taken from the Missouri sheriff
under a writ of habeas corpus issued by
the probate judge of Wyandotte county on
the ground that Kile- - was being illegally
held in custody in Kansas by a Missouri
official. J. A. Hale, attorney for Kile,
urged that Kile was not a fugitive from
justice as he had never attempted to run
away from the Missouri officials but had
been taken away by a Kansas sheriff.
The governor granted the requisition as
the attorney general told him that Kile
was to be regarded as a fugitive. The
habeas corpus is to come up today in
Kansas City. In the meantime the at-
torneys are preparing an injunction suit
to be brought to prevent Kile being taken
out of the state.

MERCER IS OPPOSED TO IT.

Doesn't Want Free Meat Deal With
Canada.

" J. H. Mercer, state live stock sanitary
commissioner, is opposed to the proposed
plan of allowing Canadian meats to come
into this country free, along with free
lumber and machinery. Fred S. Jackson,
congressman from the Fourth district,
sent a telegram to Meroer asking about
the propositon and what Mercer and the
stockmen thought aoout it. mis is me
answer Mercer sent to the congressman:

"Am opposed to taking tariff off any-
thing affecting Kansas farm products. In
my judgment, we can not afford to trade
our meats for any foreign material of any
kind. Less than ten per cent of our cat-
tle go to eastern buyers not controlled
by the beef trust."

Mercer has been in the cattle business
for many years.
