The 65 passengers On the AtlanticTransport liner Minnewaska witnessed

the thrilling rescue of a seaman. He
was William "j.. Browning, 19 years old,
of Whltstable, Kent where the famousEnglish oyster grows.

While the passengers were taking'
afternoon tea in the. lounge on the up-
per promenade deck last Week there
was a series of ehrieks on the ship's
siren. The liner began to turn on her
starboard helm and. presently every
one was pointing to a man bobbing on
the rollers astern. Chief Officer J. G.
Hutchison rushed for the emergency
nieooat .no. 2, beside which a half
dosen able seamen stood waiting.

it was Able Seaman Chadwlck who
had rushed .up the bridge ladder" and
informed Capt. Thomas F. Gates and
Second Officer Simmons that Browning
had fallen overboard. Chadwlck had
hurled a life belt after Browning. An-
other life buoy was thrown from the
bridge as the ship swung .around.
There was a confused sea, on, with a
heavy westerly swell. At times rollers
hid the struggling sailor from view.

Browning struck the water feet first
after falling 65 feet. As he came up
he noticed the life buoy Chadwlck had
thrown. Then he' felt the suction of
the ship's wave and he knew he would
be sucked toward the veotel and chop-
ped to. pieces by the propellers unless
he swam away.

The lad kicked off one of his boots.
He could see Chief Officer Hutchison
and the men standing by the emergenc-

y-boat as the ship swung around.
This gave him hope.

Browning struck out for the life
buoy, which was 50 feet away. As he
approached - it rollers carried the life
ring farther away eluding his grasp.

Making Rubles to Order.
Making big rubies out of little ones

"while you wait" is a new Industry in
troduced in Fifth avenue. - '

In a laboratory at the' rear of a show
room, a little crowd gathered to wit
ness what . was announced to be the
first attempt in this country to produce
artificial gems by fusion. A. J.- - Van
Exen, a- Belgian was the manager of
the undertaking.

First' of , all .was shown a bottle or
pink material said to be ruby powder,
made by crushing small ruby particles.
The process of manufacruret as dis
played, was simple,- - The apparatus,
called a ohalumeau, is an adaptation
Of the blow-- pip. - fThere were two small, furnaces cap
able of producing enormous heat, each
of which contained a retort - The pow-
der of natural stone was put into i

metal cup at the top of the retort and
by means of electric tapping was
forced through a tiny sieve and blown
by oxygen down a. pipe, falling into a
gas flame intensified to 1,200 degrees
Fahrenheit The molten particles drop-
ped through the flame-upo- a point
where they gradually build up a white-h- ot

glowln-- cone. When cooled this
showed itself to-b- what the manager
called a "ruby n the rough."

Mr. Van Exen said that it took
about one hour to make a one' carat
stone and four hours to build up one
of six carats. A record - stone of
twenty-fiv- e carats required eighteen
hours of continuous watching.

There was also an exhibition of the
manufacture of sapphires, but these. It
was explained, were merely synthetic,
composed, not of sapphire particles,
but of the chemical constituents of the
genuine stone, aluminum, oxide of Iron
and oxide of titanium. Real sapphire
particles when fused loe their color,
but the "synthetic" stones became
deep blue. New York Herald.

TAXXNO OARS AND POLES.
There is nothing unreasonable iq the

suggestion of the city commissioners
to levy a special tax on the trolley
cars and also on the poles of the tele-
phone, telegraph and electric light
companies. It Is about time that To-
peka was getting something in the
way of .revenue on the valuable fran-
chises under which' these concerns are
doing business. A provision exists in
the franchise of the street railway
company compelling it to pay a certain
per cent of its net earnings into the
city. treasury. But the city has yet to
receive any money under this pro-

vision. Since it haav been a part of the
railway company's franchise the
book of that concern, or Its financial
report to the city, have failed to show
t vthlng in the way of net earnings.
It .was an error of Judgment for the
city to attempt to levy this sort of a
franchise tax in such a form. In
other cities the tax of this character
is fixed at a small per cent of the
gross earnings of such corporations.
Thus is a city assured of a fair reve
nue from such a source. But it will
be Impossible for Topeka to change the
franchise of the street railway com-
pany In this respect until its life has
expired, and that will not. be for some
time yet. In the' meantime a tax of
$25 on each street car in operation, as
Is proposed, ought not to be burden
some to the street railway company.
And the revenue to the city, while not
exceedingly large, would be worth
while. Other cities tax street cars in
this fashion and in some of them the
tax is $50 per car. .

As to the suggested tax of 5 cents
for each of the poles used in the city
by the telegraph, telephone and elec
tric light companies, the: e should not
be much in the way of rrotest against
it. Topeka is about the only city of
any size In the country that does not
levy a tax of this sort. The franchises
that were given to these companies by
Topeka contain no provisions for re-

compense to the city for the valuable
privileges they enjoy. There is no suf-

ficient argument against the proposi-

tion that the city Is entitled to some
revenue each year from ouch fran-
chises. The day when franchises of
this sort were given away for nothing
by municipalities is properly of the
past. And it Is likely that Topeka will
not make any mistakes of this sort in
the future when the time comes for
the renewal of these franchises.

Taxing the poles of the telegraph
and telephone and electric light com-
panies may also be the means of en
couraging these concerns to put more
of their wires underground, and es-

pecially in the business section of the
city.- - Thist would beA i.accompiisninB
something that would reauy do worm
more to the city than the 60-ce- nt tax
on each pole. -

RAILROAD STATION PARKS.
Vinland, Kansas, Is not a very large

town, nor is it on a very imponan.
branch of the Atchison, uopeita
Santa Fe system. Yet in the vicinity
of the railroad station there is one of
the prettiest parks on the entire
Santa Fe system. It is a good sized,
plot of ground covered with bluegrass.
