INCREASE OF SUICIDES.

It Is Attributed to Newspapers by a
Committee Report.

Los Angeles, June 24. The business
session of the 33rd annual meeting
of the American Academy of Med-
icine began here today preliminary to
the American Medical association's
connvention which will open Monday.

This afternoon was devoted to a
discussion of the prevalence of crime
and suicide and the responsibility of
newspaper and morbid literary work
ers therefor.

"Suicide is a private affair. There is
no more justification for the publica
tion of such accounts than there is for
publishing other private matters
This is the assertion of a committee
of the American Academy of Medicine
which investigated the question of
suicide, and in making its report here
today requested the press of America
to refrain from further publication of
such affairs. If. however." the r
port declares, "the members of the
press are still skeptical as to the fact
that they are now accessories to crime,
we suggest that they assist in the study
ot the conditions. A number of sug-
gestions in this respect are made, and
it is also proposed that if the papers
insist upon printing scandals and news
of suicides it be limited to a separate
sheet of distinct yellow color so "clean
minds may avoid the corruption. If
such a method is desirable for athlet-
ic news, why not extend its use?"

"The rapid increase in the death
rate from suicide in the United States,
with the conviction that a prominent
cause of this deplorable act was to
be found in the suggestive effect of
newspaper publication of details," is
given as the reason for the investiga-
tion. The report further says: "The
average value of human life has been
reckoned at $3,000. On that basis
the loss from suicide in this country
in 1908 was $24,996,000. Is it worth
trying to save, even if one is not ac-
tuated by any higher motive of hu-
manity?"

As for vociferous
expression of approval or disgust, these
patrons of the kid court will carry an
offering that will surprise the veteran
oheer leaders in the stand. There is not
a person on the docket of the juvenile
court but knows more baseball than the
refined 32d degree fans ever dreamed of.

To many of the proteges of th court,
this is their first game from a fashionable
box seat in the grandstand and they will
make the most of it. Judge Schoch will
not accompany his party.

"If I were to attend with the boys,"
said the judge, "it would only brand the
youngsters who find their way to the
courts. I want them to have a good time
and feel at liberty to enjoy the game to
the greatest extent. For this reason, I
will watch the game from another sec-
tion of the stands."

Corporations Won't Test Factory Act
After AH.

When the state of Kansas stepped in
behind Katherine Casper, the widow of
the man who was killed in the Lewin
factory in Kansas City over a year ago,
and backed her in her suit to secure tne
$l,ono damages granted her by the lower
courts under the factory act, the casualty
companies that had appealed the case to
the United States supreme court, backedup, and decided to withdraw the appeal.
The money was paid to the widow yes-
terday. The factory act, upheld by the
Kansas supreme court, will not be tested
by the higher court until, it may be, some
larger sum than the Widow Casper claim
is involved.

State Labor Commissioner Johnson first
called the attention of the state to theappeal of the casualty companies to thehigher courts and to the fact that the
widow could not carry th case there for
lack of money. Attorney General Dawson
wrote to the governor for permission to
aid the widow In this matter. The per-
mission was quickly granted. Then theappeal was dropped and the matter set-
tled by the payment of the claim allowed
by the lower court.
