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PHOTOGRAPHS A COJIET.

Harvard Professor Obtains a Picture
of an Aerial Visitor.

Cambridge, Mass., July 14. Prof. Ed-
ward C. Pickering of the Harvard col-
lege observatory, reported today that a
photograph of the spectrum of the
comet Kiess had been obtained at Har-
vard on July 7, with an eight inch Dra-
per telescope, which showed the two
bands 3883 and 4737, bright and nearly
equal. The former band was much the
fainter of the two in Daniels comet of
1907.

A telegram from Commodore T. De
Witt Veeder, superintendent of the
United States naval observatory, states
that Kiess comet was observed by
Eppes about 12 a. m. July 13, local time,
its position being right ascension 4
hours 41 minutes, 32 .5 seconds and de-
clension plus 34 degrees 19 minutes 20

seconds. It was visible in an opera
glass.
