SUPERHEATERS ON BURLINGTON.

Economy in Power (o Be Practiced by
Thai Road Soon.

_Linceln, Neb., Sept. 25—The Bur-
lington's motive power department is
fitting all of {ts large frelz and pas-
senger engines with superhe . This
is mnking a considerable amount of
work In the shops of the system and
18 adding a conmiderable expense, but
the expense is suld to be justified by
the econumy In power muade possible,

Bupérhenting s & process by which
Faturated steam from the boiler is
run through pipes which run through
the foes and is “dried” or heated. Heat-
ing the steam in the flerce white heat
of the flies gives |t great expansive
power, mukes it quieker in Its action
in the cylinders, and consequently
transinita a greater amount of power
to the drivers. _
To fit 4 large engine with super-
neaters Involvex 3 ponsiderable amount
of expense. Larger flues must be
placed in the boilers, flue sheets must
be changed and the superheating plpes
must be added. On sone engines it
ls necessary to enlarge the eylinders,
Only the Jarger clusses of engines are
being thus fitted, but the large num-
bher of these insures that the work
will not be soon finisied. The work i8
being done on theé engines when It be-
comea necedsary for them to go to the
shops or when they can be spared from
the service. Wilh a large numbsar of
engines now ldle because of the siack
run of business, it & possible to keep
shop men employed in this work [air-
iy regulariyv.

It appears that some 30 tralns pass
through Ladlow every night and thuat
they pause there Jonz enough to change
engines.

“The englna is cut off from the train
and is switched to the wiater tuank,”
writes the man with the “kick.” "1 live
just peross the track from the water
tank. Ax soon as the locomotive reach-
ex the tank It blows out tha steam.
There is a hiss. an explosion and a
roar under my window. Ewverv hait
hour 1| am awakened in this fashion.
So sreat I8 the shock that my wifa is
bysterical haif the night.

“When the weather wis hot I tried
sleeping on my porech. 'The locomotives
cama alongside the veranda, exploded
lHike a cnunon and then rained hot
steam ull over me: It seems to ma
1 wm entitied to some relief from this
intoléerable conaition. I am a praceable
cltizen and 1 ought to be protected In
the right of every American cltizen
to sleep at night”

The matter was referred at once to
the Santa Fe anid orders were instantly
izsued that the slumbers of the Ludlow
citizen were henceforth not to be dis-
turbed.

ERECTING A NEW FPOLE LINE.

It has been un-
officially stated that the Rock Island
will in the near future install Its own
telephone system on this division, the
game ps it has further east. This I8
the new way of handllng the com-
pany's business. Instead of the slaw
telegraph work, the station operators
uise the telophone and receive orders,
. K. shipments, and the like, Much
timn g saved and the great system
made more efficlent.

PORTER MADE ROCREFELLER.

Urged Him to Get Into Ol Refining
Business.,

Clevelnnd, Sept. 28—Fallowing the thank-
ful celebration of John D. Rockefeller, on
the fifty-sixth anniversary of getting his
first and only job, the story of how Rocke-
feller was Inspired to hls finanecinl career
by a porter in a St. Louls store betame
publle. 1t was ut the urging of Samtel
Andrews, the porter, that Rockefeller en-
guged In the oil refining business, Invest-
Ing $1,000, the whole of his fortune.

Mr. Rockefeller, having recelved an In-
cradse in pay to $25 i month ut tha end
of his MNrst year as a bookkeeper for
Hewitt & Tuttle, decided that he could
not make or save much money working
for others. 1n ordér to get a chance ha
went to St. Louls. : :

There in 1858, with $500 he had saved, he
enguged In the commission busineas with
af. H. Clark, an Englishman, forming the
firm of Clark & Rockefeller. At the age
of A0 he had accumulated §L000.

1t wes then he met Andrews, the porter,
became interested In his stories and svent-
ually in the oil refining bukiness on the
Mississippl river above 8t l.ouls, unQar
the firm name of Andrews, Clark & Co.
it was not long befora Mr., Rockefelier
began to broaden the business personally,
one of his first moves belng to n own
{nvestment of $60,000 from Henry 3. Flag-
ler.
