The
snow is not accompanied by as hard
wind as blew here last Sunday but the
moisture is lighter and the little wind
there is drifts it fully as badly as was
the case with last Sunday's storm.

All Missouri Pacific trains west of
Hoislngton were reported blocked by
snow at 8 o'clock this morniag. Stub
trains were started east from that point
but the train dispatcher warned the
op rators that these trains would likely
be unable to complete the trip.

The Katy's north and south line has
been open most of the time, but ft is
feared this snow will . block this line
and the city will be .entirely cut oft" ex-
cept by wire. If the wind increases
this means of Communication may fall,
although the wire companies are hope-
ful as the snow is not as wet as that of
last week.

On only two days have the Missouri
Pacific trains brought mail here this
week. The storm at noon showed no
signs of abating.

Congressman Berger Demands
Investigation of Conditions

Surrounding the Labor Trou--

hies at the Textile Mills.

Washington, March 2. Representa-
tive Wilson of Pennsylvania, told the
house committee on rules today that
the action of the Massachusetts sol
uiers in stopping the removal of strik.
ers' children from Lawrence was the
beginning of the passport system in
the United States. Mr. Wilson argued
that the federal government had the
power to iterfere when the power o
the state was being used against the
citizen s.

A delegation of strikers and children
from Lawrence attracted much atten
tion. Nearly all of the first hour cf
the hearing was devoted to posing the
children for pictures. Samuel Gompers,
president American Federation of La
bor, was present aa was John Golden,
president of the Textile Workers' un-
ion. Representative Berger, of Wis-
consin, the socialist member of con-
gress, explained his reasons for ask-
ing a federal investigation.

'It is not an investigation of the
conditions in Lawrence on the consti-
tutional point of the brutal interfer
ence with women and children at the
place. What my bill proposes to in-
vestigate now is the relations of the
American Woolen company to the strike
of its operatives at Lawrence, Mass.

"The American Woolen company has
for years been the recipient of a gov-
ernment subsidy-i- n the form of a high
tariff. It has been claimed that this
is levied to protect labor. Yet in spite
of this claim it is generally conceded
that these cperatives are among tho
lowest paid of those of any industry in
America. This strike took place aa a
revolt against a reduction of about 50
cents per week out of a wage averag-
ing 4ess than $8 per week.

"An investigation of the American
Woolen company properly is within
the jurisdiction of the house. It is
surely justified at least as much as
the investigation of the steel trust,
the sugar trust or the money trust."

Mr. Berger charged that the work-
ing communities where wages are
least and conditions hardest, are the
recruiting places for the victims of
the "white slave" traffic.

The first witness called by Repre-
sentative Berger was Samuel Lipson,
a weaver. He said he was classed as
a skilled workman and earned from
$9 to $10 a week on which he sup-
ported a wife and four children. He
told the committee of times when he
earned less and his family had lived
on bread and water. The days we
eat meat are considered as holidays by
the children, the witness said.

chance of capturing the big delegations
from the Atlantic states. The Kansas
men who are for Taft have had word
from many sources that reassure them
as to his certain nomination at Chi-
cago.

J. D. M. Hamilton, claim agent for

J. C. Holland, of Topeka, who travels
a good deal, has just returned from a
trip through western Kansas. He
found sentiment out there strongly in
favor of Taft. "People that I heard
express themselves," ho said, "seemed
to believe tnat Roosevelt tmould not
have come out for a third term. The
sentiment is for Taft for renomination.
I found this true on the trains. Ail
things considered I think that Taft
ought to be renominated.

Even Groceryinen Helped As-

sist Destitute Families.

MEALS ARE SERVED IN JAIL

Matron Gives Up Private Of-

fice to Help Needy.

Mayor Billard's Plan Brings
Help to Unfortunates.

The municipal soup line, conducted
under the direction of Mayor J. B. Bil-

lard and Mrs. Delia Sare, has cost
$179.77 and an additional sum of $72.13

has been used in buying groceries and
a few articles of clothing which have
laeen necessary to relieve the suffering
of the destitute people, of the city. In
addition to this amount the various
bakeries, grocery stores, commission
houses, clothing stores and dry goods
houses have made donations of articles
of food or wearing apparel 'hich has
been distributed.

