It was long after midnight when the
Gillett forces went to bed this morn-
ing. But the campaign was practically
over. At noon today state warrants
had been issued for each of the four
men and for the Thormann woman.
The arrests were made tjiis afternoon
on two separate complaints, each
charging criminal libel and were
sworn to personally by Judge Gillett.

Bond in the several cases had not
been fixed at 2:30 this afternoon. The
penalty for criminal libel under the
Kansas statute is not to- - exceed one
year in the county jail and $1,000
fine.

AS A "SILENT PARTY."

Judge Archbald Appears to Be So
Known In 'Culm Deal.

Washington, May 11. When the
hearing into the charges against
Judge Robert W. Archbald of the
commerce court was resumed today
before the house Judiciary committee
the chairman announced that eight
new witnesses had been summoned to
testify. The list includes G. F.

Captain W. A. May, superintendent of
the coal property of the Jsrie; Jonn
Henry Jones of Scranton, in whose
favor was drawn Judge Archbald 8
note for $600 in the Venezuelan land
option deal; John M. Robertson, who
figured in the Erie Culm bank prop-
erty; Charles W. Gunster, cashier of
the Merchants and Mechanics bank
of Scranton. who refused to discuss
Judge Archbald's $500 note, and G,
H. Van Storch, president of the
Providence bank of Providence, Pa.,
and Richard Bradley of Peckville, Va.,
who was offered the Erie Culm banks
by Edward J. Williams.

Williams, the associate or juage
Archbald in the Culm bank negotia
tions, was again a witness under cross
examination by A. S. Worthington.
counsel for the. accused.

"Who first suggested to yoti that
you get a letter irom juage Arcn--
bald when you sought to purchase tne
Erie railroad - Culm banks?" Mr.
Worthington asked.

"W. P. Borland first suggestea it.
Williams said. He added that orig
inally Borland was to have had an
interest in the culm if Williams suc
ceeded in getting it.

"At that time I had no idea or nav- -
iner Judge Archbald share in the
property, he said. "But Jonn jvi.

brought to Washington didn't Boland
tell you that he had sent you to Judge
Archbald to get the letters of introduc
tion in evidence m order that he might
get a case against the Judge?"

'I think he did."
'When you were talking to Judge

Archbald about the Erie Culm deal just
what did he say about the lighterage
case?" asked Attorney Worthington.

'Well, I saw the briefs on his table
and asked him about them and he just
said that one of them was the lighter
age case," said Williams.

"Did he say anything about whether
the case had been decided or was about
to be decided?"

"No, nothing about that."
The witness was somewhat confused

when pressed for further information
about the, "silent party" assignment
papers and he declared he never had
consented that such a term be inserted
in the assignment although "his name
was signed to it.

'Did not you testify here several
days ago," asked Representative Floyd,
"that you did talk to Judge Archbald
about referring to him as a 'silent
party and did not you tell this com-
mittee you had the judge's name kept
secret because you thought it was un
lawful for a judge to be in such a
deal?"

"Perhaps I did," said Williams.

SALARIES HELD DOWN

House Refuses to Sanction Raise for
Congressman's Clerks.

Washington, May 11. The house to
day passed the legislative executive
and Judicial appropriation bill carry
ing $33,782,854, an increase of $263,--
260 over the totals carried in the
measure when It was reported to the
house. The .principal item of increase
was the appropratlon for the San
Francisco, New Orleans and Carson,
Ner., mints, and for assay offices' at
Boise, Ida.; Charlotte. N. C: Dead- -
wood, Helena, Mont.; Seattle and
Salt Lake. The house refused to ac-
cept the provision abolishing those of-
fices.

The home reversed Its previous ac
tion by voting to increase from $1,600
to $2,000 the salaries of the nrivate
secretaries to the representatives. The
increase would have aggregated $216,- -
000 a year.

consuls general, all of whom are men
of affairs and some of great ability,
the chief topic of discussion was cen-
tered upon the manner in which the
United States can increase its com-
mercial or trade relations with the re-
publics of South America. Some of the
consuls general professed- - to discover
the possibility - of vastly increased
commercial relations with South Amer-
ican countries in a revision of the tariff
which would greatly favor importations
from South America. Whatever sound-
ness there may be in this view it was
evident that all of the commercial rep
resentatives of South American nations
would welcome Increased trade or com
mercial - relations with the United
States. Some of these consuls are per
suaded that in the course of a few
years this commerce will increase as
rapidly as it has increased in the past
ten years.

