County Auditor's Kljrures n County
Expenditures Past Year.

According to the report of county ex-
penditures for the year ending June 30,
1912. given out by James Larimer, county
auditor, the figures show a marked in-
crease in some departments. Howevti,
the net increases over the expenditures
of the previous year amount to 113.741.63,
being practically the same amount paid
back to the Illinois Life Insurance com-
pany on taxes collected several years ago,
in whicli a judgment was entered by
Judge J. C. Pollock in the federal court
the same year.

The report shdws the largest Increase m
expenditures at the Jail, in which is In-

cluded a great eal of expense for tne
poor. The amount of money spent in this
department in 1912, was $10,062 over

the expenses of the previous year;
the increase being the result of the severe
winter just past.

The miscellaneous expenses, which In-

clude the cost of the recent county audit,
rives the increase of 1912 as J12.C22.29. The
cost of the county audit amounted to
JS.OO0.

A small increase is shown
in the salaries of county officers, amount-
ing to J1.03S.65. The salaries cost the
county a total of J2S.177.91, In 1912; the
same costing $27,139.26 in 191L
