WHITE FLAG UP

Another Turkish Force Surren-
ders to the Servians,

Moslems Are Ordered to Throw
PDown Their Arms,

ARE MOVING DELIBERATELY

'Bulgarians Will Talk Over
Peace Proposal With Allles.

London, Nov. 15 —Eulgaria and Tur-
key have agreed upon an armistice-
according to a special news agency dis-
patch which reached this city this
afternoon from Buocharest, Rumania.

pursued as far as the village of Morabl
