New York, Nov., 16.—Governor Wood-
row Wilson announced last night that
Immediately after his Inauguration as
president of the United States he would
call an extra sesslon of congress to con- |
vene not later than April 15 for the
purpose of revising the tariff,

The president-elect wili sail for Ber-
mude this afternoon for a vacation and
will return December 16. To set at 1
in the meantime speculation as to w
he would do with regard to tariff re-
vi_dotn. he issued the following state-
ment: g i

“I ahall call congress together in ex-
seasion not later than April

“SWhen congress selected San Fran-
cizco as the place for the holding of
this celebration, It conferred upon the
people of California a responsibllity to
which they are fully allve: and as
trustees of the pation they aim to, and

will, build and conduct an exposition
in keeping with the warld character
of the event to be celebrated.

“The universal interest in the ex-

position is evidenced by the fact that
22 rforeign governments have already
accepted the invitation of the presi-
dent of the Unilted States to partici-
pate; a number of acceptances far
greater than those received by any
previous exposition eso long prior to
the date =et for the opening; but no
matter how great the assurance of for-
eign participation, the pride of the
Amerlean people ean only be properly
expressed by the participation of all
the states of the American union,

“When the world comes to Ean
Francisco In 1815, it will be for the
purpose of corsparing the moral, in-
tellectual, industrinl and commercial
advancement of the American states
with each cther and with the countries
of Europe and the Orient: and for
this s to be, permancntly, an edu-
cational exposition of the most high-
ly selective quality at which will be
represented the vPry sum of human
achievement in all that makes for the
comfort, happiness and betterment of
mankind.

“Already thirty states have taken
leglglative action looking toward par-
ticipation. Of those, geventeen have
selected sites for their state buildings.
But the authorities of the expasition
have prepared a place for every state,
and desire that every state shall par-
ticipate to the fullem extent in the ad-
vantages which will flow from the
Ereat epitome of the world they are
creating.

“Never before has there been so
Ereat an opportunity as this for the
states of the nation to make their re-
sources, opportunities and advantages
known. Here they will view, for com-
parison, the produets of every land
and every clime, and at a time unteld
trade advantages will be opened to
those who will first see the real mean-
ing of the canal's recharting of the
commercia! map of the world. There
they will display thelr advantages to
the world eager to learn, and an ex-
pectant Europe will send It immi-
grants to Pacific ports to flow east-
