UNKNOWN MAN WORKED ALON

Held Up and Killed Cashier in
Broad Daylight.

Not since the days when the Dalton
t infested southeastern
and Invaded Coffeyville on that mem-
orable morning more than 20 yvears
ago, has a bank robbery been pulled

off In Kansas which for sheer nerve

and pluck ha=s even compared with
the daylight holdup of the
State bank one week ago by a lone and
unknown bandit. Detective Searles of
the bank commisgioner’s department,
who visited Barnes this week, de-
clared that ths robbery was one of the
most daring recorded anywhere In the
coun in recent years.
lntn;he Barnes robbery Cashier
Brown was shot and killed when he
showed fight and hesitated about
turning over the money. A Httle more
than §600 in gold and sllver was taken
from the cash drawers of the bank.
Then the lone robber rushed to the
streets, whers he was shot and in-
stantly killed ten minutes later. it

have chosen Saturday morning for the
robbery lg quite as greal a puzzle as a
dozen other detalls surrounding the
erime. For two weeks the man h
loafed around the little town. No one
seemed to know him. He was not
communicative and even the mannar
of his existence In those two wecks is
quits unexplained. At night, Barnes
people claim, the man slept In hay
stacks In fields adjoining the lttle vil-
lage. After the shooting, the local
barber recalled that he had once
shaved the man. Another man who
kept a lunch counter remembered
that the strange and mysterious man
had once eaten breakfast in Ais placa.
But that Is =s!l the history that the
people of Barnes can give concerning
the man who single handed and alone
and with the ald of a rusty revolver
and gix rounds of ammunition elected
to rob the town bank in broad day-

light
Was Dajylight Robbery.

It whas fust §:30 o'clock last Sat-
urday fnorning when this strange man
walked boldly through the front door
of the Barnea bank, Cashier Brown
was tnlking to President Spencer about
business meatters and the two men
pald no attemtion to the new wvisitor
until thelr conversation was rudely
interrupted.

“Phrow up your hands,”™ was the
grim and determined manner which
ithe stranger chose for an introduction.

The bank cashier and the bank
president looked up. Just beyvond the
iron ralling which separates the little
bank's counting room from ths gen-
eral lobby, the men saw a rather tall,
strongly built man with =
beard and wearing a slouch hat and
duck coat under which was a2 much
solled sweater. But the thing which
impressed tha two bankers most was
the barrel of & revolver which looked
as big as the manhole of a sewer.
The barrel of that gun was levelled
right at thelr headsa.

“Throw up your hands”™ repeated
the mysterious stranger with just a
slight show of impatienca.

Two pairs of hands went high in

the alr.

As the robber started to step
through a door that separated the
bank lobby from the little counting

room, Brown's right hand went down
for just a second. And when it went
down it clutched a revolver that was|
in a drawer within esasy reach. The
robber stepped through the door just

the town. Records showed that the
| man was 48 years old,f feet 11 inches
tall, black hair, black beard, brown
eves and weighed 186 pounds Yet no
record was produced that would es-
tablish the |dentity of the strange
man.

Alone and unalded, with g rusty re-

valver that was almost out of commis-
gion, the man had In broad daylight
! killed the cashier and robbed the [it-
tle bank and was himself killed in the!
street fight which ensued. Records
of Kansss bgnk robberies contain few |

BLOWS FELL HARD

Jointists Today.

Threat of County Attorney’
Atchison Carried Out.

MAY GO TO SUPREME COURT

Lawyers Were Worried and

Appeal Notices Taken.

Six Months and $100 Handed
Out to Many.

Thers was woe in the ranks of To-
peka Jointists this morning when they
came to be sentenced by Judge George
H. Whitcomb, for the court followed
the recommendation of Willlam E.
Atchison, county attorney, announced
in the State Journal yesterday, and in
a number of cases assessed the maxi-
mum Jjall santences under the law—
slx months on each count.

Not only that, but the court, in pass-
ing sentence, warned the jointists of
the tribulations to come if they per-
Bist In the viplations of the law.

“It seems to the court ussless 1tO
take up the time of the court and the
prosecuting officers if there is any oth-
er way of handling this sltuation,"”
Judge Whitcomb sald. *'I don't belleve
anybody cought to serve six months in
the county jall. The court is disposed
to be lenient. After the defendants|
have served a certain amount of time
the court will let anybody out if it s
thought the prisoner will obey tha
law."

But that dldn't relieve the situation

much, and in every case notices of ap- |
peal were taken, and promises that|
cases will go to the supreme court
wers made. Attorneys flitted here and
there attempting to have bonds signed
and approved, and stays of execution
Issued.
Bolinger Is Doubtful.

“In my judgment It will cost the
county more money, and will serve &
poorer purposfe than the former man-
ner of handling these cases,” declared
Afttorney Arthur J. Bolinger, who rep-
resented wseveral of the defendants
who were sentenced. *“For one, I|
promise I will lét no cllent of mine
plead gullty and all cases will go to
the supreme court.™

“Of courss every person has a right
to appeal to the supreme court,” Judge
Whitcomb declared, "“but If the de-
fendant violate the law while their
cases are up there the court will not
look upon parcles with favor.”

So, if jJointista who were sentenced
this morning proceed to violate the
law while walting for the disposition
of thelr appeal, once they are sent to
Jail to serve their sentences, In case|
the appeals are denied, they may have
to serve out the full term for which
they were sentsnced.

