GLAD TO PAY NOMINAL DAMAGE

Roosevelt Makes Statement,

Marquette, May S1.—George A
Newett went on the witness stand this
afternoon and retracted the alleged
libel charging Roosevelt with drunk-
enness. He said he had been impressed
that an injustice had been done the
colonel in the publication of the arti-
cle and deeply regretted it. The plain-
tiff. then in person, asked the judge
to instruct the jury o bring in merely
nominal damages.

BOLSTERED IT UP

That Is Charge Against Hitch-
cock’s Postal Showing.

Democrat Report Shows Defi-
cieney of £750,000.

Washington., May 31.—Posimaster
General Burleson today made public
the report of a special Investigation
into fiscal affairs of the postal ser-
vice, charging that during former
Postmaster General Hitchcock’s ad-
ministration the service did not be-
come self supporting as was often as-
serted, but that in 1911 there actual-
ly was a deficilency of more than
$750.000.

The report charges that “An ap-
parent surplus was attained by unjus-
tifiable methods of bookkeéeping,” and
that the eficiency and morale of the

posatal service were sacrificed to a
“ruthlessly enforced policy of false
economy”; that a showing of self-
malntenance might be made. The re-

port atiributes to that alleged condi-
tlon complaints against the service.
Mr. Hitcheock during his administra-
tion and in his reports claimed that
in the year 1808 a deficiency of ap-
proximately $17.000,000 had entirely
been eliminated and that in the fisecal
year 1911 a surpius of more than
$200.000 was attained.

The report of “survey” made at the
direction of Mr. Burleson says at no
time has there been a legitimate sur-
plus in postal revenne since 1883 and
that the postoffice department under
Mr. Hitcheock’s administration in 1911
actually was under a deficit of more
than §750,000. In that connection
the report says:

Beports That Decelved.

“It is pointed out by the commis-
sion that the published financial re-
poris of the department stated the
revenues and the cost of the services
are on dissimilar and therefore in-
comparable bases. Revenues of the
postal service are almost entirely col-
lected in cash, and consequently re-
late properly to the fiscal vear for
which the report is made. But the
commiggion finds it has been the prac-
tice to compare these only with pay-
ment actually made during the flscal
vear, regardless af obligations In-

Larimer Report on Condition of
Anna Minter.

Exonerates Mrs. Sare and Ex-
Chief Jenkins,

On the assumption that Anna Minter,
who made sensationdl charges against
the police and Mrz. Della A. Sare,
former pelice matron, in testimory
given in the county court recently, is
of unsound mind, Mrs. Bare does not
expect to make anDy particular effort
to defend herself,

“I have done all I could do for the
girl,” Mrs, Sare said this morning. “I
waa urged to make complaint against
her charging her with being insane.
I presume that is the course I should
have taken.

“The girl is out of her mind, and is
willing to say and swear to anything
that is suggested to her I am truly sor-
ry for her and wish that I might be
able to help her.”

This morning Mrs. Sare, accompanied
by a raporter for the State Journal
and Attorney H. G. Larimer, together
with Kilmaurs W, King and his sister,
Miss Kate Kking, visited the county
Jail and talked for awhile with the girl.
She repeated much the same story she
told on the witness stand earller in
the week, declaring she had had im-
proper relations with the police offi-
cers then mentionéd, including :he
chief. She declared that Mrs. Sare
knew about her actions but never did
anything: except to “scold her a little.”
She admitted that Mrs, Sare had urged
her to “be & good girl"

The girl declures she is 10 vears old.
She spent four vears in Beloit, having
been paroled May 30, 1912, Since then
she has worked In various places in
and around Topeka.

H. G. Larimer. who inveatigated the
affair, made a statemant today in
which he exonerates Mrs. Sare and Ex-
Chief Jenkins from the girl's charges,
The statement in part follows.

'SBHUIII. DENTISTS

Experts Teach Mouth Hygiene
in New York City.

Nearly 420,000 Children Needed
Dental Treatment.

New York, May 31.—In response to an
invitation issued by the committes or-
ganizing the fourth international con-
gress on School hyglene, the various
dental associations of America are tak-
ing an active part in the plans for this
health congress, which will be held at
Buffalo the last week in August for the
purpase of considering all questions re-
lating to the health and efliclency of
school children.

Dental inspection in the publie schools
is one of the measures advocated by
many of the leading dental assoclations
of the country. Dental clinies have al-
ready been established in a2 number of
the prominent cities, but the need of
exlending this work is clearly apparent,
according to stiatistics furnished by
health officers as well as school officials,
A current bulletin issued by the New
York clty department of health, pointa
out the conditions in that city. The
department announces the opening of
six dental clinics for school children.
These clinics are maintained in con-
nection with those already established,
which have for the past year provided
medical and surgical treatirent for dis-
cases of the eye, the nose and the
throat, The budget schedule for 1813
makes provision for the employment of
one supervising dentist and nine staf

dentists, These dentists are now on
duty.
Since the department inaugurated

the physical examination of children in
public schools. sccording te the bul-
letin, it has been ncreasingly evident
that dential defects are not only more
prevalent than other physical defects,
but that the facilities for free dental
treatment are absolutely inadeguate O
provide any relief for the =ituation. Ap=-
proximately 60 per cent .f all the chil=
dren examined have beéen found to have
decayed teeth. In other words there
are today, 420,000 public school children
In New York city alone in urgent need
of dental treatment—statistice which
stem to bear on the statement made
by Dr. Luther H. Gulick, who estimated
that 40 per cent of the absences In
New York eity were due to toothache.

Similar conditions showing the need
of dental treat ment are reported
throughout the ecountry, and with a
view of having these conditions reme-
died., the wvarious dental associations
are now lending their ald in behalf of
the Buffalo congress. A speclal session
wlill be devoted at Buffalo to a discus-
sinn on morth hygiene, dental elinies
and other matters relating to school
~he exhib-
its ‘'of this particular divisiop will in-
clude among other things the motlon
picture film. entitled Toothache.

THREE BOY BANDITS CAUGHT

They Had Held Up 15 in an
Athletie Club.

New York, May 21L.—Three boys un-
der 17 ¥ears of age a&re under arrest
today as banditys who, with pistols In
hand, invaded the 'Trojan athletic
club up town last night and lined up
16 young men for robbery. Several of
the victims who refused to heold up
their hands were punched in the face.
The pistols kept them f-om punching

back. In all the young bandits zot
nearly 3300 worth of jewelry and
money.
