Kansas City. Dec 1. Schuyler Col
fax Crummer, for a quarter of a cen
tury prominent in Kansas politics.
died here Saturday afternoon, turn
death was caused by heart disease.
Surviving him are his wife and their
daughter, Lillie Crummer. A niece,
Mrs. S. I Palmer, Jr., also resides In
Kansas City.

Mr. Crummer was 51 years oia. tie
was born in Jo Daviess county. Illi
nois, March 7. 1862. He settled In
Belleville. Kan., in 1881.

In 1906 he became chairman or tne
Republican state committee

Mr. Crummer and his family nave
resided in Kansas City several years.

As chairman of the Republican
state committee, as private secretary
to a governor, as a member of the
state tax commission, as. a deputy
bank commissioner. Crummer never
failed to give 4 good account of him-
self. Almost jBvery man of conse-
quence in Kansas politics has at one
time or another come in personal con-
tact with Crummer. And those who
respected him most were those with
whom he had been most intimately
associated.

Thirteen years ago Crummer was
elected to the chairmanship of the
Republican committee in Republic
county. He had previously been dep-
uty county clerk and deputy county
treasurer in his home county, but his
political abilities were known but lit-
tle outside the Fifth district. In 1901,
however, Crummer came to Topeka as
deputy bank commissioner. He con-
tinued to hold, his office as chairman
of his home county committee and in
1906 was elected chairman of the
state committee. In that campaign,
E. W. Hoch was barely
governor in a bitter fight with A. W.
Harris, former United States senator
from Kansas, t But Hoch won on the
official count and as an evidence of
appreciation, Hoch appointed Crum
mer as his private secretary. - The
Belleville man held that lob six
months when he resigned to accept a
term on the mmi.in i- .

Emporia Editor Issues State-
ment on Conditions.

William Allen White of Emporia,
Progressive national - committeeman
for Kansas, has at least partially ac-
cepted the plan of Charles F. Scott of
Iola for state wide conventions of all
parties to draft tentative platforms
before tne August primaries ana sug
gests that the next legislature
strengthen the present primary elec-
tion law by making legal provision for
pre-prlma- ry conventions in futureyears.

In a statement the Emporia publish
er declares for the Issuance of tenta-
tive platforms by all parties before
the date of the coming primaries. This
plan, he says, will make the primary
issues one of principle ratner tnan oi
personalities of candidates. . After the
primary the formal platform would De
written in the party councils. In his
statement. White takes a - broadside
shot at the Republicans and dares
them to adopt his plan.

The White statement is in part as
follows:

Extraordinary Tune in Politics.
This Is an extraordinary time In

nolltics." said Mr. White. "and It
seems to me that extraordinary times
reaulre extraordinary measures, xn
Kansas, at least, and probably in every
state in the union, to a more or less
considerable extent, party lines are

The Progressives that is
to say those radical Progressive lead
ers who care more xor tne expression
of their principles in a platform than
they do for Immediate party success

are leaving the Republican party.
This in Kansas leaves the party in the
hands of two elements: first, tnose
who disbelieve absolutely in progres
sive measures, and those, second, who
believe in them, believe miiaiy ana
prefer to have their party win with-
out offending their conservative
friends.

In the Progressive party in Kansas
we are for the first time going on iu
state ballot. We have declared no
state issues as a party. It seems to me,
therefore, that both of these parties.
should issue as early as possible some
kind of a statement of principles, ui
course such a statement would not be
binding, but it would be a tentative
platform upon which each party the
new born Progressive party and the
made-ov- er Republican party will ap-

peal to voters, asking them to go Into
the primary and vote the party pri-
mary ticket.

"Such conventions could be called
by the state chairmen of each party,
QTid nnnld nrovide that each county
chairman, of his party in every county
should issue a call for informal county

tlnna From these county. con
ventions, delegates instructed by the
convention, could be sent to the state
convention. The state convention
would, of course, have no legal auth--
mmv Tint it wouia nuw wuu twu- -
iiomhin necumcv the temper ana

moral convictions or eacn party upon
current state issues.

Issue Tentative naaonaa.
"Moreover, so far as I am personal

ly concerned. I believe the primary
law should' be amended tx legalize ex-

actly the sort of conference I am ad-
vising. Every two years, before In-

viting voters into a party, as new Is-

sues come up, the primary law
should provide for the assembling of
a party council to put forth a tenta-
tive platform.

