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Secretary of the Treasury McAdoo and Miss Eleanor Wilson.

Receives a Sentence of Six
Months in Prison.

London, March... 12. Miss May
Richardson, the militant suffragette,
who Tuesday hacked , Velasquez's
Rokeby Venus," a famous painting in

the National gallery, was sentenced to-
day to six months' 'imprisonment. -

The case against Miss. Richardson
was disposed of, in record time. . She
was arrested March 10, taken to Bow
street police court, and committed for
trial by the magistrate on the same
day; the grand jury yesterday re-
turned a true bill against her and to-
day she was tried and convicted by a
jury at' the London sessions at the
Old Bailey.

The pubUc prosecutor, in address-
ing the jury on behalf of the govern-
ment, said one might well doubt
whether the prisoner was in her right
sense. There was no , medical evi-
dence to show that she was a person
npt responsible for her. actions. Miss
Richardson has been on a hunger
strike since her arrest. In replying to
the charge today, she said her act was
premeditated and she pleaded guilty.

She Addresses the Court.
Addressing Judge Robert Wallace,

who presided over the court. Miss Rich-
ardson said:

"I am an art student, but I care
more for justice than for art. I firm-
ly believe that when the nation has
shut its eyes to justice and has allow-
ed women, who are fighting for jus-
tice, to be maltreated and tortured,
such an action as mine should be un-
derstandable.

"The slow and premeditated murder
of Mrs. Emmeline Pankhurst is the ul-
timate which has made necessary the
recent acts of her followers. The na-
tion seems to be dead or asleep, for we
women have knocked vainly at the
doors of ministers, bishops and arch-
bishops and even of the king him-
self.

"I know that you will sentence me.
I can stand pnly a few months tor-
ture, but my fate makes little differ
ence. I am really a grateful and happy
woman, because I have been able to
live In a century in which Mrs. Pank
hurst lived and because in a slight
measure, I have tried to carry out what
I believe in."

As Judge Wallace was about to pass
sentence, the following colloquy oc-

curred:
Defends Her Course.

The Judge "If the picture had
been destroyed no money could have
replaced it."

Miss Richardson: "Do you realize
that no money can replace Mrs.
Pankhurst? She is being slowly
killed."

The Judge: "You have pleaded
guilty ana nave gloried in your
crime."

Miss Richardson: "I don't say
that. I think it is a shame I had to
consider it my duty to do it."

The Judge: "It is my duty to pass
sentence of six months Imprison-
ment. I recognize that this sentence
is totally inadequate but it is the
maximum sentence for damaging
works of art. If the offense had been
window-breakin- g I could have given
the Drisoner 18 months."

Miss Richardson looked ill, and it
was suggested In some quarters that
the precarious state of her health had
been the reason for the taking of the
unusual course of hurrying the trial.

The charge against the prisoner
was "malicious damage to a picture."

More Public Buildings Closed.
London, March 12. The vandalism

of the militant suffragettes caused
the closing today of a great many
public buildings in addition to those
which locked their doors yesterday.
The Victoria and Albert museum, the
crypt and galleries of St, Paul's ca-
thedral, the royal stables at Bucking
ham palace and the cnarter nouse
were among those affected. Popular
resentment in connection with suf-
fragette outrages was reflected again
today in court.

A number of questioners urged
Reginald McKenna. the home secre-
tary, not to release such a dangerous
character as May Richardson, who
was sentenced to six months' Impris-
onment for damaging the Rokeby
Venus.

Annual Checking Over and All
Is O. K.

State Accountant J. T. Kincaid is this
Week checking over the cash and se-

curitiesaggregating nearly $20,000,000

In the office of State Treasurer Earl
Akers. It is the annual checking of the
tate's funds by the accountant and the

examination is in many ways similar
to the examination made by the state
or government of a state or national
bank. For. after all, the state treas-
ury is a big bank doing twenty-tw- o and
a half million dollars in public business
each year.

