| . wound after a pistol duel, in which
i Baca sald he rirst was shot through
the coat.

Elfege Baca was born in Topeka
and lived here when a boy six or eight
years old. The Baca residence was on
Quincy sireet, near the present site of
the I.. M. Penwell chapel. a went
from here to Seocorro, N. M., in 1854
and there he obtained an education.

Baca has visited here several times
and is a close friend of Charles L.
Mftchell of Crane & Co, His mother
and two sisters are burled in Topeka
cemetery.

Baca has had a successful career,
He was deputy sheriff and later sher-
) iff at Socorro, in the days when that
. town was the rendezvous of all of the

crooks and bad men- in the west. The
] Topekan cleaned up that territory as
gheriff. He acquired a8 wide reputa-
tion as a fearless officer and later en-’
tered politice more extensively. He
hecame one of the politicial leaders of

te. >
“M.,\:t T:. lawyer, Elfego Baca., who is
of Mexican extraction, was one of the
most prominent In his state. Two
vears ago he was admitted to practice
before the United States supreme
court.

=

One of his biggest cases was his|-

defense of General-Salazar, one of
Huerta’'s commanders, Salazar and
his staff crossed the Jine into the
United States when Villa's forces made
it too hot for them in Mexico. Salazar
was transferred, under guard, from
Fort Blias to Fort Wingate, near Gal-
lup, N. M., and the case of his extra-
ditlon came up in the United States
district court. Baca was engaged to
defend him and was succesaful in win-
ning his case. Salazar, by the way,
was later smuggled out of the coun-
try and-is now in command of an army
in eastern Mexico.

According to his Topeka friends, the
duel that was the cause of his arrest
this week, was probably due to a dis-
pute over the Mexican trouble because
Baca took mo great an interest in the
politieal conditlons then, being a close
personal friend of Diaz, Madero and
Huerta,
