REFUSED TO MOVE

Defenders of Przemysl Would
Not Join in Sortie.

Only a Few Thousand BMade

Up Forlorn Hope.

LAST RATIONS WERE ISSUED

Soldiers Told to Cut Their Way
to Freedom

And Under No Circumstances to
Return to Forfress.

Poirograd, March 22. — Events
which preteded the final desperatoe
#ortie of the beleaguered garrison in
the Austrian fortress of Przemysl, de-
glgned to Lreak through the encireling
ring of Russian troops, are described
In an official communication issued
here. The statement savs:

“During the last days before the
final sortie. the garrison received in-
creascd rations. Each soldier was
given biscuits to last five days, warin
new clothing and new boots, Offi-
cers were instructed to explain to the
troops that If they returned to the for-
tress un Inglorious fate awsnited them
and conseguently thes, must pierce the
Russian front at any cost.

“An easterly direction was chosen
for the sortie as the line of least re-
pistance as well as because it led to
the district where the Russians

participute in the sortie but several
units refused to move despite the urs-
tnes of the commanders. Only the
280 Honved Jdivision and some parts
of the &5th
sars took an active part.

“An official Austrian communici-
tion states that the garrison returned
to Presmysl because it encountered
overwhelming Russian forces. In this
connection it should be noted that the
Ruaszian forces near Prezemysl never
were large and the great sortie was
repulsed  principally by territorial
wreops and reserves. The total num-
ber of the caplured garrison excecded
Hussian expectation., Follawing is the

How Turks Sank French Ship
in Pardanelles.

Paris, Mairch 23.—Standing pt sa-
lute nnd shouting “Vive la France,”
The officers and crew of the French
batileship Bouvet sank in the Darda-
nelles Mareh i8%, went down with their
ship, according to the Tenedgs corre-
spondent of the Athens Patris, who
thus describes the action in which the
Bouvet and the Gaulois were engaged:

“The captain of the Bouvet had
been ordered to cross a  dangerous
mine xone and force a passage 10
Chanak Kalessi, thus making the al-
les masters of the stralts as far as
Nagara. At 1:20 p. m. the Bouavet was
five miles from Chanak and was firing
at Fort Dardanus. She had crossed
two mine zones. The Gaulois fol-
lowed, firing all her guns. The com-
mander of the Bouvet, by gkillful
maneuver, avoided two mines which
were exploded by a destroyer, but a
third struck her in the region of her
magazines and she sank by the head.

“Seven survivors of the DBouvet
climbed into a boat and spent the
night in a bay on the Europecan side
of the straits. They were taken off
the next day by a British destroyver.

“When the captain of the Gaulols
saw the Bouvet was sinking he or-
dered ‘full steam ahead, without an
instant’s hesitation, but his ship had
been struck seven times and he was
obliged to put back, anchoring off
Mavrais island.”

A dispatch from Mytilene says a di-
vision of the allied fleet is still keep-
ing watch on the Gulf of Smyrna.

Red Cross nurses attached to the
Russian army preceded the victorious
Slavs Into Przemy=sl. Several hospital
units entered the city before noon yves-
terday and began administering to
hundreds of Austrians. These were
wounded in the last desperale sorties
of the gurrison and had been tumbled
into houses with scarcely any medical
attention.

The condition of the Austrian de-
fenders was pitiful. Though the gar-
rison had an adequate food supply un-
til a few weeks ago, nearly all the
Austrians were suffering from lack of
heavy c¢lothing. The uniforms they
received last autumn were in tatters,
Within the last few days all kKinds of
animals have been slanghtered for
their meat and the garrison would
have faced starvation within 48 hours.

A dispatch to the war office today
| stated the inner forts of Przemysl had
been partly destroyed by the Austrians
before General Kusmanek ran up the
|whil-? flagz. The Ausirians, however,
lacked sutficient explousives to level
the forts and the damage can be re-
paired within a few weeks, A Russian
force of probably 10,000 men will be
left to garrison the city,

Public buildings and private homes
in Przemysl suffered but little from
the bombardment. The Ruaossian gun-
| fire wans accurntely aimed and none of
the towne landmarks suifered.

What disposition will be made of
the Russian army that Invested Prze-
mysl was a subject for much specula-
tion today. There were reports that
ithe Russian forces would be sent
ngainst the fortress of Cracow; that
they would move southward to aid in
the invasion of Hungary and that they
would be huorried to the southeast to
march into Bukowina.

Despite heavy snowstorms, the Rus-
sinns are making progress between
Dukla and Lupkow passes.
