SENT TO THE BOTTOM

Another British Merchantman Sunk
by German Submarine.

London, March 26. Another Brit-
ish merchantman has been sent to the
bottom as a result of German sub
marine warfare. The steamer Dei- -
mira was torpedoed in the English
channel after the crew had been per-
mitted to quit the ship.

Infantry attacks were made by both
French and German troops yesterday
at various points, chiefly in the Meuse
region. Each reports that the attacks
of the other were repulsed.

The status of military operations in
northern Poland remains in question.
Official reports give no idea of the
operations beyond bare announce
ments of the results of isolated en-
gagements and little is known except
that a battle of importance over a long
front is under way. Petrograd dis-
patches convey the idea that the Ger
mans have-al- l but abandoned their at-
tempt to break through the Russian
line and penetrate to the Warsaw re-
gion from the north. Today's official
Berlin statement says the Russians
were defeated in engagements to the
east of Augustowo.

"TOO MUCH MUSTARD"

Bottle Washer and Pastry Cook's
Helper Fight at Restaurant.

Because the chief bottle washer
made a swipe at the pastry cook's
helper with the bread knife and near-
ly amputated an eyebrow, dinner was
a little behind hand at one of the up
town restaurants this noon. The vic-
tim of the affray withdrew for repairs
to a local doctor's office where a well
placed stitch or two did the work of
the eight or nine that would have
been required had the chief bottle
washer been nearer to the object of his
attack.

None of the guests suspected the
real reason for the slight delays in the
delivery of their orders from behind
the swinging doors which veil the
mysteries of the cuisine, and the
waitresses unjustly came in for most
of the blame. Order in the kitchen
was restored with no great delay and
there was evidently an intention of
settling the dispute out of court, for
no complaint was entered at the police
station at the time.

The committee wants to see thesuggestions made in the social survey
carried out as far as possible; to have
the municipal farm plan developed,
and the municipal lighting plant en-
larged so that it will be possible for
the city to furnish light and power at
reduced cost to the consumers.

Permanent officers will be namedat this meeting of the committee,
which is representative of numerous
Topeka civic organizations.
