The new Santa Fe grain elevator
near Argentine, Kan., will be com-
pleted by August 1. Contract for the
remainder of the construction was let
this week to the Wells Brothers' com-
pany, of Chicago. This elevator, when
completed, will be the largest west of
the Mississippi river and in storage
capacity, one of the largest in the
world.

The original buildings, elevator,power and work house, had a totalstorage capacity of 1,040.500 bushels
in the 24 bins. These bins were 25
feet in diameter. The original power
house was built by Witherspoon, Eng-la- r

and company, of Chicago, and thestorage bins by C. A. Fellows, formermayor of Topeka. The bins are 8 0
feet high. The first work was done
in 1906,

The second addition to the elevatorwas constructed in 1913, 48 bins be-
ing added, making the storage capaci-
ty larger by 1,632,900 bushels. The
new addition will have 28 bins, a stor-
age capacity of 2.062,000 bushels,
making the total capacity of the ele-
vator August 1, 4,739,400 bushels.
