The real pelitical fight in Kansas
has been between the Curtis-Bristow
factions conecerping an-instructed del-
egation to tHe mext nationzl conven-
tion. BSenatgr Curtie has maintained
that Kansas Ras no favorile son in the
running and should send a delegaticn
free to use 1ts best judgment. Bristow
has opposed the idea by declaring that
the delegation should carry instruc-
tions. The issue threatens to involve
every politiclar of prominence in the
state and Burten's suggestion of a
bound delegation for Curtis may run
Bristow up & tree if the boom should
should take root.

It is known that Bristow is ambl-
tious to return to the T'nited States
senate. It is aleo regardcd as not im-
probable that Governor Capper played
clever polities in the appointment of
the retiring senator to the head of the
utllities commission. His action re-
warded Bristow for keeping faith in
the last campaign and because of the
appointment would make BRBristow's
activities in his own bahalf more or
less embarrassing should Cappeér him-
self deslrg to run for sensator in 1915,
And then as for a presidential boom
for Curtis who defeated Bristow for
renomination! Horrors!! It would be
a nightmare to the angular Salina
statesman who presides over the util-
itles commission.

Burton's Endorsement.

No man In Kansas knows these facts
better than does J. Ralph Burton. And
sitting at his 4ypewriter, Burton en-
dorsed Bristow’s stand for an in-

Say Germans Used Gases,

London, May 3.—The war office to-
day lssued this statement:

These attacks were both repulsed.
We lost no ground, and we inflicted
heavy casualties on the enemy in
spite of the fact thalt he again used
poisonous gases, emitted both from
tubes in the trenches and from espe-
cially manufactured shells.

“A German aeroplane yesterday aft-
ernoon was chased by one of our ma-
chines to within rifle range of our
trenches, and then brought down by
our fire.”

Turks Report Successes,

Constantinople, Mayv 3.—The Turk-
ish war department today gave out the
following official statement:

“In consequence of the attacks pro-
ceeding successfully for us the ene-
my has not succeeded in improving
his position on the coast of the Gal-
lipoli peninsula. The fire of our bat-
teries directed against the enemy at
Seddul Bahr shows good results.”

The statement claims that the
French battleship Henrl IV and the
British battleship Vengeance have

been damaged by shelis from the guns |
of the Turkish forts, and it says that
the Russian Black sea fleet demon-
strated for an hour off the Bosphorous
and then retired rapidly In a northern

direction.
German Attacks Futile.

Paris, May 3.—The French war of-
fice this afternoon gave out this state-
ment:

“The Germans yesterday made two |
attacks with asphyxiating gases. Oné ||
was to the north of Ypres, near St
Julien, and the other was to the south
of Ypres, near HIill No. 60. Neither
one accomplished anything.
