Bryan’s Successor Sworn In as
Secretary of State.

Many Diplomats and High Oifi-
cials Witness Ceremony.

. APPOINTMENT PLEASES ALL

Republicans as Well as Demo-
crats Gratified With Selection.

New Premier a Man of Many
Accomplishmentis,

Washington, June 24.—The United
Btates government today notifled wull
foreign governmentis of the appoint-
ment of Robert Lansing to be secre-
tury of state. Notice was also sent to
all diplomati: and consular represen-
tatives of the United States in forelgn
countrica.

Mr. Lansing took the oath of office
today as the successor to William: Jen-
nings Bryan. High officlals, diplomats
and close personal friends were on
hand to witness the ceremony and to
extend their congratulations.

Few appointments in recent years
have given such widespread satisfac-
tion in the national capital, Mr, Lan-
ging is a lifelong Democrat, but he
has devoted his time to international
law and diplomacy and Is as popular
with former, Republican officials as
with his collengues,. Memberas of the
cabinet who talked with the president
on the subject were unanimous in
their recommendation that he should
be appointed. Colonel E. M. House
and other close personal friends of the
president advised the selection and
Mr. Bryvan himeelf, although not con-
sulted, is understood to have hoped
for the promotion of Mr. Lansing,

Appointment Announced.

Official announcement of the sclee-
tion of Mr. Lansing, who has been
serving as secretary ad interim since
the resignation of Mr. Bryan on June
8, was made in the followilng state-
ment issued from the White House at
6 o'clock Wednesday night:

“Before leavi this evening for a
brief rest in New Hampshire, the
president announced that he had of-
fered the post of secretary of state Lo
Mr. Robert Lansing, the present coun-
sclor of the department of state, and
that Mr. Lan=ing had accepted the ap-
pointment.”

A commission was prepared which
President Wilson siguned, giving Mr,
Lansing a recess appointment. When
congrees reconvenes the nomination
will go to the senate. No opposition
to his appointment ig anticipated.

One of the peculiar clircumstances
in connection with Mr. Lansing's ap-
pointment is the fact that he person-
ally has no political backing or influ-
ence. Succeeding W, J. Bryan, fore-
most among the ieaders of the Demo-
cratic party, a4 comparatively un-
known quantity in the political world
has been ushered into the premiership
of the cabinet. ‘This very fact, indeed,
commended itself to the president's
advisers as a reason for the appoint-
ment of Mr. Lansing, the argument
being advanced that at so critical a
time in the nation's history, the people
of the LUnited Swmtes wished all po-
litical considerations subordinated.

Familiar With Duties,

Mr. Lansing takes office thoroughly
familiar with the personnel and organ-
jzation of the department of ite,
convers=ant with confidential detai
all the important negotintions conduct-
ed by the United States gince the Wil-
son administration b.gan. Moreover,
he nas a wide knowledge of politics
under previous administrations, uand
an especially intimate acgquaintance
with Moxican atfairs and Far Eastern
diplomacy.

Myr. Lansing s 51 years of age, a
native of Waatertown, N. Y., and a
descendant of the family of John
Lansing, who represented New York
iy the constitutional convention in
1787 at Philadelphia and later was
chancellor of the =late of New York.

After graduation from Amherst col-
lege in 1556 Mr. Lansing chose the
profession of his father and ancestors
—the lnw—and continued In private
practice except when retulned by the
American government or foreizn na-
tlons in importiunt cases He enjoys
the distinction of having represented
the United States In more interna-
tional arbitrations than any other liv-
ing American anid a French authority
recently wrote that Mr. Lansing prob-
ably had huad a longer and broader
experience in International arbitration
and had appeared more frequently
before International tribunals than
any living lawyer.

Popular With Diplomats,

Mr. Lan ng was one of the found-
ers of the American Soclety of Inter-
national Luw and has written a book
on constitutional Jaw. He has asso-
clated for years with diplomatists at
home and abroad and is well liked by
members of the diplomatie corps here.

For many years, Mr. Lansing, who
is a man of considerable means, has
Uved here with his father-in-law,
John W. Foster, who was secretary of
state under President Harrison., Mrs.
Lansing is one of the popular mem-
bers of the official and diplomatie cir-
cle having breathed the atmosphere
of diplomacy since childhood. They
have no children

Aside from his success as a lawyer
and diplomatist, Mr. Lansing is
known to his friends as a devoted and
successful golfer and fisherman, some-
thing of a baseball fan, a skiilful land-
scape painter, as well as &8 draftsman
and the possessor of the gift of a voice
known to his friends but not the gen-
eral public.

The appointment of Mr. Lansing as
secretary createa a vacancy in the of-
fice of counsellor of the stute depart-
ment. It is not expected that any im-
mediate selection will be made as
Chandier Anderson, counsellor under
the adminlstration of Secrsiary Knox
for several months, has been specially
employed to handle some of the nu-
merous guestions which the war
raised,

Mr. Anderson dnes not desire a per-
manent appolatment. It is consid-
ered very likely that Presidont Wilson
will leave to Mr. Lansing the task of
selecting his counsellor.

WABASH SALE PUT OFF

Postponement to Give More Time to
Prospective Purchaser.

St. Louls, June 23.—This is the day
originally advertised for the sale of
the Wabash railroad under foreclos-
ure, and to conform to tha legal re.
quirements, the special master, Ches-
ter H. Crum, was expected to an-
nounce at the Wabash freight station

that the sale had been postponed until
July 21.

It is understood that the road will
be bid in by a re-organization commit-
tee, acting for the Equitable Trust
company of New York, which holds
the mortgage which is to be fore-
closed.

No other bidder is expected and the
postponement of the sale was taken
to allow the committee time to per-
fect its plans.

HONORTOHOUSTON

New York Man Slated to Head
Advertising Clubs.

Philadelphia Is Named as 1916
Convention City.

Chicago, June 24 —1TIt Is the con-
sensus of opinion that Herbert S,
Houston of New York will be elected
president of the Associated Advertis-
ing Clubs of the World. The election
of officers will be late today.

Philadelphia was the unanimous
cholee of the nominating board for the
next convention. Nomination Is re-
garded as equivalent to election.

The cducation movement in the line
af advertising has received much con-
sideration from the ad men. Presi-
denit William Woodhead said this
movement was bringing about the
praciteal efficlency man as contrasted
to the theoreticul efficiency man of
=everal years ago.

Harry Tipper, chairman of the com-
mittee on colleges and aniversities,
sald that from correspondence with
eighty institutions, he believed the
time had arrived when definite out-
linings for an advertising course could
be made. All Institutions would have
courses in advertising within a few
vears, he believed.

Frank Stockdale spoke briefly on
“How Truth in Advertising Wins." He
sald:

“Many business men confuse busi-
ness building with business getting., 1
hear a great deal of talk about ‘strong’
ad=: Can an ad be stronger than the
store behind it? Newspapers seem to
suffer most from objectionable adver-
tising. This is no fault of the news-
paper; it is the result of retailers'
abuses, which, in their turn, are the
result of ignorance. If we can train
retailers to the point where they do
not advertise comparative values we
shall have accomplished much.”

[Mr. Houston formerly lived in
Kansas and was the guest of the To-
peka Commercial club in May, before
which he delivered an address.]

Norton Defends Higher Rates
Before Commission.

Says Farmers Fight, but Do Not
Pay the Freight.
