RIGA IN DANGER

Germans Within 80 Miles of
Great Baltic Seaport.

New Teutonie Offensive of

Huge Proportions Is On.

London, July 17.—A new German
offensive of huge proportions with
Riga, a great Russian seaport and ‘he
geat of the governor general of the
Baltic provinces, as Its nbjective, Is
revealed in the latest official state-
ments Issued at Petrograd and Ber-
lin. Military experts ‘here construe
the offensive to be a vast envelop-
ment movement, in which the Ger-
mans are making a great effort to de-
stroy the Russian army.

Advices reaching London today say
the Germans left a trail of destruc-
tion along the Baltic sea from Memel
to Libau, where the villas, hotels and
casinos are said to have bheen destroy-
ed, about the only exception, it is said,
being the palace of a Polish nobleman
whose cousin married an Americai
woman, The palace mow is being
used as a military headquarters.

my glasses over the sea and saw &
white streak coming towards us
through the water. 1 wasn't sure at
first it was a streak, such as the wake
of a torpedo or the periscope of a
submarine, but the guestion was so0n
settled. It was a torpedo. We could
see it coming tcwards us at high specd.
When it appeared to be half a mile
or so off, the Orduna seemed to jump
ahead and a second afterwards 10
swerve to one side. It looked then
as if the torpedo would strike us aft.

“But 1t didn't. It passed not more
than ten vyards behind the rudder,
churning up a white wake of foam as
it passed by.”

1. 8. Ship as Shield.

The passengers, including Baron
Trosenkrantz, turned their glasses then
upon the sailing ship, and tried to
make out her name, Passengers said
they could not see clearly the letters
painted on her, but they were reason-
aby certaln that it was the “Nor-
manie” or a name similar to that
Maritime records here contain no
Normanie in the list of sailing vessels.
A near approach to this name, how-
ever, is that of the American bark
Normany.

In this connection it was recalled
here today that the Normany reached
Liverpool on July 12, three days after
the Orduna was attacked. at the end
of a voyage from Guifport, Miss. Upon
her arrival at Liverpool, numbers of
her crew said that the Normany was
stopped by a German submarine sixty
rmiles southwest of Tuskas Rock, off
the southeast coast of Ireland, Friday
night, July 9, and was forced to act
as a shield for the submarine which
hid her=elf from an approaching vessel
which proved to be the Russian steam-
er, Leo.

Blowing Up of Leo.

The submarine submerged, accord-
ing to the Normany's crew, and pro-
ceeded Around the Normany's bows.
Ten minutes later the crew of the
Normany saw the Leo blown up. This
occurred, the Normany's crew said,
on the night of July 9 The Orduna
was attacked on the morning of July
9 and the scene of the attack was
about twenty miles distant from the
spot where the Leo was sunk.

The captain of the Normany, how-
ever, specifically denied the story told
by the members of the crew. The
bark was stopped by the submarine,
he said, bhut was allowed to proceed
with some of the Leo's crew.

Resuming his narrative, of the ac-
cldent, Baron Rosenkrantz sald:

“A short time after the Lorpodo
had clipped past the Orduna’s stern—
it may have been fifteen minutes, it
may haveée neen half an hour—ua sub-
marine came into sicht. The torpedo
had come at us from the port and the
submarine that now loomed up was
abaft our starboard guarter.

A Second Submarine.
