EXCEED THE LIMIT

Attorney General’s Office Holds
That County Commissioners

Conferred by Law.

That the Shawnce county¥
sioners are not arbitrarily entitled to
receive for their services the
sum of $125 a month as a salary, and
that the commissioners exceed
authority in limiting J. A. Campbell,
Jr., eounty surveyor, to half time, is
the ruling of 8. N. Hawkes, assistant
attorney general, in an opinion handed
down at the request of county offl-
ecials. In his opinion, Hawkes also
{holds that the commissioners should

submit itemized statements a=s to the’

number of days they work for the
county and the amount of mileage
fees due them.

Hawkes also holds that “if at the
lend of a year the commissioners have
allowed any member of the Loard as
salary more than $5 a day for each
|day of service that excess could be
| recovered by action against that merm-
ber of the board.” Says Hawkes in
hs opinion:

“In addition to the salary the law
of 1912 allows each commissioner to
receive five cents a mile for each mile
actually and necessarily traveled in
the transaction of any of the duties
of his office. . . . If the commissioner
s allowed that five cente a mile he
should not bhe allowed the expense of
a hired rig or other travelling ex-
penses.”

About the Counly Surveyor.

As to the question of keeping the
| county surveyor's office open omnly
'half time. Mr. Hawkes writes: %

“It Is the absolute duty of the
| connty surveyor to keep hiz office
| open six day= In the weelk In this
county, the population of Shawnee

county being more than 50,000 The
county commissioners are given gen-
eral charge of the affairs of the
county, but so far as the management
of the office of another county of-
ficer is concerned, when that man-
agement s clearly defined in the
statute, the commissioners have no
farisdiction, and In my opinion, It is
not within the power of the com-
missioners to say when the county sur-
veyor shall keep his offlce open, nor
to say that he shall not receive £4 a
day for each of those days."

The request for the opinon was
made by Judge Hugh MacFarland of
the probate court and J. A. Camphell,
county surveyor, through Robert Gar-
ver, assistant eounty aAttorney.

Washington eels Danger of Break
With Germany Is IRemote.

Washington, Aug. 28.—Press dis-
patches from Berlin quoting the im-
perinl chancellor Von Bethmann-
Hollweg as saying Iif the German sub-
marine commander exceeded his In-
structions in sinking the White Star
liner Arabic, the German government
would give full satisfaction to the
United States, wnas regiurded here to-
day as confirming the impression al-
ready prevailing in official circles,
President Wilson had already recelived
Informal assurances from sources
close to Count von Bernstroff, the Ger-
| man ambassador, that Germany's next
communlieation on the subject would
be of a charncter satisfactory to the
United States,

Count Von Bernstorff conferred
with Seretary ILansing nearly an hour
this morning. It was understood the
ambassador reiternted it was not the
intention of the German government
that any Americans should be lost on
the Arabie.

The tenor of Berlin dispatches late
last night and early today, especianliy
the declaration of the German chan-
cellor, that proper reparation would
be made if the submarine commander
| exceeded his instructions, and the
public disclosure that Germany, after
the sinking of the Lusitania, had
taken steps to prevent another such
disaster, renewed the feeling In offi-
cial quarters here that friendly rela-
tions between the two countries would
not be broken by the Arabic inecident.

American officials have understood
for weeks that German submarine
commanders had been given instruc-
tions after the sinking of the Lusi-
tania designed to meet the representa-
tions of the United States, and there-
fore, the sinking of the Arablc was a
douable shock.
