No Records Whatever,

Although a search Iis still being
made of the cily records,
vet been found as to the time the
bonds were issued after they were
authorized, There is nothing to show
what price they brought, nor what was

done with the money. No records
have yvet heen found showing that thel
contractor who Dbuilt ths structure
ever received a cent from the city.

Such records may exist, or may have
at one time existed, but they have not
been found.

In the bond registry, however,
which is kept by the city treasurer,
the records show that on January 15,
1900, the first year's interest on these
bonds was due and was paid. So
probably the bonds were sold a year
prior to this, which indicates that a
period of nearly two years elap=ed be-
tween the time the bonds were author-
ized and the time they were sold,
which would make the date of their
sale fall within the Metsker adminis-
tration.

Mr. Cafran remembers nothing
about the bonds ever having been
sold. He does remember, however,

that there was considerable agitation
concerning them. The thought sug-

gests itself that the bonds, a&ll ready
to be =old. might have been held
while the agitation against the sale

lasted, and were later digposed of after
the public's attention was no longer
directed toward them.
