been kept in the state.

After the fifth of the month therains were general almost every day
in the eastern half of the state andthe monthly amounts were generally
above normal except in some extremewestern and north central counties.Many counties in the western part of
Kansas has received less than one inch
while in the eastern part totals of 13,
11 and 10 inches were not uncommon,
and in Allen county, scene of the re-
cent floods, the precipitation in the
southern part of the county was 17.93
inches,. This was the largest amount
in any one place in the state.

A peculiar feature of the month was
the wide variance of rain in restrictedareas. For instance, Shawnee county
received 5 inches, and Osage county,
just to the south of Shawnee, received
11.16 inches in the southern part. In
Coffey county the precipitation in the
northern part was 6.79 inches while
the southern part of the same county
received 14.22 inches.

In the western part of the state
Kearny count reported .60 of an inch,
Wichita county .5 9, Thomas county
.91 and Sheridan county received 87
of an inch.

The rains were heaviest in the east,
southeast and south-centr- al parts of
Kansas. Since the first of this year
the total precipitation for Kansas is
3S.89 inches, which is more than twice
the normal amount for this period and
greater than the amount for any cal-
endar year on record.
