The immediate cause of the allles’
loss of prestige is the defeat of the
nilies’ diplomats in the Balkans, But

spondency of the inability of the army
either to drive the Germans out of
France or to press forward in Alsace
and Leorraine. With the war In so
unsatisfactory a state at home, French
public opinion does not approve of the
dispatch of an expeditionary force to
the Balkans. The Vivianl cabinet has
laid itself open to serious criticism he-

| eures of the Halkan =situation,

The French people unquestionably
believe Greant Britain should take over
the responsibility of checking the Ger-
mans in the near east, and there ls,
too, an undoubted feeling that M.
Viviani has not got as much effective
assistanee from the British as he
ought. Criticism of Great Britaln has
intely become but thinly velled, in
France. French statesmen are now
intimating thnt the RBritish are guilty
of hesitation and incompetence. The
period of recrimination among mem-

vet begun openiy in Europe; but
France is mot concealing her disap-
pointment at the character of the as-
sistance she has received from her al-
lies. The Vivian! ministry. by offer-
ing ite resignation, has brought
France's relations with her allies to a
place where there must be plain
speaking. France can not afford to
occupy sccond place in the inter-
changes of opinions among members
of the quadruple entente,

The war i= entering upon a phases of
dangerous exhaustion for all the bel-
ligerents and the French people must
be In  an improved position diplo-

matically If they are to obtain thel

best results In the pence congress
after the war. By changing her min-
istry. France will be in a peosition to
ask for n new basis of understanding
among the allies. This new basis, in-
deed, In {ts new meaning. must relate
to the kind of peace acceptable to all
the aliien

That being so, the Balkan situation
may, in the end, work out favorably
to France. The German threat against
Egypt and other British eastern pos-
gessions makes the British empire for
the first time really dependent upon
the assistance of the allies,

France, therefore, can now tak more
convincingly to the Britlsh govern-
ment than at any other time since the
beginning of the war.
