STILL TOO HOT FOR COMFORT

Allies Determined Greece Must
Yield Free Hand.

Naval Fighting in Greek Wa-

ters To Be Expected.

MAY 'DEPOSE CONSTANTS

Removal of Grecian King May
Be Necessary

To Promote Allies' Cause in
Balkan States.

Saloniki, Not. 13 (Via Lon-
don, Nov. 16). After heavy
fighting with the reinforced Bul-
garian troops in southern Serbia,
the French were cqmpcllcd to re-
tire at two points in the- - vicinity
of Gradisce. 12 miles north of the
Greek bonier.

A Bulgarian attack along the
Cerna river was repulsed, with
heavy losses to the attackers.
Paris, Nov. 16. Naval fighting

German and Austrian submarines
against French and British cruisers
In Greek waters, is a possibility of the
very near future.

That the Greek government has re-

fused demands which the allies insist
on as essential to their safety; that the
allies are prepared to use force to
compel compliance with their wishes
and that the central powers undoubt-
edly will help King Constantine to re-ci-

is admitted in diplomatic quarters
today.

The allies are determined, even if
Greece will not help them in their
Balkan campaign, that she shall at
lest give them an entirely free hand.
Constantine was asked to guarantee
this. He has not done it. The state
ment is not made here or in London
that he said he would intern any
French or British troops who might
be driven out of Serbia or Bulgaria
into Greece, but the allies' impression
is that this is what he means to do.

Might Remove Greek King.
The allies are convinced that a great

majority of the Greeks are pro-allie- s:

although they want to help Serbia
against Bulgaria. They have definite-
ly made up their minds, however, that
King Constantine and the group which
surrounds him, are n.

If it ' becomes necessary for the
French and British to send a fleet to
Greece to insure with
their Balkan plans, it is hinted in well
Informed circles that there is just one
way that this insurance can be made
effective by putting another than
Constantine on the- - Greek throne.

The belief here is that nothing
many can do can avail to prevent the
final accomplishment of the allies
Greek program, even if .it involves un-
crowning Constantine. The subma-
rine, so far as French experts can see,
is the only - available weapon. The
struggle, if it comes, is deemed certain
to be a desperate one.

Hopes are entertained. however,
that Greece's king will not' dare to
defy the allies.

Denys Cochin, of the French cabi-
net, is in Athens today. It is expected
that British War Minister Lord Kitch-
ener, now in the Island of Lemons,
supposedly the allies' near eastern
naval base of operations, will visit the
Greek capital shortly.

The two will see King Constantine.
Rulgars in "New Offensive.

London, Xov. 16. The exact situ-
ation in central Macedonia is uncer-
tain. Dispatches from the near east
are conflicting and doubt as to the
time of events to which they refer in-
jects an additional element of uncer-
tainty. It is clear, however, that theBulgarians have been reinforced and
have begun a new offensive.

The operations in central Mace-
donia, according to Rome accounts,
present a most powerful menace to the

patch forwarded from London
early today.

The French are being pushed
back In sections of their line in
Southern Serbia under attacks by

. the reinforced Bulgarians. The
French retirement was at two
points near Gradisce, only twelve
miles north of the Greek border.

On the Cerna river the Frencn
beat off desperate attempts by
the Bulgarian forces to pierce the
French center, the troops of King
Ferdinand being checked along
the whole front in this fighting
xone.

The new Bulgarian movement
at Babuna pass threatens Perlepe
and Monastir, and the diplomatic
corps in Serbia is preparing to
proceed to Scutari Instead of to
Monastir.

Premier Asquith informed the
British house of commons that he
still hoped and believed that a
resort to coercive measures in
recruiting Great Britain's forces
would not be necessary.

MOTOR GO. TO MORGAN

White Auto Truck Concern Goes to
Entente Allies' Agent.

Cleveland, Nov. 16. Control of the
White company of this city, one of the
largest manufacturers of automobiles
and motor trucks in the world, has
practically passed into the hands of
J. P. Morgan of New Tork, fiscal agent
for the entente allies, local bankers
admitted today. It was stated in bank-
ing circles that the arrangements
might be concluded within a week. A
new corporation with $100,000,000
capital, it was, said, would absorb the
White company.

Since the outbreak of the Euro-
pean war sales, of White trucks have
amounted to between $20,000,000 and
$25,000,000 gross, on which profits
have been between $7,000,000 and
$10,000,000 it was said.

Early in the summer the White
company arranged for an increase In
capitalization sufficient to pay hold--
ers of the then $2,500,000 common'
stock a "melon" consisting of 100 per
cent in preferred and 100 per cent of
common, or $2,500,000 of each class
of stock. In addition, $500,000 of old
preferred stock was retired through
the issuance of new, bringing the to-

tal amount of stock outstanding up to
$8,000,000.

BLOW TO BOOTLEGGERS

Ijquor Prosecutions to Follow V.
Supreme Court Decision.

