Freight Congestion in Xew
York Worst In History.

Rush of Munitions to Europe
Blocks Railroads.

New York, Nov. 17. Congestion of
freight in and around New lork con-
tinues to be so great as to cause ship
pers and transportation companies
serious concern. It is attributed main
ly to the rush of food stuffs and war
munitions for shipment to the bellig
erent nations.

It waj stated today that one Tall-roa- d
has upward of seven thousand

loaded cars blocked between Pitts
burg and this city and that several
hundred freight cars with locomotive
parts and railway equipment for Bus
sia are included in the blockade. No
relief is seen by railroad officials.

The president of one of the large
eastern railroads said today that the
congestion is the worst within his
memory. Some of the freight dis
tributed to southern ports or to Can
ada or vessels from other ports must
be rushed to New York to take on
the freisht he sai1. Tne railroad of
r1Cial declared that hundreds of
freight cars with shipments for Rus
sia were sent from Pittsburg to Seat
tle an unusual course. Other ship-
ments were sent to Montreal in order
to avoid New York. Exports of all
kinds from New York last week were
valued at $50,548,070, an increase of
more than $8,000,000 over the pre-
ceding week.

The ship was bearing
wounded soldiers.

FIRE DESTROYS COTTON

Company at Providence Working for
Allies Snffers Heavy Loss.

Providence, R. I.. Nov. 17. One
thousand bales of cotton in the East
Providence warehouse of the River
Spinning company were destroyed by
fire today. The company, it was
stated, had contracted to supply the
allies with a specially prepared prod-
uct, to be used in the preparation of
gun-cotto- n.

The origin of the fire is undeter-
mined. It was said that there was no
heat in the four story brick structure
where the cotton was stored and that
the light power had been turned off
last night.

The loss is estimated at $50,000.

FOOD PTS IN BERLIN

Authorities Theaten to Shoot Leaders
of Demonstrants.

London, Nov. 17. Frequent food
riots in Berlin, with threats from the
authorities that ring leaders will be
shot, if the disorders continue, are re-
ported today in Copenhagen dis-
patches.

A. S. THOMAS DIES

Pioneer Topekan Passed Away
at Silver Lake Today.

Was Prominent in Early Day
Topeka Politics.

Adolphus S. Thomas, Topeka pio
neer resident and landowner of Shaw-
nee county, and for many years clerk
of the United States district court at
Topeka, died at 6 o'clock this morning
at his home In Silver Lake. Mr.
Thomas had been In poor health for
two years. His condition became seri
ous Monday, and owing to his ad
vanced age he was unable to rally.
He was eighty-tw-o years of age.

Adolphus S. Thomas, pioneer Topekan,
wno died today.

Adolphus S. Thomas was born In
December, 1833, in Canton, Pa. He
was the oldest son of Chester Thomas,
for many years identified with the
early history of Topeka and Shawnee
county. The family came to Kansas
in 1864 and settled in Topeka. "Un-
cle Chet" was police judge here for a
long period. "Dolph" Thomas became
clerk of the United States district
court in 1865, a position which he
held for twenty-thre- e years, resigning
in November, 1888, on account of ill
health. Mr. Thomas received his ap-
pointment to the office from John F.
Dillon, father of Hiram Dillon of To-
peka. He was succeeded in office by
George Sharitt. now a resident of To
peka.

Pioneer In Scientific Farming.
Following his resignation from the

federal office Mr. Thomas devoted his
time to his farm. He was an exten-
sive owner of Kaw valley land and
was one of the pioneers of scientific
farming. For a considerable period
Mr. Thomas lived in Topeka near
Stormont hospital. After lea-in- the
court position he used to spend his
time at his farm near Silver Lake, re-
turning home Saturday evenings. He
moved to Silver Lake about fifteen

1 DEFECTIVE LESS IN WORLD

Mother Says Mature Shonld
Correct Its Blunder.

Physician Who Withheld Knife
Expects Criticism.

Chicago, Xot. 17. Police Chief
Healy this afternoon called a hur-
ried conference with Commission-er of Health Kobertson and Coro-
ner Hoffman, to decide what ac-
tion, if any, those departments
can take to compel the tierman-Amerlc- an

hospital to perform an
operation to save the life of the
defective infant of Mr. and Mrs.
Allan Bollinger.

Chicago, Nov. 17. A ballot to de
termine whether to attempt to save
the life of a deformed sub-norm- al In
fant or whether by Inertia to let the
child die, resulted in a death sentence
for the little one today.

The infant's mother, told that an
operation might save the child's lif
although no known human lntelllgenca
could promise any mental develop
ment for the babe, wept and agreed
to abide by the Judgment of the physi-
cians. Of a score of hospital nurses'
consulted, one alone voted for the life
of the child. Dr. H. J. Hazeldlne took
the responsibility, cast the deciding
vote and did not perform the opera-
tion. The child was still alive tonight
but authorities at the hospital said
would probably not live through an-
other 24 hours.

So the Line Is Drawn.
"It is a question of ethics." said Dr.

Hazeldlne. "While we all know
physicians do not allow monstrosities
to live, the line must be drawn some
where. I have drawn the line In this
case.

"The child could have been savedas one more idiotic defective. De
fectives are prolific. It would repro-
duce its kind and these initial de
formities would have become magni-
fied and multiplied."

Mrs. Anna BolJinger told today thestory of her consent to let her boy.
deiormed in body and mind, die,
rather than live a life "barren and
useless."

"Not Heartless," Mother Says.
"It is not heartless of me." Mrs.

Bollinger said. "I loved the poor lit
tle deformed one as I love my three
other healthy children, but the doc
tor told me it would be a cripple all
its lire probably an imbecile andpossibly criminal. I gave my consent
to its death. Left to itself it hasno chance to live. I consented to letnature take its course.

"No one need to think me an un-
natural mother. This poor little one,
if allowed to live, would be barren,
useless. It is one of nature's blun-
ders, and I am willing that nature
should correct its error by my biby s
death. I am satisfied I am doing right.
Dr. Hazeldine sa.d he was prepared
to face bitter criticism and defend
his course."

"I have no doubt that I shall be
called a murderer," he said, "but thainfants death is a question between
me and my conscience."

The baby, born affer its mother hadbeen seriously ill with typhoid fever,came into the world last Friday.

day, endeavoring to recover the bodies
of twenty-fiv- e men buried under tons
of debris in the third level of the
iNortnwesiern improvement company s
coal mine at Ravensdale, thirty-fiv- e
miles southeast of here.

The bodies of six. including Fore- -
man P. J. Kane, were recovered last i

nigni, ana tne rescuers nave nopes or
reaching two more within a fev.--

hours, but the others are so far back
in the wreckage-choke- d level, 1,500
feet underground, that it is feared it
will take many hours to reach them.

Reports circulated last night that
fire in the mine was delaying the res-
cuers were declared to be untrue. The
report gained credence because a
large cloud of smoke poured out of
the main slope when the explosion
occurred and from the fact that the
bodies recovered had been seared by
fire. Thi3 was explained, however, as
due to the sheet of flame which
swept through the mine when the ex-
plosion occurred.

The cause of explosion still is un-
known, although It is believed that
coal dust was ignited by a "windy
shot."
