The long delayed influx of wheat
has commenced and for the first time
this year millers are getting enough
grain to meet the demands made on
them. Until a short time ago, it is
estimated, that not more than thirty
or forty cars of grain had been
shipped to North Topeka by the Union
Pacific Railway company. Since that
road has commenced hauling wheat,
however, one mill alone has obtained
more wheat than all mills combined
had been able to get heretofore this
year. In the past two weeks, more
than 300 cars pf grain have been
brought to North Topeka by the Union
Pacific.

Practically all of the better grade of
wheat is coming from the western
part of the state and from Colorado.
As the wheat line comes east, the
quality of the grain is of an inferior
grade due to the heavy rainfall in the
