it says, “agrees exceedingly well with
the practice of the entente powers in
regard to gquestions affecting the sov-
ergignty of small nations."
2,600 More Serbs Taken.,

Berlin, Nov. 22.—The capture of
more than 2,600 Serbians wasz an-
nounced by the German wWir office jo-
day. Filve cannon and four machine
guns were taken ln the field opera-
tions, while In the Novipazar arsenal
fifty large mortors and eight cannon «of
an old type were found.

Little activity on either the Zus-
slan front or that in France and Bel-
gium 'is reperted by Germaun aray
headquarters in today's officinl stale-
ment. It is announced that the Rus-
sians were driven back when they

made an advance near Illoukst In the
Dvinsk region.

Serbians Win Victory.

FParis, Nov. 22 —The report that the
Serblans have won an important vice-
tory over the Bulgarians near Lesko-
vatls, on the Nish-Salonika railrord, 206
miles south of Nizh, Is corroborated In
a dispatch recelved toduy from  the
Eerblan minister at Athens. The mes-
gEage says that after 4 battle of several
days, in which the Bulgarians sus-
tained snormous losses, the remnants
of their army fled in disorder to the
eastern bank of the Morava river
