"PORK BARREL" METHODS.
Congressman Taggart's announce

ment that he proposes to ask for a
share for Kansas of any big appro-
priations that congress may make for
increasing the military preparedness of
the nation is rather discouraging. It
would seem to provide all the evi-
dence needed that an effort will be
made by some congressmen, at least,
to inject the indefensible "pork bar-
rel" methods in the making of what
ever appropriations may be necessary
for the development of such military
and naval plans as may be decided
upon. There may be some plausibilty
to Mr. Taggart's suggestion that gov-
ernment arms and ammunition plants
should be placed safely in the interior
of the country. But the best way to
locate such plants would seem to be
for congress to accept the advice of
the military authorities as to where
they should be placed, and not for
Congressman Taggart and his legisla
tive- - conferees to parcel them out
amongst themselves for their districis
or states. Just such methods are the
ones that have dissipated a consid
erable part of the rather enormous
military appropriations that ha"e
been made by the United States dur-
ing the past decade and longer, and
from whicn there has been no rea
sonable return. To satisfy the sel-
fishness of members of the house and
senate, expensive army posts that
have no military value or strategic
importance have been maintained in
large numbers. Mammoth navy yards
have been built in localities unsuited
to their purpose and the real needs
of the navy. In this way, the best in-

terests of the nation as a whole have
been subordinated to the desires of
members of congress to bring home
some of the "bacon." And Congress-
man Taggart's attitude would seem to
indicate that this same old game will
be played in congress when the ap-
propriations for improving our army
and navy come up for consideration.
And what would appear to make Mr.
Taggart'. position all the more un-
tenable is his personal opinion that
a foreign invasion of these United
States is merely a "troubled dream."
On that theory we do not need either
an enormous navy or a much larger
army. At the same time Mr. Taggart
seems convinced that our present mil-
itary defenses are wholly inadequate.
This suggests that the appropriations
that their necessary development
would enta.il are the things that ap-
peal to Mr. Taggart most, and espe-
cially so in view of his announcement
that Kansas must have a part of
them.

More than just passing notice should
be given to the observations of Dr.
DeVilbiss, in charge of the child wel-

fare department of the state board of
health, that of the 40,000 babies born
in Kansas each year no less than one
in every nine dies through ignorance
of their proper care. This doesn't jibe
very well with the high degree of
general intelligence that Kansans are
supposed- - to possess. It is also the
best possible evidence of the need that
Kansas has for just such a state
agency that Dr. DeVilbiss is conduct-
ing so well, and her efforts to reduce
this infant mortality should be given
the heartiest on all sides.
When all is said and done, the baby
crop is the most important crop in
Kansas.
