FIERY RAIN JjYffl GORY FIELD

Austrians Pour Shells of All
Caliber Into Zone.

Rome's Relentless Offensive on
Carso Plateau a Success.

Rome, Nov. 25. An important vic-
tory for the Italians was scored when
Austrian trenches between the fourth
summit of Monte San Michele and
the church of San Martino were taken
by storm and held in spite of desper-
ate counter-attack- s, says an official
statement issued tonight by the war
office.

The communication follows:
"During the night of the 22-2- 3 and

the following day the enemy sought
by surprise and force to recapture,
some of the important positions taken
by us. These actions, always preceded
by an intense artillery fire, occurredon Col Di Lana, m the Zagora sec-
tion, and on a height northeast of Os-lav-

All these attacks were repulsed
with very heavy loss for the enemy,
who left more than 300 bodies on
hill No. 18S.

GOLD WAVE COMING

Sudden and Violent Change
Weather Is Forecast.

A drop in temperature with snow
tonight is the prospect according to
the forecast, issued by the weather
bureau today. With the mercury
soaring high above the normal mark
this morning the change will be sud-
den anel will be keenly felt.

The forecast reads: "Unsettled and
colder, with rain turning to snow in
the eastern part of the state tonight:
fresh winds; Friday warmer in the
west and central portions of Kansas."

Last night was the warmest night
since November 7. The lowest tem-
perature was 5 7 degrees, 2 9 degrees
above normal. One year ago today
was the warmest November 2. on rec-
ord at Topeka. The high reaeling on
that day was 70 degrees. The lowest
on record was 18 degrees in 1393. The
wind this morning blew at the rate of
ten miles an hour from the south.

The wind, shifting to the northwest
at 6:30 o'clock this morning, drove themercury elown rapidly, the fall be-
tween i) and 10 o'clock being ten de-
grees. By 12 o'clock the temperature
was down to 45 and still falling. The
mercury will go below the freezing
mark tonight.
