The judge explained that he
did nrot understand the story or he
would have parcled him from
bench. It would have been cruelty ta
have refused the father who came to
plead for his son and to have kept the
boy for cne or two years In the Institu-
tion.

J. C. Mohler, Secretary State
Board of Agriculture,

Addresses Students at the
Hays Experiment Station.

WASTE OF TIME AND MONEY

Producer and Consumer Should
Be Brought Together, He Says,

Deeper Study Should Be Given
to Methods of Production,

Hays, Kanp.,, Nov. 28.—J. C. Mohler,
secoretary of the state board of agri-
culture, today fold students at the ex-
periment station that Kanszas needed
some new system of business operation
that would bring together the pro-
ducer and the consumer., It i= thls
gap in tha business world, he declared,
which is causing waste of time and
money and promoges the high cost of
living. }

Deaper study should be given the
raising of grains and live stock—al-
ways with one eye on the market of
supply and demand—that the profits
of the producer might be increased
and the expense to the consumer
might be legsened. Mohler pointed out
many iteme of unnecessary expense in
the handling of live stock and urged
that Kansas stockmen engage mare
extensively In stock breeding. The
palmy days of the cattle ranges are
gone, he told the students

Another reform needed on the Kan-

sas farm ie the adoption of & more
economical and efficient method of
marketing products, Mohler stated.

] County exchange hureaus would lessen
‘the cost of handling cattle, he =aid.
On the other hand, the building of
private or co-operative grain elevators
would mean severkl cents a bushel to
the wheat producers. in the western
counties.
Mohler's Address,

Mohler said in part:

“The gap between the producer and
consumer needs to be abridged. There
is some slnok that should be Lakeén up.
They need to be brought closer togeth-
er in transactions vitally Important to
each. FPresent théthods are wasteful
of tiMe and maney. To correct these
conditions appears to call for some
practical plan of co-operation.
Thoughtful men have [oreseen this
necessity. The ldea is of course old
but its practice is relatively new in the
middle west, But' it ¢ making pro-
gress, and the prospect is that in time
the business of farming will be mude
more profitable through the adoption
uf more economical and more efficlent
methods of distributing and market-
ing. In the case of live stock it is not
infrequent fot* ™Meders to be shipped,
say to Kansag, from one part of a
county and brought back later by an-
other resident of the same county.
