had "been obsessed with the idea that
the New Haven ought to acquire the
New London Northern from the
Grand Trunk."

Morgan, about two months previous,
had had an interview with Kdson J.
Chamberlain and Alfred W. Smithers,
president and chairman of the Grand
Trunk, respectively, at which Mellen
said Morgan had insisted that the
Grand Trunk sell the New London line
to the New Haven and said there
could be no peace until that was done.

An Eventful Year.
In 1872 Topeka had an eventful

year. The Grand Duke Alexis, of
Russia, who was in Kansas on a buf-
falo hunt, was the royal guest of the
city. The "King Wrought Iron Bridge
Manufactory and Iron Works"' was or-
ganized that year, the city voting
bonds for $100,000 toward the build-
ing of its shops which covered three
acres. The company failed the next
year and the shops were taken over
by the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe
Railway company, and formed the be-
ginning of the Santa Fe shops of
today.

Topeka was incorporated as a city
by act of the territorial legislature on
February 14, 1857. At that time its
limits were confined within the orig-
inal plat of 320 acres. It was the
third largest town in the sLate with a
population of 600.

The population of Topeka at differ-
ent periods, according to authorities,
was as follows; 1855, 405; 1860, 759;
1870. 5,790; 1880, 15,528; 1890, 31,00.
1900. 33,608; 1910, 43,684; 1915,
50,000.

A OAY OF REVELRY

Chicago was divided into nine sections
for the purpose of blackmail, accord-
ing to the state's attorney. Over each
of these nine districts presided an of-
ficial who directed persecution against
contractors or property owners.

Crews in automobiles swept through
the city, it is alleged, breaking plate
glass windows of buildings under con-

struction. It was charged the victim
would be obliged to settle with the
extortionists to have the practice
stopped. Until he did so, the plate
glass dealers involved would refuse to
replace the glass, the state's attorney
said.

The work of blackmail and extor-
tion was reduced to such a system
it was charged, that daily "unfair
lists" were sent to each of the nine
districts. The usual procedure was to
call a strike on the ground that non-
union material was being used, or
some other grievance was cited. The
victim would be informed, it was
said, that the trouble could be settled
for a certain sum ranging from $10
to $500, and, in some cases, into the
thousands.

Fight on Unionism.
Attorney Frank Comerford, counsel

for a number of the men under arrest,
said today that the grand Jury action
was part of a plan by employers to de-
stroy union labor in Chicago.

"These men are charged with con-
spiracy," declared Comerford. "I
prophesy that before their cases are
concluded the real conspiracy will be
established and it will be found to be
a program on the part of the organ-
ization employers to smother trade
unionism."

Bulgars Fear Not Slavs.
London, Dec. 4. The much ru-

mored Russian diversion against
the Bulgarians has not material-
ized, but the fact that no Russian
official statement was issued last
night gave rise to hopes in Lon-
don that it was being withheld in
order to chronicle this new phase
of the Balkan campaign.

At the same time reports have
reached here from Bucharest that
three Bulgarian divisions crossed
Hungary en route to the Italian,
or western front, which, If, true,
would seem to indicate that Bul-
garia does not fear a Russian in-

vasion. Reports of such a shift
of forces on the part of the Bi

are as vague, however, as
the report that Austro-Germa- n

troops had been rushed from oth-e- r
quarters eastward to face the

new Russian menace.
Dispatches from several sources

assert that both tne northern and
southern Serbian armies are safe-
ly established in Albania, while
forces of Serbs who evidently
formed part of the defenders of
Monastlr have reached the French
camp at Gievgeli, in Serbian ter-rito- r,

near the Greek frontier, not
far from Salonikl.

A feeling of optimism over the
near eastern situation seems to be
growing here, but outwardly there
is little to justify It except on the
theory that the Russian onslaught
against Bulgaria will quickly
crystallize, while entente diplo-
matic negotiations in Greece again
seem to be progressing favorably.

From German sources news has
been received that Greece has
granted the allies absolute control
of the railroad In Macedonia, to-
gether with certain ports on the
Aegean sea. thus assuring them
an undisturbed base of operations.

More Serbs In Net-Berli-

Dec. 4. Capture of
more than 2,000 Serbians by Teu-
tonic forces is reported in today's
official statement by army head-
quarters. The captures were ef-
fected in engagements with scat-
tered bands in the mountain re-
gion.

"Why, it's getting so a man will buy
an automobile and go without an
overcoat. People do not save now-
adays to buy a home they save to buy
an automobile. The salaried man in
the larger town doesn't care about
getting hold of property a little bun-
galow for three or four he wants a
car.
