Secret Tip Was Real Incentive
for "FUver" Expedition.

Enthusiastic Public Meeting
Held in Stockholm.

Stockholm, Dec. 28. The public
meeting held last night under the
auspices of the Ford Peace expedition
is characterized here as the most en
thusiastic demonstration for peace
that Europe has seen since the war
began. Nearly a thousand citizens of
Stockholm attended. Every mention
of a-- i early end to the war provoked
prolonged applause.

"When Louis Lochner, secretary of
the expedition, announced that the
executive committee had secret in-
formation that certain ones of the
belligerent nations were willing to ne-
gotiate for peace the meeting became
tumultuous.

"It would astonish the world," said
Mr. Lochner. "If we made known at
this time what influences are at work
for peace- This information has been

Washington- - Tec. 28. Congress-
man Phil P. Campbell has introduced
three claims bills in the house aggre-
gating an expenditure of $74,139.

One measure directs the secretary of
the treasury to pay to Charles W.
Munn of Montgomery county, Kan.,
the sum of $4,009 in full compensation
for stores and supplies taken from
Mrs, B. S- - Munn. nee Frost, by the
United States army for military pur-
poses during the civil war. Another
directs the postmaster general to cause
the accounts or c K. Moore, late post-
master at Cherryvale, Kan., to be
credited with the sum of $1 30 and
that the same be certified to the aud-
itor of the treasury for the postoffice
department, being an account of loss
of $130 in postal funds lost by failure
of the Cherryvale National bank. It
appears that the loss was without
fault or negligence of Postmaster
Moore.

Mr. Campbell's third bill authorizes
and directs the secretary of the treas-
ury to pay to the legal representatives
of John T. Sheridan, deceased, $60,-00- 0,

and to the legal representatives of
J. M. Johnson, also deceased. $10,000,
as reimbursement for the destruction of
the steamboats Skylark and Callie
while the vessels were in use by the
United States.

Congressman John Connelly of Kan-
sas also presented a bill directing thesecretary of the treasury to pay to Dr.
E. V. Hailman the sum of $734.45, in
full compensation for- - injuries re-

Employees in State.

More Than 3,000 Men and
Women Injured in Tear.

STATE LABOR REPORT OUT

First Official Statement Issued
by Paul McBride.

Horses and Mules (Maud)
Claimed 13 Jay hawkers.

Reports compiled today by the state
labor department shows 2,833 men
and women were injured while in the
discharge of their duties in the last
year. A total of 5 4 Kansas men were
killed while in the service of their em
ployers.

The report by Paul McBride, state
labor commissioner, is from every sec-
tion of the state and covers as nearly
as possible every accident to employees
during1 the year. Jn a number of in-
stances, however, the department was
unable to secure reports of accidents

From the statistics gathered by the
inuorDurrau. rrren were k ierr

lrf,Q - TTrtii total HL-- a hilitiae .,
ported, while 1,529 employees lost less
than two weeks' time as a result of
their iniuries. In exnetlv 1.200 rates.
emnlovees wen disabled for rtrrinAa rf
more than two weeks

The records show ininrv tn 3 u- -
road employees who fell from trains,
46 employees were hit by trains and
either injured or killed. No railroad
employees were reported killed in
wrecks in Kansas. Falling cages and
elevators caused four accidents to em-
ployees, while falling slate or coal in
mines injured 131 persons. Mine gas
was responsible for the injury or
death of 41 persons, while mine ex-
plosions injured or killed ten people.
Horses ana mules injured 13 em- -
ployees during the year.

SURVIVORS LAND

Reach Malta 208 Strong From
Fated Steamer; 80 Lives Lost.

Confirm Report, French Liner
Torpedoed Without Warning.

London. Deo. 28. The number of
survivors from the French steamship,
Ville d La Ciotat. whose sinking in
the Mediterranean by a submarine was
announced yesterday, is given in a
Rfuter dispatch from Malta as 20K.

WAR LOAN FAILS?

Berlin Declares French Did
Not Respond Readily.

Subscribed Less Than One-Six- th

What Germans Did.

Berlin, Dec. 28. Characterizing the
French war loan as a failure, Berlin
newspapers say the probable result
will be the French republic in future
will not subscribe to treasury bonds
and that therefore the government
will be obliged either to issue a new
war loan, notwithstanding unfavorable
conditions, or to borrow from the
Bank of France. The Nord-Deutsc-

Allgemeine Zeitung says the amount
actually subscribed, considering the is-

sue price, was equivalent to 10,600
million marks as compared with

marks subscribed to the
German war loans. The amount paid
in cash, it says, is less than one-six- th

of the cash paid on German war loans.
Itussia Seeks Loan.

Stockholm. Dec. 2 8. Confirmation
has been received here that Russia
is to negotiate a loan in the United
States for $60,000,000 for the purpose
of paying for supplies ordered in that
country. The loan is being arranged
by Olaf Aschberg, a Stockholm bank-
er, with the Guarantee Trust company
of Xew York. The agreement has not
yet been perfected. M. Aschberg is
now in Petrograd.

French Gold to Serbia.
Berlin, Dec. 2 8. The Overseas

News agency says:
"The Vienna Reichspost reports that

during the whole war Serbia received
each month 30,000.000 to 35,000.000
francs in gold from France. These
payments included subsidies for Mon-
tenegro.

"Each time the money arrived in
Serbia the Montenegrin minister was
compelled to appeal to the Russian
minister to obtain the funds for his
government. They paid in paper,
whereas Montenegro was compelled to
pay gold fpr goods purchased in Ser-
bia."

Payments on German Ixan.
Berlin, Dec. 28. Cash payments on

the third German war loan reached
11,111.900,000 marks on December 23.
this being 91.4 per cent of the total
subscription, the Overseas News agen-
cy announced today. This despite the
fact that only 75 per cent of the total
is so far due.
