Bryan Will !Xot Be Considered
for domination.

Chicago, Dec. 30. If William Jen-
nings Bryan starts in the 1&16 presi-
dential race it will not be as a driver
of the Prohibition party's water wag-
on. The old cart was greased up for
the contest Wednesday at a meeting of
the Prohibition national committee in
its Chicago headquarters. But when
Mr. Bryan was mentioned as the pos-
sible jehu,. the suggestion was tripped
at the threshold.

For the Prohibition party is "off"
Mr. Bryan. He is not regular enough
to suit the national drys. His views,
according to the Prohibitionist diary,
have shifted expediently in the wake
of public opinion.

'When the Hobson resolution was
up in congress," explained National
Chaii man Virgil G. Hinshaw, of Ore-
gon. "Mr. Bryan wired the southern
repres-entat've- to oppose it, insisting
that prohibition was a state and not
a national question. Later, however,
v urn l urwanir a i iiil inai a. wavr

the country. Mr. Bryan turned com-
pletely around."

When the prohibition national con-
vention meets at Minneapolis July 19
it probably will pick a presidential
candidate from one of the old parties.
Among those mentioned are former
Governor Hodges, of Kansas; former
Governor Foss, of Massachusetts; for-
mer Governor Hanley, of Indiana, and
Judge Ben B. Lindsey, of Denver.

Hopes Teddy Will Hun.
Plans for extending Prohibition ter-

ritory were discussed today at a con-
ference of Prohibition party leaders
summoned here by the executive com-
mittee of the national committee of
the party.

Vireil G. Hinshaw. chairman of the
national committee of the.

After Saturday Kansas Will
Not Owe a Dollar.

Last Outstanding' Bonds Will
Be Burned Publicly.

CELEBRATION FOR BIG EVENT

The Ceremony Will Take Place
0 at the Capitol.

Fast State Officers and General
Public Invited.

Plans for the public burning of the
last dollar of state bonds were an-

nounced today by the state executive
council. The last of the state bonds
an issue of $159,000 will be burned
Saturday morning at a public recep-
tion in the office of Karl Akers, state
treasurer. State officials will partici-
pate in the celebration of the cancella-
tion of the last state debt.

The program surrounding the cele-
bration was discussed today at a meet
ing or state oiticiais. unices in me
state house will be thrown open to the
public and an informal reception will
be held. At 1 1 o'clock Saturday
morning, the bonds will be burned in
the office of Karl Akers, state treas-
urer, and Kansas will be free from
bonded indebtedness. Former state
officials, who signed the bonds, will
bt invited to participate. The bonds
to be burned were issued in 1103 duri-
ng; the administration of Willis J.
Bailey of Atchison as governor.

Work Will Stop.
Work in all state departments will

cease during the celebration and ths
public v. ill be invited to witness the
burning of the bonds. Governor Cap-
per will deliver the principal speech
and othr state officers will tell of the
freedom of Kansas from bonded in-

debtedness. An invitation will be ex-
tended to former Governor Bailey and
the Atchison banker will also be asked
to speak. J. K. Burrow, wealthy To-pe-

banker, was secretary of state at
th- time the bonds were issued and
signed the bonds to be burned. He
was today nsked to participate in the
celebration.

Bonds to-- be burned Saturday arc the
last of an issue of $ 625,000 made by
the stte twelve years ago. At that
time the state departments made a
computation of the state's outstanding-indebtednes-

and bonds were issued for
the full amount. Since the issue was
loated, the state has cancelled $366,-00- 0

of the outstanding indebtedness.
A sinking fund was provided and
there are now sufficient funds avail-
able to pay the last dollar of the out-
standing issue.

The bonds to be burned Saturday
were issued under an act of the 103
legislature. The $159,000 issue provii-e- d

funds for the building of the twine
plant at the Lansing state prison. This
plant was burned in 1913 and was re-
built with funds from th twine plant
revolving fund.

Arrests Equal One-Twentie- th of
the Total Population.

