U. S. DeteetiTes Have Evidence

Fittsbuig, Pa.. Feb- - 7. Investiga-
tion of the political activities of a
number of brewery organizations will
be taken up by a federal grand jury in
the United States district court
Wednesday.

It was also stated that a number of
men well known in politics would be
called but the subpoenas for them
have not yet been issued.

BARS DOG WALKING

Chief Parsons Places Ban on Sunday
Negro Joy.

Topeka Police Headquarters. Feb. 7
(somewhere in the station lobby).

In his latest official ultimatum to the
underworld today. Chief Harvey Par-
sons, kaiser of all the cops, placed a
ban on all dog walking on Sunday.
Violators of this order will make
themselves liable to immediate arrest.

"Persons living in houses where this
particular form of merriment is car-
ried on any time during the first day
of the week commonly known as Sun-
day will be held on charges of keeping
a disorderly house, as the act consti-
tutes the offense," said the chief this
morning. "Persons found in the
house will be pinched on a charge of
disturbing the peace and dancing on
Sunday. "We are going to close up
such houses. Sunday 52 negroes found
in such a place were arrested. The
most of them were minors. It was in
this place that Alberta Hadley and the
other girls who are figuring in thestate hospital scandal got their start.
The place was warned prior to arrest."

DOCTORS TALK WAR

Physicians Vrgcd to Place Profession
on Basis "For War Also."

Chicago, Feb. 7. Physicians and
health officials who assembled here
today were urged to prepare for pos-
sible work in the medical corps of
the army. The occasion was the an-
nual congress of the council of medi-
cal education and the council on
health and public instruction of the
Medical association, the Federation of
State Medical Boards of the United
States and the Association of Medical
Colleges.

Surgeon General W. C. Gorges of
the United States army urged that
everything possible be done to ad-
vance preparedness of the profession
in case of war.

Dr. Arthur Dean Becan. Chicago,
presented the "Preparedness" topic
at the meeting today. Dr. Bevan is
chairman of the council on medical
education. "We are now confronted
with the problem of placing the pro-
fession on a basis of efficiency and
preparedness, not only for peace, but
for war," he said. ''Steps will prob-
ably be taken at his meeting to ac-
complish this."

NEW STEEL MERGER

Midvale Company Assumes Control of
Cambria Concern.

New York, Feb. 7. The newly or-
ganized Midvale Steel company has
purchased control of the Cambria
Steel company, according to an au-
thoritative announcement here today.
The price is understood to be $81 a
share.

It waa stated that William IS. Cor-
ey, chairman of the Midvale company,
and his associates had taken over the
option of the majority of the Cambria
stock held by Wm. H. Donner, who
represents a syndicate of which Henry
C. Frick is a member.

The total outstanding Cambria stock
amounts to 450,000 shares and it is
believed the deal involved in the
neighbomood of $20,000,000.

The announcement follows closely
upon the failure of the negotiations
for a merger of the Cambria SteeJ
company with the Lackawanna Stee!
company and the Youngstown Sheet
and Tube company. The price at
which Cambria stock was to havegone into this merger was reported to
be $80 a share. The Midvale Steel
anu Ordnance company at the time of
its organization several months ago
was second only to the United States
Steel corporation in size. The addi-
tion of the Cambria Steel company
gives it control of extensive works at
Johnstown, Pa., and iron properties of
the Lake Superior distdict.

Onaga 'Telephone Operator a Suicide;

At 12:30 o'clock Miss Rossier was
relieved from duty and started home
lor lunch, stopping in a drug store on
the way she bought the poison stating
that she was going to kill rats. Reach-
ing home she declined to eat lunch
and went into a bedroom with a glass
of water. Her mother followed a few
minutes later and the girl handed herthe glass. To a sister who came into
the room later she said that she had
taken poison.

Miss Rossier told her relatives be-
fore she died that she had been hav-
ing trouble at the office and that no
one cared for her.

Commissioner W. L. Porter, whohas been trying to find more officeroom, was enthusiastic when the dis-covery was made today. The newooms wouiu almost equal the space onone side of the hall on one floor in thcity building and would make ideaiquarters, li was necessary to break awindow to get into the rooms afterthe architect located them this morn-ing.
