he agrreed that the issue was more im-
portant than any thing else now be-

fore congress.
President Wilson and Republican

Leader Mann of the house will discuss
the attitude of Republicans on the
armed ship issue at 5 o'clock this af-
ternoon at the president's request.
The president intends to place the is
sue squarely hefore the Republicans
in an etiort to grain their support.

Calls for Republican Aid.
The conference aroused much dis-

cussion over whether the administra-
tion forces had lost some ground in
the houae which .hey hoped to over-
come with Republican votes or wheth-
er the president, considering the ques-
tion entirely a one. want-
ed to inform the leaders on all sides.
The latter view was predominant.

President Wilson told Chairman
Flood of 1he house foreign affairs
committee early today that he would
consent to no compromise on the
armed ship issue and desired a direct
vote on a resolution warning Ameri-
cans off armed ships of belligerent
nations. Mr. Flood took the presi-
dent's decision to the committee.

"I desire to state the international
situation as I understand it," said
Senator Stone.

Stone Defines Issues.
"A sharp issue has been defined

tbetween Germany and Great Britain
as to the status of merchantmen.
Germany contends that armed mer-
chant vessels are the equivalent of
auxiliary war vessels and has an-
nounced her policy to be that after
March 1 armed merchantmen would
be regarded as warships and subjected
to the rules of war. on the other
hand, Gerat Britain contends that un-
der international law merchantmen
have the right to be armed for defen-
sive purposes and that armed mer-
chantmen are entitled under the law
to the same immunity as unarmed
shins without regard to cargo. She
has announced her intention to carry-ou- t

that policy.
"That is the issue between these

twrc governments.
"To my mind, thH emergency is ofhigh importance. The president, sen-

ators and representatives should speak
with each other and with the country
free from political bias. We shouldwear our hearts on our sleeves so wemay know "ur positions exactly.

Where President Stands.
'The president's attitude is tbisHe supports the contention that bel-ligerent merchantmen have the rightto bear arms for defensive purposes,

but he does not say, nor r?o I, and Idoubt if any one does, what consti- -tutes defensive purposes.
"Furthermore, if a German warship

j without warning should attack andiim a mercnantman, the presidentproposes to consider the attack a law-
less act. He will be disposed to holdthe German government to a strictaccountability, and if the German gov-
ernment persisted, he would be tempt-
ed to sever diplomatic relations andsubmit the matter to congress, whichunuer ii:e constitution is the war-- ;making body.

"If it must come to this, and if Imust disagree with the president if Imust disagree with my colleagues Imust not face this as a political mies-- IUon. My duty is clear. I cannot butbelieve that if a belligerent merchant-man is armed, whether for defensH-- e

or offensive purposes if it is trans-- :porting wan material, it is the equiva- -'lent to a war vessel.
Congress Embarrasses Wilson.

"The president has written Repre-sentative Pou that the resolution hasbeen a source of embarrassment tohim in the diplomatic negotiations
with the belligerents.

Senator Lodge replied that the pres-
ident had a right to ask for a vote onthe precise proposition of warning
Americans in as much as the Issuehad hampered his negotiations, so
that he could know whether he couldproceed with diplomatic negotiations
with congress behind him.

Senator John Sharp Williams, Dem-
ocrat, staunchly defended the presi-
dent.

"The time has come for you andme," said Senator Williams, "to acton an issue that is before us, not be-
cause of any action of the president
but because of what he has beencompelled to confront because of con-
stant nagging, constant querying andconstant expression of opinion in
favor of the negotiations of a foreign
power as against our own."

Gore Springs Sensation.
Senator Gore leclared the impell-

ing reason for his course was a report
that President Wilson had told cer-
tain congressmen that a war between
the United States and Germany
"might not be ungrateful and might
result in advancing civilization by
bringing about the end of the Europe
war by mid -- summer."

Senator Stone vehemently denied it.

A practical lecture on Topeka's
iieeds was made last evening by Allen
D. Albert at the high school c.udi-toriu-

During the afternoon he
called upon Charles S. Elliott, .or-mer-

president of the Commercial
club, on J. Will Kelley, secretary, n
W. W. Webb, president, and in the
mayor. Then at his lecture last eve-
ning he advocated the following:

A new fireproof auditorium, which
might serve as the city building, com-
munity house and meeting place for
city clubs.

Improvements of he city health de-
partment, with $2,500 enlargement in
budget.

Improved parkings and boulevards,
worked on small, scale at first
gradually enlarged.

Better support of the Commercial
club and similar organizations, 'vhose
object is to boost the city's projects.

Enlargement of city industries, as
well as an endeavor to get more peo-
ple to come here.

Mr. Albert has no use for the "tax
howler" and invites that class of peo-
ple into the office of city officials and
give them an opportunity to try 10 do
better, if they can.

Contlnupn from Page one.J
be the signal for the resumption of the
Verdun offensive or may have been
ordered to shield troop movements to
other sectors. French guns are reply-
ing to vigorous attacks near Fresnes,
southeast of Verdun. Both In Paris
and Berlin the impression prevails
that the lull in the Verdun
fighting is only preliminary to a grand
assault on the Verdun forts.

"Although modern conditions of at-
tack and defense vary, the old time
flux between oattle and rest cannot
be avoided." declared the Frankfurter
Zeitung. ''Enormous material must be
forward by the Germans over hilly
country. Moreover, the roads prob-
ably have been demolished by French
and German shells."

Crown Prince Ousted?
A few modern military critics, how-

ever, asserted that the crown prince's
offensive against Verdun has come to
an end because of heavy German
losses and predicted fresh attempts
to break the French front at other
points.

The Rotterdam correspondent of
the Daily Mail reported that the
kaiser left Verdun front on Tuesday.
The Geneva correspondent of the
Chronicle asserted he had learned that
several German commanders are op-
posed to continuing the offensive and
that the crown prince has been sup-
planted by the duke of Wurtemberg.

The crisis in the battle for Verdun
came on Sunday when the Germans
threw heavy forces against the
French front from Pepper Heights to
Douaumont, Paris reported today.

220 Trains of Wounded.
Until they were within close range

of the French guns the Germans
were under the protection of small
hills. Emerging from the ravines,
they came under the fire of hundreds
of French field pieces and machine
guns and were thrown back in a six
hour ;attle.

Thousands ot French wounded are
arriving in Paris. Amsterdam reports
trainloads of German wounded
streaming through northern France
and Germany. One report stated ai
220 hosp al trains with German
wounded have reached Aix Le Chap-ell- e.

Bravo for Wilson !

London, March 2. "Plucky" and
"courageous" were terms used by the
London press today In describing
President Wilson's move to force a
count of noses in congress on the
fiuestlon of upholding his position with
regard to Germany.

Frenchmen Sacrificed in Vain.
Berlin, March 2. The official

German statement of today says the
French sacrificed men unsuccessfully
in a counter attack on Fort Douau-
mont, one of the outlying defenses ot
Verdun, which was captured by the
Germans. The situation on the
Franco-Belgia- n front, the communi-
cation says is unchanged.
