In Illinois Honors Stand 350

Saloons Out, 250 In.

23 Towns Once Dry Came Back
to Wets' Standard.

Chicago, April 5. Almost complete
returns of the local option elections
held in various Illinois towns and
townships yesterday indicated today
that between 350 and 400 saloons will
be eliminated in the near future and
that former dry territory which be
fore the prohibition victories in 1912
sheltered about 250 saloons again will
permit the sale of alcoholic beverages.

The saloon interest won back
Bloomington and Carlinville, retained
Aurora, Lincoln and Alton and picked
up about 20 other towns scattered
over the state.

The anti-saloo- n forces gained Wau-kega- n

and Moline, held Elgin and
gained a number of townships which
had had saloons. The greatest vic-
tory for the anti-saloa- n interest is at
Waukegan and North Chicago, where
94 saloons are voted out. The result
at Waukegan makes all the lake shore
territory from Chicago to the Wiscon- -
sin line a distance of sixty miles pro-
hibition territory. In nearly all the
contested territory. women votes
largely were responsible for the dry
victories.

Both Sides See Victory.
Both sides profess to see a victory

yesterday's result. The prohibi- -

tionists emphasize the fact that con- -
tests were not made in several of thelarge towns that became dry in the
1912 and 1914 elections, while some of
the saloon men asserted their belief
that yesterday's results indicated that
the crest of the dry wave had been
reached in Illinois and that a reac-
tion had started against the anti-saloo- n

movement. The principal towns
that voted saloons out were Wauke-
gan, Odell, Moline, Dixon and Anna-wa- n.

Those which went from the dry
to the wet column included Blooming-ton- ,

Amboy, Lockport, Pana, Carlin-
ville and Galena, Grafton and Herrin

SEE NEW WORRY

Japs in Ladrone Island Affects
United States.

Upsets Entire Scheme of De-

fense of Philippines.

Washington, April 5. The United
States is seriously concerned about
Japan's intentions regarding the
islands in the Pacific which she has
taken from Germany.

The concern is felt particularly in
the case of some of the Ladrone
islands. It is in this group that Guam,
one of the principal naval stations of
the United States, is located.

At the navy department today it was
said that if Japan were to seek to re-
tain possession of the Ladrones at the
conclusion of peace, it would make a
difficult question between the Wash-
ington and Tokio governments.

Menace to IT. S. in Guam.
Navy department officials are of the

opinion that this is the time for the
United States to take up the issue with
Japan. It was learned, however, that
the state department, for the present,
at least, Is unwiiling1 to inquire of
Japan whether she intends to retain
possession of these islands, which, in
her hands would constitute a menace
to Guam and threaten America's
strategic position in the Pacific.

It !s thought by officials here that
Japan would keep possession of the
Ladrones, if for no other reason than
that she could thus counter the
position of the United States at Guam
and upset the entire naval scheme of
the United States as it relates to the
defense of the Philippine islands and
Hawaii.

Navy department experts assert the
United States will be compelled to
participate in the negotiations that
will settle the fate of the Ladrones
because of the effect upon this coun
try's plans for the maintenance of its
position in the Pacific.

The state capitol was surrounded by
state troops ordere J here oy Governor
Taylor and practically everybody in
Frankfort went about armed.

While walking to the capitol in
company with Col. Jack Chinn and
Col. Eph Lillard on the morning of
January 30, 1900, a shot fired from
an office in the state house struck
Goebel in the breast and he fell into
the arms of Col. Jack Shinn.

Governor Taylor Fled.
Youtsey, Caleb Powers, then secre-

tary of state and later congressman
from the Eleventh Kentucky district,
and "Jim" Howard were convicted of
complicity in the assassination. 'Capt.
Garnett D. Ripley and Berry Howard
were acquitted and Governor Taylor
fled to Indiana where he has since re-
mained, a fugitive from justice until
pardoned by Gov. A. E. Willson. Caleb
Powers and Howard spent severalyears in jail fighting through mistrials
and appeals until pardoned by Gover-
nor Willson.

Youtsey did not appeal from the life
sentence imposed by the Scott circuit
court to which his case was trans-
ferred and since his conviction in 1900
he has been confined in the state re-
formatory at Frankfort.

Denies Firing Shot.
It was charged that the day before

the assassination he was seen in th
office of the secretary of state with a
peculiar pattern of rifle and immedi-
ately after the shot was fired it was
charged he ran from the building cry-
ing "Goebel is shot." He suffered a
nervous collapse in court, his condition
delaying the case several days and
probably preventing the infliction of
the death penalts', though he confessed
his part in the conspiracy to put
Goebel out of the way. He always
maintained, however, that he did not
fire the shot.

Goebel was declared elected by the
legislature the day after he was hot
and on his death bed was sworn in as
governor. He died February 3, and
Senator J. C. W. Beckham, who was
elected lieutenant goTernor on the
ticket with Goebel. became governor.

Youtsey was arrested almost imme-
diately after the shooting and on nt

of the intense feeling he was
taken to Georgetown for trial. He was
convicted in the Epring of 1900, three
months after the assassination and
came immediately to the penitentiary.

Faithful Russian Watchman

What is believed to have been an at-
tempt on the life of Emperor Nicholas
of Russia is reported by the Overseas
News agency.

"It is supposed an attempt on the
life of the emperor was planned, and
that it was frustrated at the eleven:
hour by the watchman's discovery.'

STUBBS ASKS PROBE

Former Kansas Governor Wants "air
Treatment for Stockmen.

Washington April 5. Former Gov-
ernor Stubbs of Kansas appealed for
a thorough federal investigation of the
beef packing industry today before the
house judiciary con-
sidering resolutions for that purpose.
M . Stubbs represents some western
live stock producers. He said pro-
ducers felt packers were dealing un-
fairly with them and that both sides
were entitled to have light turned
upon the innermost working of the
live stock industry.

"Th producers have many cases for
complaint against packers," he said.

"They cannot understand why 'hen
hides and other are higher
than ever before when the demand at
home and abroad for meat is greatly
increased that the price of live stock
can be as low as it was in 1915.

If you men knew of the empty
feed lots where thousands of cattle

The campaign preceding
the election was marked by bitter an-
tagonism, which came to a climax on
election day when police assigned to
election duty made wholesale arrests,
jailing vmor than three hundred per-
sons in the early hours of the day.
Charges were made that the arrests
had been ordered by the board of po-
lice commissioners, of which Mayor
Jost is io member, In order
that the men might be deprived of
their voces.

When habeas corpus proceedings
failed in securing releases for the men
who filled to overflowing the city
jail, where they were held for investi-
gation, two members of the police
board, James S. Lapsley and Fred A.

In Jail Three Hours.

Kfforts of attorneys secured the re-
lease of eighteen of the men locked
up early in the day and they were at
liberty at 6:30 o'clock, half an hour
before the polls closed.