Mrs. Delia Sare, the police matron,
has had charge of this work in addi-
tion to her regularly assigned duties as
police matron, and with the assistance
ot Mayor J. B. Billard and the mem-
bers of the police force, she has been
as successful in relieving the suffering
of the destitute of Topeka during the
past two months as has any person or
charitable organization in the city.

Mayor J. B. Billard was the first
person to mention the establishment of
the soup line. Mrs. Sare, realizing the
good that could be accomplished and
the amount of suffering it would relieve
or prevent, offered to take charge of
and conduct the charitable venture.
This met with the approval of the
mayor and he agreed to pay the ex-
penses of conducting the soup line for
the first week.

With this offer from the mayor, the
people of the city came to the relief of
the needy and made donations which
made it possible to continue the soup
line for seven weeks and five days.

The business men and private citizens
have donated liberally. A number of
large donations have been received
from people who live outside the city,
and with these it has been possible to
maintain the soup line since January 9.

Soup Line Boon to Many.
Mayor Billard gave Mrs. Sare, the

police matron, J 40 to pay the ex-
penses of the soup line for the first
week. The experiences of the mayor
and Mrs. Sare have been unusual dur-
ing the time that the soup line has
been maintained. Cases of destitu-
tion were revealed which probably
would not have become known underany other condition.

The soup line from its' beginning
has been a haven of relief for the un-
employed of Topeka. Men and wo-
men, unable to find employment have
found food there. The drouth through-
out this section of the country lastsummer reduced the amount of work
In practically every industry In theeection, thus increasing the numberof unemployed to such, numbers thatthe country has been flooded with
them. Topeka is not the only city
that has been required to feed anarmy of unemployed. A soup linewas maintained In Kansas City and
other cities in the surrounding states.

Grocers Gave Good Measure.
The money which was used in buy- -

ing groceries to send to destitute fam-
ilies was distributed Judiciously. A
bill of groceries which was made up
according to the size of the families,was purchased and in practically ev-ery instance, the dealers, upon being
informed the nature of the mission,filled the basket at practically costprice or at least at a great reductionfrom the regular retail price. Thesereductions have made It possible forMrs. Sare to offer relief to a greater
number of families and more reliefthan would have been possible oth-
erwise. In addition to these reduc-tions, she has been able to purchase
material for making soup at prices
less than the regular retail price.

The advance notices, that the soup
line would be started at the police
station under the direction of Mayor
J. B. Billard and Mrs. Sare, the police
matron, brought out a large crowd thefirst day that soup was served. Thiswas on January 9, and the crowdshave continued ever since. Of course
these crowds have been reduced rap-
idly until the number of applicants forsoup has maintained a daily average
of about twenty-fiv- e or thirty during
the last two weeks. Days when bad
weather prevailed probably caused agreater number to take advantage of
the offerings than did so during nor-
mal weather conditions.

Fed 100 First Iay.
More than 100 persons took advan-tage of the offerings of the soup line

the first day and the crowd showeda gradual increase for more than ten
clays. Then the crowd began to showa decline and this has continued. Thesoup will be discontinued after today
unless the present storm causes its
continuance.

The soup line was not maintainedsolely for destitute people. Mrs. Sare
established a table in her private room
for the accommodation of persons
throughout the city who were able to

- pay for the service. No exact price
was set or charge made but those who
took advantage of the offerings of this
table were permitted to drop a coin
in a pot, which was found in the cen-
ter of the table, as pay for the service
Such persons were allowed to drop
a large or small coin in this pot and
through this medium the sum of
$38.24 was collected.

County Officials Help Out.
This table has been popular. City

and county officials and a number of
state officials' took advantage of the oc-
casion by eating at this table and do-
nating to the pot as they desired. The
amount collected indicates that many
contributed liberally. - ,

A large number of persons able to
pay the rates charged at the restau-
rants took advantage of this Special
table and contributed according ,yo
their means. ...

'

Mrs. Sare has been' on duty con-
stantly since the soup line was started.
Soup was served every day in the
week including Sunday and from noon
until 7 o'clock in the evening. By
adopting this system it was possible
for the destitute to satisfy their hun-
ger at least two times each day.
None were limited to one bowl of soup,
either, as eve-- y applicant was served
as often as he desired. Some of
them have been known to eat as many
as three bowls of soup with bread and
crackersi and on rare 'occasions some
were served the fourth time.