Mr. L. T. Hildreth, the consul who
represents Siam In the United States.
with offices in New York, proclaimed
tne wonderful changes in world com-
merce which the opening of the Pana
ma canal to navigation is sure to cause,
He went further, however, than this
generalization. He asserted that the
commercial nations of Europe will be
'far more benefited by the Panama
canal than will the United States. They
will utilize the canal for their com-
merce with the west coast of South
America and for much of .their com-
merce with the far east. Mr. Hildreth
ventured to say that the canal wiil
not be of much commercial or financial
benefit to the United States.

That is a view which has been taken
by some of the English authorities and
by one or two of the Germans. . Thegreat commerce which will pass through
tne canal, these authorities believe, will
be, so far as the United States is con-erne- d,

like ships that pass in the night.
Yet whatever the direct influence ex-

erted by the Panama canal upon Amer-
ican commerce and finance may be. it is
regarded by the engineers who have
constructed the canal and by leading
business men and railroad authorities
of the United States that the indirect
influence will be momentous and will
give results which almost stagger the
imagination. For the canal is vastly
to stimulate commerce and agriculture
in the south and some parts of the
southwest, and the first symptoms of
its vast influence upon our Pacific coast
are already observed. It has certainly
stimulated the shipyards of the At-
lantic coast so greatly that they are
now ' being worked to their capacity.
These great activities will necessarily
be of financial consequence.

NEITHER HAS ENOUGH

Not Roosevelt Nor - Taft Can Claim

Dallas, Tex., May 11. Under Texas
law and political party usage the state

woodrow Wilson's opponents to secure
strength among district delegates to
Baltimore from this state.

The Republican result' remains In
doubt. Unofficial returns do not show
a majority for either Taft or Roosevelt.
Returns up to today Dhow: Democrat

Wilson's state convention majority,
60 to 60 votes: 12 districts assured to
Wilson, one for Harmon, one for
Clark, one uninstructed and one divid-
ed by courtesy (Eighth) because the
state convention meets at Houston.

Republican Instructed (to state
convention) for Roosevelt 80 dele-
gates; for Taft 49 delegates; unin-
structed, not determined because of
lack of returns from many counties
and failure in many others to holdcounty conventions enough to control
balance of power.

Probably Will Be Nominated for Presi-
dent by tht. Socialists.

Indianapolis, May 19. Eugene V.
Debs will be nominated for president
in the opinion of Socialists who gath-
ered Friday to prepare for the next na-
tional convention which opens v here
Sunday. Others mentioned for the
head of the ticket if Debs should de-
cline, were Emil Seldel of Milwaukee,
Job Harriman of Los Angeles, Max
Hayes of Cleveland, Duncan McDonald
of Springfield, Illinois, and Charles
Edwards Russell of New York.

Avenue hotel. Mr. Medlock registered
me for a room at i the hotel, under
either the name of Minnie or Himma
Tnhnatnn T m rwettv sure it was room
twenty-eig- ht (28). Mr. Medlock and
Mrs. Thomann occupied a room nexi iu
mine and registered at the hotel un
der th name of Mr. and Mrs. Cham
bers.

"Mr. H. C. Ericsson came to see us
nt the Fifth Avenue hotel and want
ed to arrange with me to go to the
National hotel and get in with Judge
p. r oniett of Kingman, isansas,
saying to me that there was a friend
of his in trouble, a lawyer, anu um
if he could get something on Judge
nniAtt there would never be anything
said about it, except that they wouia
make Judge Gillett stop the case
against this lawyer, whose name I do
not remember, though Ericsson called
his name.

"They promised to pay me 145. I
mean bv thev. Ericsson and Medlock.
I finally went to the National hotel
one morning, they sending me and
Ericsson was to meet me there. I met
Ericsson in the lobby of the hotel ana
he told me to go up to the parlor.
Then he came up to the parlor and
told me to wait there, and ne wouia

, dnwn and eet me a room. He did
this and came back and told mo he
had a room for me on the fourth
floor. I think it was 409. He told
me I was registered under the same
name as I was registered under at
the Fifth Avenue hotel. He gave the
key to a bell boy, who took me to my
room.