The heaviest penalty this morning
fell on Willlam Briggs, whose place
recently has been ralded two or three|
times by the sheriff, and whose wife
slapped Undersheriff Hugh Larlmer in
the face while he was on one of the
ralds. The case was an appeal from
the police court, where Briggs was sen-
tenced to pay a fine of $100 and go to
jail for 30 days

“I think this man ought to ba given
the Hmit of the law both as to fine and |
imprisonment,” urged City Attorney
W. C. Ralston,

“The sentence of the court Is that
this defendant pay a fine of $200 and
serve six months in the city jall,"” was
the response of the court after W. L
Jamison had made a speech urging
clemency.

Bertha Revely, colored, who has a
record as a violator of the law, fared
only & little better. Her sentence was
only $100 as & fine and six months in
jail. A plea was made for Joe Mc-
Givern and his wife, Lena MecGlvern,
by attorneys representing them, but
the court turned a deaf ear. The pen-
alty was $100 and six months for each
of them.

Same Old Story to AllL

Clinton Trosper, another notorious
Jointist, came up for sentence and once
more the court handed him a pack-
age. It was the same ol story, $100
and six months. Maud Lawson was
let off with $100 and four months, and
then was paroled during good be-
havior on a showing that she hasa to
support an aged mother. But the
court warned her she would be put in
jall summarily If she was caught vio-
lating the parole.

Newt Graham, old and infirm, drew
$100 and 60 days as his portion, and
was also paroled on account of his
physical condition. But the terms of
the parcle will make him walk only
the stralght and narrow path if he
obeys, and will land him [n jail in a
hurry if he varies and is caught at it

There are half a dozen more to be
sentenced this afternoon, including
Frank L. Robbins, accused of main-
taining a wholesale Hquor business at
his livery stable, 113 East Twelfth

out a new federal liguor llcense since
his conviction on the charge of keep-
ing a nuisance,

Attorneys believe there is little hope
that lighter sentences will be given
this afternoon, so that it is likely that
the day will go down In history as one
in which vielator after viclator met
his Waterloo.

Now, Peter Pan was written solely
to remind grown-ups what they dld
when they wera small, when they wera
gay and Innocent and heartiess. IUs
about nothing in the world except what
vou used to sse—"long time ago—
when your eyes were shut, Of course
you remember that you used to fly in
the tree-tops?

You were Wendy or Michae]l as the
ease might be. Perhaps you were
John, Peter Pan flles into the nur-
sery window In search of his shadow.
Such a cocky, adorable boy In his suit
of skeleion leaves from the Land of
Never-Never—tha land, you know,
that s ‘“'second to the right, and
siralght on till morning."” He takes
the three children to the wonderful
island where lve the gory Captain
Hook and—ugh!—the hungry croco-
dile. Then there’s Tinker Bell, who's

CIVIL SERVIGE RULES,

Majority of Appointmentg In T.
Cities Subject to Examination.

Washington, April 5.—~Tha major-
ity of all appointments of clty em-
ployees of the United States are gub-
ject to civil service examinations, ac-
cording to figures announced today

ough canvasg of cities having a pop-
ulntion of over 30,000. At least this

is true generally of all eity employees
other than school teachers, it was
said.

The census hureau sent letterg of
inquiry as to examination of city em-
ployees to officinls of 193 cities and
answers were received from 185. In
answer to the inquiry, “Is the passing
of a civil gervice examination required
as a condition precedent to the ap-
pointment of any class of employses?"
109 citles replied *“ves” and 76 re-
plied In the negative. Of the 109
cities answering *““yes,"” 77 requlired the
passing of an examinatlon before ap-
pointment to any clty position and 22
required It for one or more, but not
for all

DISASTROUS FIRE AT HAVILAND.

Five Bulldings at Meércy of Flames
and High Wind,

Haviland, Kan., April 6.—Haviland
had a disastrous fire last night. The
postoffice, a general store the City
hotel and two other store builldings
were burned to the ground. The wind
was blowing hard from the northwest
and the flames swept everything from
the postoffice to the Rock Island
tracks and jumped across the street
and burned two buildings on the east
side. There was no fire fighting ap-
paratus avallable and the town was at
the mercy of the flames.

NEW NAVAL MILITIA SHIPS.

With a view to strengthening the
naval militin organizations on the great
iakes, the navy department has rec-
ommended more training vessels of
modern construction for the sallors 0r|
the inland seas, and a plan is being
worlked out for the establishment of a
school of instruction for militla ofM-
cers. The great lakes Is a frultful re-
crulting ground for the navy, and the
existence of the militia as a reserve In
casa of war is belng fostered by the
department.

The construction of elght militia
ships is asked for by the department
officials. There would be small tug-
boats, to be used by the states for
practice purposes, and would be mobil-
ized with the regular flect of the navy
in time of war. The plans for the of-
ficers' =chools are nearing completion.
and will be submitted to the secretary
of the navy in the near future,

The department also is perfecting
plans to attach the naval militia to
the fleet which will make the Initlal
trip through the Papama canal. The
naval militia on the Atlantic coast will
go through the big ditch In their own
ships, while the great lakes organiza-
tions will form part of the crews of
the Atlantic reserve fleet.

This information has been communi-