"UDon that tentative pianorm, can
didates should stand, but voters
should use their judgment. If they
thought they could go In and licit tne
organization that put out the plat-
form they should have the right to do
it: and at the party council, after the
primary, draft and adopt a genuine
platform upon which the after pri-mfl- rv

campaign could be made. If,
on the other hand, the voter reading
the tentative or preliminary platform
of all the parties didn't like his own
party platform, he should register in
the party whose preliminary platform
he did like and make the fight to sus
tain it in the primary. I believe in a
system of party registration, after
these tentative platforms have been
adonted. Such a change In the prl
marv law would attract more atten
tion to measures and it would not
place all of the emphasis upon can
didates.

Amend Primary Law.
"The primary law is a good one.

But like every other good law. It may
be made better. In speaking thus, of
course I am speaking only as one
member of a party. I have never
talked these matters over with others,
but they sound sensible to me and
probably others will feel about as I
do. Certainly, it would be refreshing
in Kansas politics to have parties to
stand definitely and undividedly for
certain unequivocally stated princi
ples, and then go to the people as or
ganizations solemnly pledged to do
certain things in case of success. The
trouble heretofore has been that when
one faction of the Republican party
has solemnly pledged the party In the
platform to a certain definite pro
gram, the minority faction has
laughed a low, gurgling laugh and
said, 'watch us.' The result has been
the tomahawk and the scalping knife
inside the party. And victory omy
by reason of the Independent vote.

''Last year the independent vote
went Democratic, and the Republi
cans were beaten and the party broK
en. - The Progressives want to avoid
these quarrels in their party by de
fining in advance what it really stands
for. We dare the Republicans to do
the same with the pleasant and con
soling reminder that any one who will
take a dare will steal sheep."

Santa Fe Head Believes That
Politicians Will Bole.

BOOST OFERAO EXPENSES

Examples of Tronhle in Other
Countries Proves It.

Blpley Opposes Bill in Con- -

gress as a Citizen.

' The voice of President Ripley of
the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe rail-
way, comes to Topeka today in pro-
test to the proposed bill in congress
for the government ownership of rail-
ways. President Ripley says he does
not oppose the plan as an officer of
the Santa Fe but as a private citizen
of the United States. The word from
Mr. Riploy comes as the first objection
to the intentions of Senators Cummins
and Kenyon of Iowa to Introduce a

- bill for the purchase of the railway
systems of the country.

President Ripley fires the opening
tun with these words:
. "I do not oppose this plan as a rail-
way officer. I do oppose it, however,
as a citizen. I believe that under our
form of government and political con-
ditions it would be the greatest calam-
ity that possibly could befall the
American people."

This first real interview from Presi-
dent Ripley is of special interest to
the west owing to the recent state-
ment of Chairman Schumacher of the
Rock Island executive board is To-
peka a few days ago. Mr. Schu-
macher said:

"God save the country if the rail-
ways are taken over under govern-
ment ownership. It means higher
rates and poorer service."

President Ripley's Ideas.
As a railway official President Rip-

ley expresses this view: 'The govern-
ment could not acquire the railways
without paying just compensation for
them. The roads are now being so
regulated that the security owners are
not receiving an adequate return, and
if they could get their money out, they
could invest it where it would earn a
larger return. Therefore, government
ownership might be a blessing to the
owners of railway securities."

When government ownership comes,
a great problem, in Mr. Ripley's
opinion, will be how to keep politics out
of railway operation. "Politics," he de-
clares, "is not now kept out of the
management of state railways in any
country, with the possible exceptions
of Prussia and Japan. Furthermore,
politics is not now kept out of anything
done by our government. Since we can-
not keep politics out of our. river and
harbor improvements, or out of our
appropriations for public buildings, or
even out of our legislation regarding
the location and maintenance of army
posts and naval stations, how can it be
rationally assumed that we could keep
it out of a state railway system em-
ploying 1,700,000 citizens and voters?
And if we did not keep pontics "out,
operating expenses would increase by
hundreds of millions annually."

Mr. Ripley calls attention to the
iWestern railway of France, lately ac-
quired by the government. In the four
years, 1900 and 1912, Inclusive, the gross
earnings of the line under government
ownership increased only 4 per cent.,
while the operating expenses increased
over 50 per cent., in consequence of
which the net earnings declined over
70 per cent.

Mr. Ripley refers to an estimate
made by Senator Cummins to the effect
that a valuation of all the railroads of
the United States would amount to
twenty billion dollars. "If the govern-
ment should buy the railways at a cost
of twenty billions," says Mr. Ripley,
"and have to pay three and half per
cent, interest on the money, its total
Interest would amount to $700,000,000 a
year, which exceeds by $28,091,159 the
total interest and dividends paid by the
railways during the fiscal year 1911, ac-
cording to the report of the interstate
commerce commission."

itles to determine the quality and cost
of service required in the regulation
of utilities the bureau asks $100,000.
For an investigation of the materials
used in rails, wheels and axles and
other railway equipment and the
cause of their failure. $30,000 s
asked for the bureau of standards.