Bonds, securities, funds of the vari-
ous state institutions and departments
are included in the assets in the state
treasurer's office. The treasurer must
keep tab on all securities deposited in
his office for various funds. Then the
accountant must each year look them
over and see that all of the funds are
on hand, credited to the proper depart-
ment and duly accounted for.

921,750 Worthless Paper.
Of the nearly 20 million dollars in

securities in the office of the state
treasurer, there 13 but $21,750 in ed

worthless paper. This is the
amount of a notorious Comanche coun-
ty bond deal. The bonds, issued Bome
years ago, were declared by the

courts to be fraudulent and worthless
and are now so entered on the state's
records. All other paper is regarded
as a gilt edge asset and listed for their
full face value and interest due on cou-
pons.

The Comanche county bonds are
owned by the state school fund com-
mission and the permanent school fund
is the loser on the bond issue. Since
the law does not permit the decreas-
ing of the fund, the bonds are still
carried on the books although they are
known to be absolutely worthless.

SIX BLOCKS BURN

Portland, Ore., Is Visited by a
$1,000,000 Fire.

Two Docks and Two Steam
ships Are Destroyed.

Portland, Ore., March 12. Fire early
today swept all that section of the
Portland water front on the east side,
from the upper to the lower Albina fer-
ries, destroying Columbia dock No. 2,

and Montgomery dock No. 1, the steam-
ships Cricket and Glenroy and much
other property, entailing a loss of

The area burned covered six
blocks. The fire started in the lower
end of Columbia dock No. 2, from some
cause unknown.

The steamship Cricket which arrived
in the harbor from San Francisco last
night, laden- - with asphalt, burned
fiercely. Firemen cut her loose early to
permit her to float down the river, so
they could better combat the flames on
the dock, but the big ship, instead of
going to the center of the stream, float
ed along the docks, spreading the
flames. The fire boat David Campbell
went after her and towed her to mid-
stream, where she was anchored, still
burning.

The first mate of the Glenroy was
taken to the emergency hospital with
a broken arm. Several Chinese sailors
were injured while combating the
flames on that vessel. The Glenroy
caught fire nearly as soon as the Crick
et. It was with difficulty the Chinese
crew was rescued by the firemen and
a number of them Jumped overboard.
The entire crew was taken to the po-

lice station, where a number who had
suffered burns were given attention.
The Chinese members of the crew were
herded by the federal authorities to
prevent their escape.

TEXAS IS FINISHED.

She Is the Biggest Battleship In the
' World.

NewDort News. March 12. All
ready for "fight or frolic" the gigan-
tic super-dreadnaug- ht Texas, most
powerful battleship afloat in the
world, today left the yards of her
builders here from Newport News Ship
Building company for the Norfolk
navy yard, distant only a few miles,
there to be turned over to Rear Ad-
miral Usher, commandant of the Nor-
folk station.

The vessel s officers and crew had
been assembled so that she was ready
to be placed officially in commission
immediately after being turned over
by the builders to the authorized gov-
ernment representative. The dread-naug- ht

was launched here almost two
years ago, Miss Claudia Lyon, daugh-
ter of Col. Cecil A. Lyon of Texas, do-n- g

the honors of the occasion with
he traditional bottle of champagne.

Thio monster of the sea carries as
its principal fighting equipment a bat-
tery of ten 14-in- guns, being the
first warship in the world to be fitted
out with guns of such large calibre
and in addition it has in its main bat-
tery twenty-on- e guns. Since
the 14-in- guns were placed on the
Texas, a Japanese battleship has been
equipped with similar sized ones, al-
though 13.5-inc- h guns are the largest
which have net been placed on any
British dreadnaught. The big guns on
the Texas are arranged in five turrets
all on a central line from stem to
stern and are so placed that they can
be fired over each other.