Kansas City, Mo., Nov. 16. The de
cision of the United States supreme
court holding that a man shipping
liquor, without labeling it as such,
from one state to another, may be
prosecuted in either state, was a very
important one to the state of Kansas,
according to a statement today by
Fred Robertson, United States attor-
ney for the district of Kansas.

As a result of it. Mr. Robertson
will bring to trial at Fort Scott, at the
next term of the United States district
court, in May, Joseph Freeman and
Frank W. Potts, alleged to have ship-
ped liquor from Joplin, Mo.; to Co-

lumbus, Cherokee county, Kansas.
According to the district attorney

the liquor was shipped in trunks as or-
dinary baggage. When the govern-
ment seized the trunks, however, the
district attorney said they were found
to contain whisky. A demurrer was
sustained by the lower court on a plea
that the men could not be prosecuted
in Kansas, as the alleged shipment did
not originate within that state.

Paris, Nov. 16. The Serbians have
Kalkandelen, taking 520

prisoners and large quantities of mu-
nitions, according to the Athens cor-
respondent of the Journal, telegraph-
ing Sunday.

The" Bulgarians again have occupied
Tetevo, which already has changed
hands several times, according to re-
ports current at Saloniki, says the
correspondent of the Petit Journal,
who adds that" no great significance
is attached to the possession of this
town since the forces engaged on
either side are small.

The Bulgarians have been reported
to be attempting, a turning move- -

ment against Babuna pass to Tetovo
and Gostivar, which would bring tbein
out at Perlepe, south of the Passes.

Convents Destroyed.
Vienna, Nov. 15. The bombardment

of Gorizia, which began October 18,
has lasted ever since, continuing with
varying intensity. An official an-
nouncement from the front describ-
ing it says:

"On several days more than 100
projectiles of all calibres, but espe-
cially heavy shells, fell on the town.
The bombardment usually begins
early in the morning, reaching its
climax between 3 and 4 o'clock in tho
afternoon, and relaxing towards eve-
ning.

"The convent of Monte Santo has
been burned and its church destroyed.
The Franciscan convent of Castag-naviz- za

with the burial TBiiit of
Charles X, Henry "V, and other mem-
bers of the Bourbon family has been
hit by Beveral shells which have dam-
aged the roof as well as paintings in
the church and convent.

CAPPER PROMISES PROTECTION

Old Soldiers May Testify With-ou- t

Fear of Punishment.

Oppression and Favoritism Are
Charged by Many Inmates.

Officers of the Kansas G. A. R.

Commander Meek will have tonight
for Dodge City. He will be accom-
panied by T. M. James, senior vice
commander, and General Bradfield,
adjutant general of the Kansas G. A.
R. These men will inspect the home

and take testimony concerning the
numerous complaints which have
come from inmates of the institution.

To Take Testimony.
"I wouldn't pretend to make a

statement as to the complaints which
we have received from inmates of
the home, except that ihey have been
numerous and covered a multitude ol
conditions." . said Commander Meek,
following his interview with the gov-
ernor. "It is our intention to make a
thorough, fair and impartial investi-
gation. I don't know just how this
inquiry will be conducted, except that
it will cover .every complaint. Consid-
erable testimony may be taken and
our finding will be covered in a spe-
cial report to the governor."

Given State Protection,
In his discussicn of the complaints

today. Commander Meek asked Gov-
ernor Capper for assurance that any
person who should be called upon to
testify would receive the protection
of the state. This assurance was giv-
en in a written statement.

Nov. 16. rRuraors that
Illinois Progressives will ask Colonel
Roosevelt to enter the race for the
Republican presidential nomination,
accompanied Medill McCormack of
Chicago, vice chairman of the Pro-
gressive national committee, into town
today.

McCormack went at once to Colonel
Roosevelt's home at Oyster Bay. It
was reported that he brought a re-
quest from Illinois-- supporters of
Roosevelt that tney be allowed to put

congress, and the Philippine bill will
be endorsed again.

At today's cabinet meeting each de-
partment heaa submitted his views
on what important matter should be
urged upon congress at the coming
session. 'The president will begin imme-
diately to write the message, doing
the work himself on his typewriter..

Because revenue raising legislation
must originate in the house the presi-
dent will confer further with house
leaders before finally deciding on his
recommendations as to how the addi-
tional revenue needed for the defense
plans should be raised.

The annual reports of cabinet mem-
bers will not be made public until
after tt- president delivers his mes-
sage to congress. Mr. Wilson will
take into consideration, however, the
recommendation of his official ad-
visers.

Attorney General Gregory after the
cabinet meeting revealed that he is
considering recommending amend-
ments to the Sherman anti-tru- st law.
so that the federal government can
better proceed in alleged plots to blow
up munitions factories and vessels.
He said at present it was difficult to
find laws covering the cases already
investigated.

Secretary Garrison informed the
president that he thought it advisable
to make public the recommendation
of the general staff of the army on
strengthening the military branch of
the government. It was decided that
the army general staff report would
be made public, but not until Secre-
tary Garrison's report is given out
after the president delivers his mes-
sage to congress.