Fewer in Topeka Than in the
Year 1914 at That.

TOTAL 2,140 PERSONS RUN IN

Of These 746 Were Charged
With Being Drunk.

Persons Charged With Violat
ing Liquor Law umber 104.

The total number of arrests made
by the Topeka police department dur-
ing the year of 1915 was equal to th

of the population of Topeka.
Two thousand, one hundred and forty-tw- o

arrests were made. However, the
total number of arrests during the
last year was less than in 1914 and an
increase over the number of 1913.

In 1914, 2,200 arrests were made.
The number in 1913 was 2,134. The
total arrests for drunkenness this year
took a big jump. In 1914 and 1913 the
number of persons picked up for be-
ing intoxicated was 668 and 61. Thisyear 746 drunks were booked at head-
quarters. Considering the fact that
the "Topeka standard" has not been
in effect since the House administra-
tion took the reins of government, the
number is unusually large for one
year.

However, since Chief Parsons- be-
came head of the police department
arrests made have been .for more im-
portant offenses than during the old
regime. During the first of the year
one minor was picked up for smoking
cigarettes and another was arrested
for smoking "a pipe.

But few freak arrests have been
booked in the last nine months.

Banner Year for Murders.
The year of 1915 wag a banner year

for murders. Nine arrests were made
for this1 crime. Of the several mur-
ders committed in Topeka during 1915
only one perpetrator, a Mexican, es-
caped. One murderer was arrested in
1914 and one in 1913.

BURNED TO DEATH

Kansas Woman Saturates Her-
self First With Gasoline.

Wires Feet Together, Touches
Match and Dies.

Oakley, Kan., Dec. 30. Mrs. W. D.
Miller, aged 60 years, committed sui-
cide here Wednesday by burning her-
self to death. Mrs. Miller went out
into the garden, stepped down into a
small hot-be- d, wired her feet together
so she could not run, muffied her head
and mouth and then saturated her-
self with gasoline to which she ap-
plied a match.

Neighbors saw the flame leap up
in the garden and ran to ascertain the
cause and found the charred remains
of Mrs. Miller, death having been pre-
sumably instantaneous.

Since an operation a few monthsago Mrs. Miller has been mentally un
sound and required constant watching.
The family is one of the oldest in this
city, Mrs. Miller being the mother of
Mrs. Otis and Mrs. Herman Anderson,
wives of two business men of Oakley.

Greek Steamer on Way to New York
With Boiler I loom Flooded.

New York, Dec. 30. Another radio
message was received today from the
Greek steamer Thessaloniki which is
making for this port with her boiler
room partly flooded.

"On account of small damage." read
the message, "we come with lessened
speed. Engineers assure no cause for
alarm. Account of strong winds speed
four miles. When weather improves
speed will be six or seven miles."

Officials of the Greek line said that
at the rate of speed she is now mak-
ing the Thessaloniki, should reach
New York Saturday morning."

Paris, Iec. 150. Two Austrian

Sink Supply Ships.

with Austrian attempts to interrupt
transportation of Italian troops to Al-

bania and of supplies for the Serbian
forces which have retreated to that
country. Several supply ships have
been sunk by Austrian warships.

GETS AUSTRIA'S REPLY

Ambassador Pen field Informs Wash-
ington But Not Tenor of Note.

Expense of state government in
Kansas has increased virtually 100
per cent in ten years, according to a
report issued today by Frank Organ,
assistant state auditor. The f rgan
report shows state expenses of $2,739,-S24.- 91

for the fiscal year ending June
30. 1905. For the fiscal year of 1315,
the expense for maintaining state in-

stitutions and departments amounted
to $5,302,530.51.

From the increase of $2,562,705.60,
the bulk went to the big schools.
Of the increase as shown over 1905,
the state schools in li15 received
$1,660, 383. SI more than ten years ago.
With the exception of the governor's
office, every state department showed
an increased expense over ten years
ago. The last six months of the
Hodges term and the first six months
of the Capper term, however, show Sk