Frlosson then came to my room
thru or four times, and wanted to get
rr, a room iin on the fifth floor, as this
Judge Gillett was, so Erricsson inform
ed me In room 50i.

T refused to eo up on the nun noor.
Kriosson sent me down into the lobby
of the hotel, but I think he went down
just ahead of me, and hia object In hav-
ing me go down, was to point out this
Judge Gillett to me. tie toia me ue-fo- m

I went flown, that Judge Gillett
was sitting in the second chair from the
north, in a row of cnairs lacing tne
east in the west end of the lobby of the
hotel. I then went back to the parlor,
in the hotel. I never saw Judge Gillett
In my life except "that morning and I
never saw him any where except in thj
lobby of the National hotel. I never
KDOke to Judge Gillett in my nie nor ne
never spoke to me. I stayed in my
room at the National hotel most oi Tne
day. No one was in that room except
the bell boy, Mr. MeaiocK ana Mr.
Ericsson, and myself. This is the only
time I was ever at the National hotel.
Mrs. Thomann was not in the National
hotel that nay In my presence. I went
back to the Fifth Avenue hotel that
evening, and I think we left Topeka the
next morning. That night Mr. .Ericsson
brought a typewriter to Mr. Medlock In
Mrs. Thormann's room and wrote" the
papers that we signed. At least I know
that Mr3. Thormann and I signed those
papers, there.

I am quite sure that there was no
one in the room at the time except
Medlock, Ericsson, Mrs. Thormann and
myself. The paper I signed is false.

I told Mr. Ericsson at the time tnt
paper was false, and we all knew It
was false, ana that I ma not wisn to
sign t.

He persuaded me, stating that it
would never hurt anyone.' That this
Judge Gillett would never hear of it,
and that it would simply get his law-
yer friend out of trouble, and ho also
promised me again the $45 at that time.

A little while after that Mrs. Thor
mann and I were taken by Medlock
from Holton to Topeka, and we were
informed by Ericsson and Medlock that
we would have to sign the same paper
again and that we would have to go
to a lawyer s office to do so. Medlock
also had me go with Mrs. Thormann
and have my picture taken. . I was to
have all but one of the dozen picturest
but I have never received any of the
pictures. The last time I signed pa
pers, the time in the lawyer a office
Mr. Medlock, Mr. Ericsson, Mrs. Thor-
mann and myself all signed different
.papers, and we all held up our hands.
and sworn to them, and we all knew
at the time the papers were false.

I am making this affidavit at the
home of Mr. Frank Thomann in Sum-
merfield, Marshall coirtity, Kansas,
where I am staying temporarily. Mrs.
Thomann has called me up from her
father's home In the country, three or
four times within the last few days,
and begged me not to talk to anyone
who might call on me about this mat-
ter."

Lawyer Tincher, Judge Gillett and
their friends were feeling better. But
the fight was not over. The men
scarce ate or slept.

He gave every aid in
unraveling the scheme that connected
the name of his hotel. It was large-
ly due to the information which Hum-pre- ys

furnished that gave Judge Gil-
lett a complete alibi. These records
showed that Gillett occupied a double
room with another man the night of
January 29, that it was practically
impossible for him to have seen or met
the. Foster girl at the time charged
in the vicious affidavits. ,

Within the last few days Black him-
self was In Topeka. He was working
strictly for the good of the order. At
the National he Inquired for the hotel
register, which showed that the Fos-
ter girl had been registered, as shown
in her affidavit, but Mr. Black failed to
get the records.

My home Is at Holton, near
Summerfield, Kansas, i am personal-
ly acquainted with Leta Foster, have
known her for more than one year.
I have read her affidavit sworn to
before R. W. Eaton, a notary public
of Topeka, Kansas, and that the facts
therein stated are true as she stated
them to me In the presence or i.
Medlock and H. C. Erricsson.

"Affiant further states that she
Tta Foster to go to the ladies'

parlor of the National hotel and there
wait until she would call for her lat-

er in day. and further affiant sayeth
not."

How Black Got Into Case.
Then things began to happen.