Among other estimates from the
same department is $168,000 for che
children's bureau. Secretary McAdoo
estimates that he will need $1,600,000
to collect the income tax. He says
an increase is necessary because the
tax collection machinery will be per
fected ' by the time the appropriation
is made and because investigation
will be made to determine cases of
taxes withheld in previous years.

The department of agriculture asks
congress for $400,000 to use in erad
icating the cattle tick, an Increase of
$75,000, declaring that several south
ern states are manifesting an interest
In cattle raising, owing to the uncer-
tainty of the cotton crop and the high
price of cattle.

This department lines Itself up with
the department of justice and con
gress in the effort to delve into the
operations of the cold storage dealers.
It asks . $50,000 to Investigate the
preparation for market, the storing,
freezing and other operations inci-
dental to the transportation of poul-- .
try and eggs, $15,000 to look into sim
ilar operations in fish, $25,000 for an
oyster investigation and $20,000 for a
biological Investigation of food and
drug products, with $654,300 for the
enforcement of the pure food and
drugs act.

To Investigate the Fly.
The sum of $54,280 is wanted to

"investigate" Insects and insecticides,
particular attention to be devoted to
malaria bearing mosquitoes and the
ordinary house fly. The department
wants $166,330 for Investigating road
making with $70,000 for Held experi-
ments. A request is made for $194,-14- 0

to collect and diffuse information
concerning the best methods of mar-
keting and distributing farm products
and $60,000 for demonstrations in co-
operation with the states, of methods
of live stock raising in cotton and
cane-sug- ar states. '

Washington. Dec. 1. Immediate ac-

quirement and operation of oil wells
and refineries to furnish fuel for the

conference tonavy, an international
secure a reduction of naval construc-
tion, the addition of two dreadnoughts,
eight destroyers and three submarines
for the navy during the coming year,
government manufacture of armor,
more naval chaplains and religious
leaders, better educational facilities for
enlisted men and a graduated retire-
ment law are chief recommendations in
the first annual report of . Secretary
Daniels, made ' public today.

The report reflects his enthusiasm
over the navy, declaring that the story
of the year's work "by this patriotic
body of efficient defenders of the re-
public is replete with examples of cour-
age, devotion, sacrifice and progress."

' The secretary says the navy was
never in such a high state of efficiency
as today, and that in considering its
future needs he has given less thought
to the guns than to the men behind
the guns.

The recent proposition of Winston
Churchill, first lord of the British ad-
miralty, for a "naval vacation" meets
with the secretary's hearty commenda-
tion in view of the tremendous increase
in American naval expenditures. Point-
ing out that ten years ago the largest
battleship cost $5,882,000, while the next
dreadnought will cost $14,044,000, Mr.
Daniels asks when is this accelerating
expenditure to be reduced. He adds
that it is "not a vacation that we
need but a permanent policy to guard
against extravagant expansionists."
Time, he suggests, should be given to
ship builders to guard against loss
from a reduction of the building pro
grams. The report recommends thatthe United States take the initiativeand' invite all the Powers to a confer- -'
ence to discuss reduction of the heavy
kubi oi armies ana the navies.

increase in receipts. Dealers would notsay that the drop was due to the wom-
en's boycott but the women derived much
satisfaction from It. Meantime James E.
Wllkerson, United States district attor-
ney, announced the suit of the federalgovernment charging the Chicago batter
and egg board with violation of the anti-
trust law would be brought to trial here
ims wees.

The determination to rush the case to
trial came on- - the heels of a report by
Charles B. Morrison, master in chancery,
favoring the contention of the government
that the quotation committee of the boardarbitrarily fixed the price of butter andergs. The suit was filed a year ago and
shortly after the board voted to abolish
the committee. News of the trial was re-
ceived with satisfaction by club women
engaged in tne Doycott aitnough it was
not evident to them that the case would
affect the price of eggs.

Mrs. John C. Bley. leader of the boy-
cott, said today that her plan of bringing
In eggs from the country direct or almost
direct to the consumer, could not be put
into effect immediately. "The farmersare not yet educated to the opportunities
for the parcel post." she said, "but we
have begun a campaign In that direction
which should bear fruit by next summer,
or at the latest by this season next year."