In length the fighter is 573 feetwith a beam 95 feet 2 inches, so thatin passing through the Panama canal
locks she would have almost 15 feetto i pare. Although her designed
speed was 21 knots, in her trials off
the Maine coast last October she did
her fastest mile in 22.28 knots. She
has a displacement of 27.000 tons, a
horsepower of 3 5,000 and draws 28
feet, 6 inches. Her armor belt Is 11
inches thick. Twin screw triple ex-
pansion engines send the steel plated
terror sizzling through the seas. The
contract price of the vessel for hull
and machinery was $5,830,000, but
with armament added the total was
swelled by several millions. A sistership, the New York, which also israpidly approaching completion, isnow in course of construction at theNew York navy yard.

When his second son, Francis H. Mc-
Adoo, was married last spring Presi-
dent Wilson and his family motored to
Baltimore to attend the wedding. Mr.
McAdoo, who is the builder of the Hud-
son tunnels, knew the Wilson family
before his entry into the cabinet and
has been an intimate friend of the
president since early in the

campaign.
Miss Wilson was educated in the pri-

vate schools at Princeton, N. J., and
during the last few years has been
making frequent trips to Philadelphia
to an art school, where she has studied
painting.

The Alaska Railroad Bill Has Become I

a Law.

Washington. March 12. President Wil-
son today signed the bill authorizing theexpenditure of 335,000,000 for the construc-
tion of a government owned railway in
Alaska.

Ambassador Page Says Canal Speech
Was Merely a "Pleasantry.'

London, March 12. Walter Hines
Page, the United States ambassador.
was much surprised when told today
of the resolution passed by the sen
ate in connection with his speech last
night at the dinner of the Associa
tion of Chambers of Commerce. He
declined to discuss the matter until
he had received an official demand for
an explanation and details as to what
portion of his speech objection was
made. l

He put the question to the inter-
viewer: ""The speech was innocent
enough, wasn't it?" Asked whether
objection might be taken to the last
sentence- of bis ' speech, referring to
the Panama canal, Mr. Page replied
that that was a pleasantry. The am-
bassador spoke late in the evening

and his remarks were extemporane
ous. They were made after most of
the reporters had left and no verba-
tim reports were made of them. The
London papers differ slightly In the
wording of the ambassador's remarks
regarding Panama and Central Amer
ican investments.

Ambassador Page said that the
most accurate report of his speech
was contained in the Daily Telegraph,
from which the essential parts are
quoted verbatim, as follows:

"The people of the United States
regarded the British empire as the
guardian of freedom in all parts of
the world, and as a promoter of trade.
He would not say that the United
States had constructed the Panama
canal for the British people but it
added, greatly to the pleasure of build-
ing it that the British people would
make the most profit out of if." - -

"He could say a similar thing about
the recent lowering of the American
tariff. It was not in order' to please
the British people but because it was
considered economically sound. Nev-
ertheless, it added to the pleasure of
doing it, when he reflected that Amer-
ica would receive more trade from
this country."

Chamberlain's Resolution.

The resolution calling on Walter H.
Page, American ambassador to Great
Britain, for an explanation of a Pan-
ama canal speech which he is report-
ed to have delivered before the Asso-
ciated Chambers of Commerce in
London, was adopted today by the
senate. -

The resolution was introduced to-
day by Senator Chamberlain, Demo-
crat, of Oregon, an opponent of the
repeal of the free tolls provision. In
the' reference to the resolution, Sen-
ator Chamberlain quoted a report of
the speech as printed in a New Tork
morning paper.

The resolution then calls on the
secretary ot state to furnish to the
senate without delay a copy of the
speech made by the American am-
bassador, and particularly that part
thereof giving his definition of the
Monroe doctrine and that portion
thereof in which he is alleged to have
stated that the British would profit
most by the use of the Panama canal,
and that he call upon the American
ambassador to furnish forthwith, for
the use of the senate, any evidence on
which that portion of his speech was
based wherein he is alleged to nave
said that it added greatly to the pleas-
ure of the people of the United States
in the building of the Panama canal
to know that the British would profit
most by Its use. -

The definition attributed to the am-
bassador was that the Monroe doc-
trine simply meant this:

"That the United States would pre-
fer that no European government
should gain more land in the new
world."