Turiira oniptt received a clever letter
from Black In which he said nice things
about the judge. In one paragrapn
be mentioned the Judge's visit to To-

peka on Kansas day. He said there
were some ugly charges being made
and offered to help Gillett straighten
them out, he said. Judge Gillett knew
of no reasons why charges should be
made against him. The letter sounded
strongly of a blackmailing scheme and
he began an investigation of the af-

fair. From that day the first time
Judge Gillett heard of the charges
he became the aggressor In the case
that today led to the wholesale ar-
rests for criminal libeL He recalled
that Black was a personal and Inti-
mate friend of the county attorney of
Harper and from this basis the facts
were finally secured.

As the Investigation proceeded, Wil-
cox and his following began to see
trouble ahead. Some of the princi-
pals In the case were subpoenaed to
appear before the federal grand jury
In Fort Scott this week. Perhaps they
knew just what that meant.

"Witlh this knowledge in their minds
they went before County Attorney Si-

mon last Sunday and asked for crimi-
nal complaint for the arrest of Judge
Gillett for criminal abuse of the Fos-
ter girl. Not only did the detectives
offer the affidavits of the Foster girl
and of the Thormann woman, but each
of the plain clothes men made under
oath most damaging charges against
Judge Gillett's character. These charges
looked vicious and ugly on their face
and Simon smelled smoke. He imme-
diately began an Investigation. In their
statements Medlock and Erricsson dove
tailed the incidents leading to the al-
leged visit of the Foster girl to Judge
Gillett's room. These charges were
proven by Judge Gillett and his friends
to be false and without the least foun-
dation. So trouble began to multiply.

Erricssoii's Affidavit.
Erricsson's affidavit reads:
"H. C. Erricsson being first duly

eworn deposes and says: My name is
H. C. Erricsson. I live in Topeka, Kan-
sas. I am personally acquainted with
H. C. Medlock, who lives at Topeka. I
have read his affidavit and know him
to be the same person who was with
me at the Kansas Day banquet at Ma-
sonic hall on the evening of January
29, 1912. Mr. Medlock and I sat side
by side only four chairs west of Judge
Gillett of Kingman, Kansas.

"When the banquet closed we went
to the National hotel, where we saw
Judge Gillett register and was as-
signed to room No. 607 on the fifth
floor. On the morning of January 30.
1912, I saw Leta Foster, who is per-
sonally known to me, talking to Judge
Gillett In the ladies' parlor at the Na-
tional hotel and shortly thereafter I
saw them leave the ladies' parlor
separately. I talked to Leta Foster
afterwards In the presence of Char-
lotte Tholman and she told me that
che had been accosted by a man while
In the ladies' parlor and had gone to
his room at his request.
Leta Foster later In the day pointed
out Judge Gillett to me as the man
who had accosted her and took her to
his room. He was seated at the west
end of the hotel lobby. Further affianteayeth not."

Medlock not only corroborated Er-
ricsson in his false affidavit, but headded strength to the testimony athand. He swore to the facts:

"ll. C. Medlock. being first duly
sworn and says: My name is H. C.
Medlock: I live In Topeka, Kan. Iam personally acquainted with H. C.
Erricsson of Topeka, Kan. I accom-
panied Mr. Erricsson to the KansasDay banquet at Masonic hall on theevening of January 29th, 1912. I
there saw Judge Gillett of Kingman,
Kan., who sat four chairs east of us
and next to Judge Johnston. I sawJudge Gillett registered at the Na-
tional hotel In Topeka, Kan. He was
given room 507 on the fifth floor. Iagain saw Judge Gillett early on themorning of January 30, 1912, talk-
ing to Leta Foster, who is personally
known to me, in the ladies' parlor of
tne national notel. in a short time Isaw Gillett return to his room.
No. 507 on the fifth floor, and
In a few moments Leta Foster came
and entered the same room. Later
In the day I had & talk with Leta Fos-
ter in the presence of H. O. Erricsson
and Charlotte Tholman, when she toldus that a man met her in the ladies'parlor and asked to his room on the
fifth floor. No. 507."

Then follows a repetition of the
Erricsson affidavit.

Gillet Runs Down Story.
Then J. N. Tincher, of Kingman, ssattorney for Gillett, came to Topeka

and began an Investigation. He learned
of the contents of the affidavits filed
with County Attorney Simon. This gave
the first clue to the alleged facts on
which Wilcox and his friends based
their campaign of oppression.
